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Third Annual Meeting of the 
Twenty Eighth Council 

of the Municipality of the County 
of Halifax 

FIRST DAY MORNING 

Wednesday, February 27, 1946 

The third annual meeting of the twenty-eighth Council of the Municipality of 
the County of Halifax, opened in the Council Chamber, Spring Garden Road, Hali-
fax at 11 o'clock, 

• 
The Rev. J.D. Archibald of Armdale opened the session with a prayer in which 

he asked a blessing on the deliberations of Council. 

The Clerk called the roll. Absent due to illness in hospital was Deputy Warden 
G. G. Harnish. Warden Dowell told Council that it was very unlikely that the 
Deputy Warden would be able to attend the session. 

Warden Dowell read hiq opening message to the Council. 
To the Members of the Municipal Council. 

Friends:- 

Once again I have the pleasure of welcoming you to an annual meeting, this 
being the third and last annual meeting of the 28th Council of our Municipality. 

When our Council last met the clouds of war were still hanging over us, but to-
day we can thank the divine ruler that the world war has been brought to an end, 
and while we all recoginize the fact that we have not yet reached the stage when the 
time of "Peace on Earth good will towards men" will be the general rule of mankind, 
yet we do feel we are getting nearer to that time, and that the preaching of the tenets 
of the Christian religion is getting us much nearer to its fulfillment. 

As we meet today we remember with sadness that one who was with us for 
many years has been called to his reward. I refer to the late Councillor Mitchell, 
better known to us as Byron, of District No. 19. He was one who did the work of 
his District well and the results of his work show in the records of the standing of his.  
District. To his sorrowing, family we tender our sincere sympathy, 

It is also with sincere regret that we record the passing of two Ex-Councillors, 
both of whom sat with us in the County Council for many years, I refer to the late 
Tremaine Thompson of Hammond's Plains and the late Alfred Drysdale of Sack-

Both of these gentlemen served as members of this Council during the 
years before redistribution and served their respective Districts faithfully and con-
scientiously and to their sorrowing families we also tender our whole-hearted sympa-
thy, and in respect to the memory of these gentlemen, I ask the Members of Council 
to stand in silence and with bowed heads for the space of one minute. 
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I also welcome two new Councillors in the persons of Councillor Webber of Dis 
trict 19, who takes the seat of the late Councillor Mitchell and Councillor Gates, who 
takes the seat of Ex-councillor Blakely of District 12, who having been transferred 
South by the Firm with whom he is employed, was unable to finish his term. To 
both of these gentlemen, I extend a hearty welcome, and trust that they will enjoy 
working with us. Mr. Gates, I may say is an old friend, having sat with most of us 
in a previous Council. 

When we met in 1940 we were at a decided crossroads in our work as a Council, 
as at that time we all felt that to the greatest possible extent, we should each in our 
own way as well as collectively give of our best efforts towards winning the war. 
Now that has been brought to a successfull end, it seems that we are at another 
crossroads in that we must see to it that anything we are able to do, must be done 
towards rearranging all matters, so that it will help those who have sacrificed years 
of their lives, so that we may be able to continue our way of living, must have 
every opportunity to take up the necessary work that will enable them to become 
fuiltime partners in any and all the good things that our County, Province or Do-
minion may have to offer. 

In this connection, it may be quite possible that there may be expenditures 
called for that we are not at the present even considering. If such should be the case, 
let us not forget that any expenditure if proper and sound will always carry with it 
earning possibilities in which we all share, so that should anything of this nature be 
placed before us, let us give it the most careful consideration and see to it that no 
opportunities that may mean progress are overlooked or lost. 

• 
For some months past Canada has been welcoming home her sons and daughters 

from all parts of the world where they have been doing duty as soldiers, sailors and 
airmen, and where they have added fame and glory to the name of Canada, and 
while we join with others in saying welcome home to those men and women, our 
hearts go out in sympathy to those who mourn a loved one that will not return. 

To conclude my few remarks, I may say in all likelihood we will be expected to 
quickly adapt ourselves to many changes in the very near future. The general 
change in conditions brought about through the result of the war, and the change in 
thought of the public, will demand those changes, so let us be ready to take action 
and meet those changes wisely and quickly, always remembering that work and not 
words will be expected of us by those who elected us to represent them

During the reading of the address the Council stood in a minute of silence in re- 
spect to the late Councillor Byron Mirchell, and Ex-councillors the late Tremaine 
Thompson of Hammond's Plains and the late Alfred Drysdale of Sackville. 

The Clerk reported to Council that at the last session of Council it was agreed 
that the Warden and the Clerk would arrange for the reporting and publishing of 
the minutes. It was arranged with The Allen Print Limited to complete the re—
porting and printing work at the same price as last year. 

Councillors E. A. Cornelius and M. H. Naugle moved that action of the Warden 
and Clerk in arranging for reporting and printing the proceedings of the Council be 
approved. Carried. 

Councillor. Naugle nominated R. M. Fielding, K. C. M. L. A. as solicitor at the 
same salary as last year. Councillor Turner seconded the nomination. Council-
lora Brown and Myers moved that nominations cease. Carried.

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It was moved and seconded by Councillors Cornelius and R. A. Hutchinson 
that the Clerk deposit a ballot for Mr. Fielding, and the Warden declared Mr. 
Fielding reappointed at the same salary as last year. 

Mr. Fielding in a few brief remarks expressed his appreciation for the appoint-
ment, and told councillors that he derived much pleasure and satisfaction from his 
happy association with the Council as its solicitor. 

A letter was read from A. L. Redden of the Rockwood Community Association, 
opposing the proposed building on the site of the Woodcock Inn at Armdale. 

Councillor Settle declarei that this was a matter that should be referred to a 
town planning board as effective within the County as it is in the City of Halifax 
and the Town of Dartmouth where they have effective jurisdiction not only within 
their borders but three and two miles respectively out into the suburbs as well. The 
Metropoliton Area Act meant to remedy this condition does not at present do so. 
Councillor Naugle said that definite steps should be taken at this session to pro-
tect the interests of the County. 

Councillor Gates, speaking on the Rockwood Community Association letter, 
said that the letter was another indication to the Council that it must give closer 
attention to the growing community of Armdale, whose people were becoming civic 
conscious. Councillor Gates in urging that the matter go to the Road and Bridges 
committee said that he hoped to have a delegation from Armdale present at this 
session of the Council. The letter was referred to the Road and Bridges Committee. 

A letter on assessment, received by the Clerk was referred to the Assessment 
Committee. 	, 

Four petitions, urging closed sections as protection against sheep and cattle ' 
were referred to the Road and Bridges Committee. 

A letter on snow removal from the Department of Highways was read. 
Regarding the communication the Clerk said that arrangements had been made for 
the acceptance of the government's snow removal grant. Councillor Gates de-
clared that in snow removal work in District 12 he was being billed for work which 
he did not authorize. Councillors D. A. Hutchson and Ferguson, said they 
had similar experiences. The solicitor told councillors that the engineers of 
the Department of Highways should contact the councillor for approval before snow 
removal work was undertaken. Warden Dowell suggested that the matter be taken 
up with the Department of Highways by the Snow Removal Committee. This sug-
gestion was adopted by Council. 

An invitation from the Kiwanis Club of Halifax to luncheon on Monday, 
March 11, was gratefully accepted on motion of Councillors Naugle and 
MacMichael. 

A letter from !the Municipal School Board was read. Councillor Gates 
urged the appointment at the present session of a chief county 'constable. 
Councillors Lomas and Settle spoke briefly on the problems connected with the ap-
pointments of County constables, and urged that the matter be given closer at-
tention in future. 

' 	Warden Dowell appointed the following councillors to the Nominating Com- 
mittee, Councillors Roy Hutcninson, M. H. Naugle, H. B. Anderson, Walter Brown, 
and Carl Turner. 	 • 

A letter from Judge Arthur Roberts of the Nova Scotia Union of Municipali-
ties referring to the annual meeting of that body was filed. 
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A letter from the Halifax County Exhibition, requesting the annual grant of 
$100 was referred to the Finance Committee. 

Several applications for the appointment to the position of County Constable 
were filed. 

A letter requesting the annual grant for the Institute for the Blind was referred 
to the Finance Committee. 

A letter from the Eastern Dictrict Farmers' Association re the adoption of the 
provincial government's veterinary policy was referred to the Law Amendments 
Committee. 

On motion of Councillors Myers and Bonn the Council adjourned until 2 o'clock. 

' Fl RST DAY — AFTERNOON, 

Wednesday, February' 27, 1946 

The Council met at 2 o'clock. The roll was called. 

• The annual Report of the Jailor, M. H. Mitchell, was read. Councillors Gates 
and Cornelius moved that the Report of the Jailor be adopted. 

. Questioned by Councillor Naugle regarding jail costs and the salaries of turn- • 
keys the Clerk said that these items came under joint expenditures. Councillor 
Umlah said in reference to the preposed new fence for the jail yard that it had been 
recommended and approved but that it was held up due to shortage of materials and -
help. Warden Dowell put tne motion and it was carried. 

The Report of the Jail Physician was read by Dr. Hugh MacKinnon. Council-
lor Brown moved the adoption of the report, and this was seconded by Councillor 
Ferguson. Carried. 

The Report of the County Health Officer was read by Dr. MacKinnon and was 
adopted .on motion of Councillors MacMichael and R. A. Hutchinson. 

Addressing the Council, Dr. Mackinnon stressed the great importance of proper 
housing and immunization against diphtheria. He said he supported immunization 
100 percent and the establishment of clinics to protect the children of the County. 

Warden Dowell adjourned the Council for a few minutes while a group picture • 
of Council was taken by a photographer. 

The Warden granted permission for the Nominating Committee to retire 
for deliberations. 

Dr. J. J. McRitchie of the Provincial Department of Health addressed the 
Council on the subject of public health. He declared that heart and cancer dis-
eases and tuberculosis were the chief causes of present death rate. Dr. McRitchie 
said that the lowering of the T. B. death rate in recent years was directly in pro-
portion to the financial expenditure. The rate in Nova Scotia last year was the low-
est in the history of the province. The Halifax County death rate for T. B. also 
dropped to the lowest in its history and now stands at 36.3. Dr. McRitchie declared 
that the general health picture in Nova Scotia is much brighter and termed the 
health of the people in the County "satisfactory". 

Questioned by Councillor Umlah regarding-immunization work and assistance, 
Dr. McRitchie said that the Department 'of Health provided this service to anY

school section requiring it, and that there was no excuse for not having every child

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Councillor Gates read a report of the Board of Health for District 12 commend-
ing the public health work carried on in that district.. All councillors entered into 
a period of questions and discussion with Dr. McRitchie which proved interesting 
and informative. 

Councillors Umlah and Cornelius moved that the thanks of the Council be ex-
tended to Dr. McRitchie for his interesting and instructive address. Carried. The 
Warden thanked Dr. McRitchie on the Council's behalf. 

The following notice of motion by Councillors Lomas and Anderson was read. 

NOTICE OF MOTION 

"That the Warden and Treasurer of the Municipality be authorized to borrow, on 
behalf of the Municipality, a sum not to exceed thirty thousand dollars ($30,000.00) 
for the purpose of paying to the Provincial Treasurer the Taxes payable to him 
under the provisions of the Highway Act, Chapter 75,, Revised Statutes of Nova 
Scotia, for the year 1946, and to do such acts as are necessary to effect such a loan". 

The Following notice of motion by Councillors Gates and Umlah was read. 

NOTICE OF MOTION 

"That the Warden and.Treasx-er be and they are hereby authorized to arrange 
with the Royal Bank of Canada, Spring Garden Road Branch, for an overdraft at 
such Bank for a sum not exceeding forty thousand dollars ($40,000.00) and the 
Treasurer is authorized to use such overdraft to defray ordinary expenditures of the 
Municipality during the present year." 	 . 

The following notice of motion by Councillors Cornelius and Gates was read. 

NOTICE OF MOTION 

"That until the next annual meeting of the Council, the Treasurer be and he is here-
by authorized to pay all accounts rendered to him or to the Clerk which the Warden 
and Clerk deem properly payable by the Municipality and do so certify." 

The Clerk read a letter from C. L. Beazley, K. C. re Community Planning with 
copy of circular enclosed for information of Council. On motion of Councillors 
Naugle and Cornelius the latter was referred to a Committee to be reported upon at 
this session of Council. Carried. 

The Report of the Board of appeal was read and referred by the Warden to the 
Assessment Committee. 

Councillor Gates presented to Council a petition by 66 ratepayers of his Dis-
trict, who opposed an increase in their assessment. Councillor Gates said that a 
delegation would present themselves before Council on the matter. He said that 
some of these assessments were increased as much as 140 percent without a chance 
to appeal as they had been given no notice of an increase in their assessment. 

The petition signed by 66 ratepayers of District 12 was read. 

Councillor Naugle, questioning Councillor Gates on the matter, said that he 
could not understand what could be done under the present Assessment Act, and 
said that if the petition was considered it might result in demands from every rate-
payer in the County who had an increase in assessment. 

Councillor Gates declared that "there was never a wrong that could not be'  
righted" and said that if District 12 could not get satisfaction from the Municipal 
Council that the matter would be taken to the Nova Scotia Legislature or to Ottawa. 



Councillor R. A. Hutchinson said that he was present at a meeting of assessors 
in Halifax and there was an agreement among them all that they would assess for 
"cash value". He said that apparently the District 12 assessor went back and 
followed that agreement. Councillor Gates replied that other district assessors did 
not do the same and that it was unjust to his District. 

The Clerk sail that he believed that about 95 percent of the people didn't know 
their assessment until they received their tax bills, and said that there are many 
things wrong with the present Assessment Act. 

Councillor Gates was of the opinion that something could or should be done to 
suspend the assessment in District 12 or revise it until other Districts in the County 
"come into line" on the question of assessment. 

Councillor Naugle suggested that the matter be left for the present in the hands 
of the Assessment Committee, and that the advice of the solicitor be obtained on 
the legal aspects of the case. 

Councillor Cornelius suggested that a copy of the Assessment Roll for the 
County be brought into Council tomorriw morning to give individual councillors an 
opportunity to see what has been accomplished as a result of the assessors 
conference. 

• 
Councillor Gates declared that if District 12 was to pay "city taxes" then the 

people would want "city services". Councillor Anderson was of the opinion that 
the problem was wholly a legal one and that the advice of the solicitor be obtained 
before any action was taken. 

The report of the Nominating Committee was read. Councillors R. A. Hut-
chinson and Anderson moved that the Report of the Nominating Committee 
be adopted. 

Councillor Gates declared that he strongly objected to the Report of the Com-
mittee. He said that he was on two committees, Juries and Arbitration, but was 
left off the important spending committees. He said this was unfair to his District 
because District 12 was one of the Districts which paid the most taxes and certain-
ly had the greatest number of voters. Councillor Gates declared that if District 12 
was ignored and the Report of the Nominating Committee adopted he would certain-
ly have no other course but to advise them to separate from the County and affili-
ate with the City of Halifax. 

Councillor Settle supported the opinion of Councillor Gates. He said that 
District 14 brought in twenty-three percent of the revenue but he was never a 
member of the important Finance Committee. If these two districts don't get 
representation on some of the most important committees, including Finance and 
Assessment, there is a danger that they will be lost to the County. 

Councillor Naugle said that members of the Nominating Committee had made 
few changes as this was the final meeting of the present Council. Important work, 
began last year, was being carried on and it was unwise to break up the committees 

Councillors Gates and Settle moved is amendment that the Nominating Com' 
mittee retire and bring in a new slate. 

On motion of Councillors Settle and Brown the Council adjourned until 10 
o'clock tomorrow morning. 
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SECOND DAY. MORNING 

Thursday, February 28, 1946 

The Council met at 10 o'clock. Roll called. 

The Minutes of the previous day's sessions were read and on motion of Council-
lors Cornelius and King were adopted. 

The motion by Councillors R. A. Hutchinson and Anderson that the report of 
the Nominating Committee be adopted was read. The amendment to the motion 
by Councillors Gates and Settle that the report of the Nominating Committee be re-
ferred back to Committee with instructions to retire and prepare a new slate, was 
also read. 

Councillor Gates declared that the committees as submitted by the Nominating 
Committee were not properly constituted according to the By-laws and Rules and 
Regulations of the Municipality. Councillor Gates declared that the regulations 
clearly stated that the Tenders and Public Property Committee shall be composed 
of five members, and that all other committees have no less than three members and 
not more than five. 

Councillor Settle told Council that he wanted the opinion of the Solicitor on 
whether the Warden, as an ex-officioi member of a Committee, can be the chairman 
of that committee. Councillor Gates said he also wanted a ruling on this point. 

Councillor Gates expressed doubt tha:-. the By-laws of the County Home super-
cedes the By-laws and Regulations of the Municipality of the County of Halifax, 
and asked that the Solicitor be present to give a ruling. 

The matter was deferred until the Solicitor could be present. 
A letter re repairs to Spruce Road, signed by John Murray and several rate-

payers was real, and referred to the Road and Bridges Committee. , 

Councillor D. A. Hutchinson asked what the duties of the Road and Bridges 
Committee entailed, and the Clerk read By-laws to enumerate the functions of the 
Committee. 

A letter was read from the Woodside Civic Committee, and the letter was filed. 
Councillor Gates suggested that as an Armdale delegation would attend the 

session for a hearing on a somewhat similar matter that Council hear both Woodside 
and Armdale delegations on the same day. 

At this point the Solicitor entered the Council chamber and the discussion on , 
by-laws was continued. 

In reply to questions by Councillor Gates the Solicitor said that the County 
Home By-laws did not supercede those of the County, and that the County By-laws 
had legally been approved. And it was the intention that they work together. He 
agreed with Councillor Gates that the Jail Committee should be composed of three 
members, not two. 

In reply to a question by Councillor Settle, the Solicitor said that the Warden 
as an ex-officio member of a committee could not be chairman of that committee 
But the Warden could act as chairman of a committee to which he was appointed as 
a member of Council. 

Councillor Gates was critical of the work of the Nominating Committee, and 
declared that a small minority of the Council was taking a leading part on matters 
pertaining to the County and have done so for years, while councillors of other com-
mittees invariably serve for years on less important committees. Councillor Naugle- 
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did not agree with the statements of Councillor Gates and defended the report of the 
Nominating Committee on the ground that in years past there were too many 
changes in committees. This did r ot give members time to be fully acquainted with 
the work, and in many cases good services were lost because of too frequent changes. 

Warden Dowell asked Council if it was satisfied with the work of the committees 
in the past year. The Warden felt that this was the important point of the whole 
discussion. 

Councillor Gates in reply to the Warden said that the work of some of the com-
mittees had not been "too good". He said that the Assessment Committee was an 
example. The Assessment Act should have been rectified years ago. If necessary 
changes had been made the petition, signed by 66 taxpayers of his district would not 
have been before Council yesterday. 

Warden Dowell said that the work of the Assessment Committee in the past 
year had been progressive, and he considered that the committee had done good 
work. 

Councillor Myers said that he didn't object to the retention and reappointment 
of some committees engaged in work of a special nature. He was in favor of rotat-
ing the members on committees. 

Councillor Ferguson said that in the many years as a member of the Council he 
had served on all but the Public Property Committee. He was in favor of more 
changes in the committees from year to year, and believed that all councillors in a 
period of years should have an opportunity to become acquainted withthe work of all 
committees. He disagreed with the suggestion that some districts with greater 
populations and who paid more taxes should be given special preference on com-
mittees. 

Councillor Cruikshank said that he was favorable to the adoption of the report 
of the Nominating Committee as the committee had made the best selection possible. 
It was unfair to ask the Nominating Committee to go out and bring in a new slate. 

Councillor Evans urged that the talents of the Council be spread around the 
committees. He felt that if the councillors were given an opportunity to serve on all 
committees that they would be able to speak more intelligently on the general work 
of the Council. 

Councillor Gates asked Councillor Evans if in his sixteen years in the Council he 
had ever served on the Finance Committee and Councillor Evans replied he had not. 

The Warden put the amendment that the Report of the Nominating Committee 
be referred back to Committee with instructions to retire and prepare a new slate. 
A standing vote was taken and the Warden declared the amendment lest. 

The Solicitor suggested that the proper procedure now would be for the Com-
mittee to retire and bring all committees up to full strength or, that the Warden 
should ask the Nominating Committee to retire as the Jury Lists and the Jail Com-
mittees required one more member each according to the By-laws.. 

The Nominating Committee retired and brought in its Report. The Clerk 
read the additions made by the Committee, adding Councillor Evans to the Jury 
Lists. Committee and Councillor Brown to Jail Committee. 

The Warden then read the motion of Councillors R. A. Hutchinson and Ander-
son that the Report of the Nominating Committee be adopted. He declared the 
motion carried. 	•

On motion of Councillors Naugle and Evans the Council adjourned until 2 
o'clock. 

SECOND DAY —AFTERNOON 

Thursday, February 28, 1946 

The Council met at 2 o'clock. Roll called. 

The Warden advised the Council that Mr. E. K. Ford of the Nova Scotia Tech-
nical College would be present at tomorrow's session to speak on "Vocational 
Schools", and that Council "Educational Day" would be on Monday. The Warden 
expressed the hope that the Attorney General for Nova Scotia would be presentlin 
the Council Chamber Saturday morning, and that Council would visit the County 
Home and Mental Hospital on Wednesday. 
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The Warden appointed Councillors Cornelius and Gates as a special committee 
to arrange for a treat for the patients on visiting day, and to arrange for flowers to 
be sent to Deputy Warden Harnish, who is in hospital. 

A letter from the Armdale Ratepayers Association was read, and laid over as 
Councillor Gates said the matter had been dealt with. 

Councillor Gates reviewed for the Solicitor the matter of the petition of 66 tax- 
• payers in his District, who claimed they were over-assessed. He asked the Solicitor 

what steps if any could be taken by the Council to give some redress to these people, 
who were unjustly assessed and who had no chance to appeal their assessment. 
Councilor Gates said that the case applied only to the year 1945 as the matter was 
adjusted to their satisfaction by the 1946 assessment. 

The Solicitor replied that he hal no doubt that the matter could be taken up 
with the Nova Scotia Legislsture for legislation to authorize a refund if the Council 
desired such action. He said that he knew of no remedial legislation in the past 
where the assessment was dropped after the assessment had been approved. He 
pointed out that in the District 12 case that three assessors, nct one, had signed the 
assessment roll for the Dictrict, 

Councillor R. A. Hutchinson urged caution in this matter ,pointing out that he 
attended the metting of all the assessors held in Halifax. Due to the meeting sub-
stantial increases in assessment were shown in 15 of the 21 districts the following 
year. He said that in his own district the assessment had been increased 
$50,000 although only two new houses erected. 

Councillor Gates called for a substantiation of the figures given by Councillor 
Hutchinson and the Clerk read a statement of assessment by districts for 1944, 1945, 
and 1946 showing the increases over a two year period. 

Councillor Naugle pointed out that assessment had been increased in his dist-
rict although no new buildings were erected. He urged that the Council approach 
the matter very cautiously before approaching tha Legislature to get special redress 
for ratepayers in one district. 

The Clerk pointed out to the Council that the matter of fixed assessments in the 
County should be given attention, as some of these fixed assessments expire this 
year. 

The question of the petition by the 66 taxpayers of District 12 was referred to 
the Assessment Committee. 

The Solicitor addressed Council briefly on the importance to giving close at-
tention and study to the problem of appointing constables at the present term. He 
said that there was provision in the By-laws, giving power to the Council, to appoint 
constables for villages and towns. The whole District pays the bills for these con-
stables although they might be appointed for duty in a small section of the District. 

thing must be done by Council to improve the present situation. In many cases 
Regarding the appointment of constables, tne Clerk told Council that some- 

constables appointed refused to act, and it was found very difficult in many instances 
to serve warrants. 

Warden Dowell appointed the following committee to deal with the problem

of county constables: Councillors Gates, Turner and D. A. Hutchinson. 

Councillor Gates asked the War len what type of report would the Council re-
quire. A general discussion on constables followed with all councillors participat-
ing, telling of the difficulties in their own districts and offering suggestions for im- 
provement. 
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The Warden appointed Councillors Anderson, Evans, Settle, Gates and King 
as members of the County Board of Health. 

Councillors E. A. Cornelius and W. A. Gates moved that until the next annual 
meeting of the Council, the Treasurer be and he is hereby authorized to pay all ac-
counts rendered to him or to the Clerk which the Warden and Clerk deem properly 
payable by thelMunicipality and do so certify. Carried. 

It was moved by Councillors F. C. Lomas and H. B. Anderson that the Warden 
and the Treasurer of the Municipality be authorized to borrow, on behalf of the Mu-
nicipality a sum not to exceed thirty thousand ($30,000. 00) for the purpose of pay-
ing to the Provincial Treasurer the taxes payable to him under the provisions of the 
Highway Act, Chapter 75, Revised Statutes of Nova Scotia ,for the year 1946, and 
to do such acts as are necessary to effect such a loan. Carried. 	 • 

Councillors ,W. A. Gates and Lester Umlah moved that the Warden and 
Treasurer be and they are hereby authorized to arrange with the Royal Bank of 
Canada, Spring Garden Road Branch, for an overdraft at such bank for a sum not 
exceeding forty thousand dollars ($40,000.00) and the Treasurer is authorized to 
use such overdraft to defray ordinary expenditures of the Municipality during the 
present year. Carried. 

Warden Dowell said that he would appoint a special committee to interview the 
Department of Highways regarding snow removal. 

The Financial Statement was taken up and discussed. 

On motion of Councillors Ferguson and Myers the Council adjourned until 10 
o'clock tomorrow morning. 

THIRD DAY—MORNING 

Friday, March 1, 1946 

The Council met at 10 o'clock. The roll was called. 	- 

The minutes of the previous day's sessions were read and on motion of Council• 
lora Evans and MacMichael were adopted. 

Warden Dowel appointed the following as members of the Metropolitan Prob-
lems and Progress Committee, Councillors Gates, Settle, Myers, King, Brown and 
Warden Dowell. 

Mr. E. K. Ford of the Department of Education spoke on the proposed Halifax 
County Vocational School. Mr. Ford gave a brief outline of the proposal after read-
ing a letter he received recently from a mother of a boy in a Halifax County fishing 
village. He said that there had been marked progress in the field of education in 
Nova Scotia since 1864, and said that the recent step of setting up the larger school 
unit, in which the County played an important part, had been a move in the right di-
rection. Mr. Ford urged the Council to "build all you will for the future" but 
pointed out that the basic need is an economic necessity of teaching people how to 
work. He said that the field of general education was an important one, and es-
sential to the success of vocational training. 

Councillor Cornelius asked if transporting County pupils to the proposed school 
would be free or would the individual or County taxpayers have to pay. 

15 
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Mr. Ford replied that the ilea behind the plan is to provide transportation 
where possible at no cost to the individual, and that this service would be charged 
to the entire project. He said that there would be no direct assessment on any in. 
dividual. In addition living allowances would be provided for County pupils who 
would have to live in the city. Under the proposed scheme the difference in the 
cost of a boy living at his home and in the city would be paid from funds of the entire 
project. 

Councillor D. A. Hutchinson asked what the approximate cost would be for a 
boy living 60 miles from the school, who wanted to study engineering. 

Mr. Ford said that the vocational school would not provide training to prepare 
boys for a university degree in engineering. But the training will prepare him for a 
trade. The actual cost of the case mentioned by Councillor Hutcninson at the pre-
sent time is not known, but the funds to pay for the boy comes out of the whole 
fund of which the County would contribute $6,000 annually. 

Councillor Gates said that he had read the memorandum, the petition and vari- 
I I 

	

	ous literature on proposed vocational training plan and he was greatly impressed with 
it. He said he was a strong advocate of vocational training and would support the 
matter 100 percent. 

Warden Dowell asked how many vocational schools there were in Ontario. Mr. 
Ford replied that there were 62 operating in Ontario, adding that P. E. I. and Nova 
Scotia were the only two provinces in the Dominion without real vocational schools 
to equip young men and women for industry. 

Councillor Cruikshank, referring to the vocational school in St. John, N. B. 
said that the nearby municipality did not contribute. He asked if the children of 
the rural districts were excluded from this school. 

In reply to Councillor Cruikshank, Mr. Ford stated that in the St. John school 
there was an enrollment of 770 and was limited to the residents of the city of St. 
John. The children from the rural areas were not permitted to attend because the 
school had all the students it could handle. No city, town or county boundary 
shoul d be a barrier to education. 

Councillor Umlah referred to recent statistics that stated that 50 percent of 
pupils in country schools leave school before they complete grade 8. He asked if. 
these pupils at this stage of their education could enter the Halifax County Voca-
tional School for training. 

Mr. Ford said that the general plan called for the completion of Grade 9, but 
added that the individual need and ability of the pupil would be the deciding factors. 
He pointed out that the educational requirements for some trades was lower than 
others. 

Councillor Umlah said that he was behind the project 100 percent, and said that 
great educational opportunities would result for the children of Halifax County. 
Mr, Ford said that with the Dominion and Provincial governments' grants the op-
portunity should not be lost at the present time. 

Councillor Naugle pointed out that• in the County there was a need of black-
smiths, and that this particular trade was not listed in the pamphlet. 

Mr. Ford, in reply to Councillor Naugle said that no specific list of courses or 
trades had yet been finalized. The specific program will depend on the needs of the 
community. and a careful survey would be made to 'determine these needs. 
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Councillor Cornelius pointed out that some boys and girls who passed grade 9 in 
country schools were put back to grades 7 or 8 when they moved to the city. He 
asked if these pupils could qualify for entrance into the proposed vocational school. 

Mr. Ford replied that the grade 9 requirement was not binding but flexible, add-
ing that pupils with less than grade 9 would be given an opportunity to "shop 
around" and to determine what trade he is best fitted for. 

Councillor Ferguson state i that the people in :ais District were vitally interested 
in the question, and the problems of transportation an i finance were on their minds. 
Councillor Ferguson asked if it would be the same old story, that of the wealthy 
being able to send their children to the school, and the children of the poor man ex-
cluded because of lack of funds. 

Councillor Naugle said that the feeling in his district was "can we take advan-
tage of this scheme" and "what is it going to cost me" He said that he would be 
behind the Halifax County Vocational School 100 percent if the poor man's children 
could take advantage of it. 

In reply to Councillors Ferguson and Naugle, Mr. Ford said that the whole idea 
behind the proposed scheme was to provide equal vocational education opportunites 
for all. He said this was made possible due to the large share that is being borne by 
the provincial and federal governments. 

Councillor Cruikshank asked if the establishment of the vocational school would 
give any encouragement to the establishment of new industries in Nova Scotia. 

Mr. Ford replied that one of the important requirements of industry was com-
petent and trained help in the area where they planned to establish. His reply to 
Councillor Cruikshank's question was definitely "yes". 

Councillor Cruikshank asked if the proposed vocational school would conflict 
with rural high schools. 

Mr. Ford replied that the vocational training scheme must be buttressed by 
good general education. In return vocational training would supplement and 
strengthen the program of general education in the province. 

Councillor King asked the Warden why the site for the proposed school was in 
the City of Halifax. 

Warden Dowell replied that Halifax was 'paying 30 percent of the cost compared 
to the County's 4 percent; the city had a greater population, and was centrally lo-
cated. Councillor King said that she was in favor of two vocational schools, one in 
the east and another in the west of the County. 

Regarding Councillor King's proposal Mr. Ford said that the larger the voca-
tional unit the lower would be the per capita cost. The larger unit would be more 
efficient and give a greater service. 

Mr Fielding, the Solicitor, asked if the City of Halifax was providing the site or 
was the land to be charged as an expense of the enterprise. Mr. Ford replied that 
there was a suggestion of the former, and that a site may be secured without charge. 

- - 
Councillor R. A. Hutchinson predicted that the proposed enrollment of 900 stu-

dents in the new school would be doubled in a few years because of the interest and 
the need of such a school. 

Councillor Naugle asked if less than 900 were enrolled, would the school be open-
ei to other nearby municipalities. Mr. Ford replied that it would, and added that 
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other regional vocational schools were being set up in the province and it was pro-
posed that they co-operate fully on their problems and to the betterment of the en-
tire scheme of vocational traiLing. 

Councillor D. A. Hutchinson asked if there was any possibility of additional 
charges for the County above the $6,000 contribution annually. Councillor Hutch. 
inson said that the County's share was very modest compared to the benefits that 
would be derived. 

In reply to Councillor Hutchinson, Mr. Ford said that the budget could not be 
increased without the consent of the parties concerned, which included the Munic-
ipality of Halifax County. He said that the reasonable costs to the county were due 
to the provincial and federal governments, who were bearing 60 percent of the entire 
cost of building and operating. 

In reply to a question regarding representation by Councillor Naugle, Mr. Ford 
said that the County would have at least one representative on the board, possibly 
more. 

In reply to Councillor Gates, Mr. Ford sail that the City of Halifax and the 
Town of Dartmouth councils ha-I approved the vocational school, and said that if the 
County Council approved he hoped to see construction underway in the spring. 

Councillor Settle asked how the proposed school was being publicized. Mr. 
Ford said through Service Councils.. Unions, Canadian Legion, Home and School 
Associations, pamphlets and radio. 

Councillor Gates commended Mr. Ford for his able presentation of the subject, 
and said that the Department of Education was to be commended for having such 
able men in its employ. 

Councillors D. A. Hutchinson and King moved that a vote of thanks be extend-
ed to Mr. Ford for his very clear explanation of the Vocational School project. Car-
ried. 

Warden Dowell expressed the Council's appreciation. 

On motion of Councillors Evans and Lomas the Council adjourned until 2 
o'clock. 

THIRD DAY — AFTERNOON 

Friday, March 1, 1946 

The Council met at 2 o'clock. Roll calk 1. 

Councillor Parker of King's County was present in the Council Chamber, and 
on the invitation of the Warden addressed the Council briefly. 

Warden Dowell said the if it was agreeable to the delegations of Woodside and 
Armdale, who planned to appear before the Council he would ,set aside Tuesday 
morning for the Armdale delegation and Tuesday afternoon for the Woodside dele-
gation. Warden Dowell said that the Attorney General of Nova Scotia would be 
present at tomorrow morning's session. 

Questioned by Councillor Gates, Councillor Naugle, chairman of the Assessment 
Committee, said that he was favorable to the suggestion that the delegation pro-
testing over assessment from Councillor Gates district be heard by Committee if the 
delegation so desire& 
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Councillor Gates said that there would be two delegations from District 12, one 
on the question for greater representation for the District, and the other on the ques-
tion of over-assessment in 1945. 

Councillor Settle, referring to the delegation that appeared before Council last , 
year, recalled that the understanding was that they would return with a petition out-
lining what they wanted for Woodside. Councillor Settle spoke in favor of redis-
tribution in the Council, and said that it was possible that two or three districts could 
be combined. He was not in favor of increasing the present Council by redistribu-
tion but in favor of giving proper representation according to population. 

Councillor Naugle was of the opinion that even if the Woodside delegation ap-
peared without a petition then they should be given a hearing by Council. 

Councillor Ferguson said that Council was wasting time by discussing the mat-
ter to such length at the present time. He suggested that the Council wait for the 
appearance of the delegations. 

Referring to a statement by Councillor Ferguson in today's minutes, Council-
lor Settle said that he wasn't advocating special privileges for his District, only fair 
play and fair representation. He said that he was sure that neither Councillor Gates 
or himself expected special consideration for Districts 12 and 14. 

The Financial Statement was taken up. 

On motion of Councillors Ferguson and Webber the Council adjourned until 10 
o'clock tomorrow morning. 

FOURTH DAY — MORNING 

Saturday, March 2, 1946 

The Council met at 10 o'clock. Roll called. 

The minutes of the previous day's sessions were read and on motion of Conn" 
cillors Cornelius and Umlah were adopted. 

A letter, addressed to Councillor Evans, from Mr. Henry G. Bauld on behalf of 
the Nova Scotia Home for Colored Children, requesting the usual grant, was read. 
The letter was referred to the Finance Committee. 

A Petition from residents of Glenwood Avenue, Dartmouth Lake Road, was read 
and referred to the Road and Bridges Committee. 

' 	Mr. R. M. Fielding, K.C. extended Councillors an invitation to dinner on behalf 
of himself and Mr. Geoffrey Stevens, M.L.A. 

Councillor Cornelius moved that Council accept the kind invitation of Mr. 
Fielding and Mr. Stevens. The motion was seconded by Councillor Umlah, Carried 

The Attorney, General, Hon. J. H. MacQuarrie, K.C. and Mr. C. L. Beazley, 
K.C., Municipal Commissioner for the Province of Nova Scotia, entered the Coun-
cil Chamber. 

Councillors Cornelius and Naugle moved that Council go into Committee of the 
whole. Carried. 	•

FIFTH DAY — MORNING 

Monday, March 4, 1946 

Council met at 10 o'clock. Roll called. 

Minutes of previous day's session were read and on motion of Councillors Mac-
Michael and Turner were approved. 

The Clerk read the financial statement of the Municipal School Board copies of 
which, he said, would be distributed to the members. 

The report of the Municipal School Board was read by W. L. Harper, chairman. 

A motion by Councillors Umlah and Settle that the report be adopted was with-
drawn in favor of a motion by Councillors Gates and Cornelius that "the report of 
W. L. Harper, Chairman of the Municipal School Board, be received and filed; and 
that this Council extends its appreciation of the excellent and comprehensive report 
presented to Council. Carried unanimously. 

Councillor D. A. Hutchinson asked if Council could have copies of this very im-
portant report and Mr. Harper agreed to supply 25 copies. 

B. C. Silver, Inspector of Schools for Halifax.County, gave a review of the work 
and progress of the school sections. 

Halifax County now has 270 teachers, or between one-fifth and one-sixth of the 
entire number of teachers in the Province, he said. Eight new schools had been 
opened in the past year, and he reviewed the progress since 1936. 

Mr. Silver read a list of school populations pointing out overcrowded conditions 
and said that large enrollments tend to destroy the work of the teacher. It is dif-
ficult to get teachers now to take a class of over 30 pupils. The County average 
class has 36 pupils. 

The new school at Fairview is one of the best examples of a village school any-
where, said the Inspector, suggesting that it would pay Council to visit the school 
and observe the facilities and teaching. 

The school at Tuft's Cove was put out of commission by the magazine explosion 
and residents now have a school in one of the staff houses whicn was remodelled. It 
was done as a community project by the men. 

Mr. Silver outlined schools construction of which are assured, under consider-
ation, urgently needed, requested, and under discussion, and for which funds were 
being collected. Several would have been built last year but contractors would not 
take on the job due to lack of dry lumber and the general shortage of materials. 
This is a building program which will have to be carried on over a period of years as 
I think we could not carry such a load right away, declared Mr. Silver. 

• 
A series of Education Days are to be held in different sections, first of which will 

take place on April 12 at Ship Harbour, in order to stimulate the areas to the needs 
of education problems. 

The beauification of school grounds by the planting of maple trees to serve as a 
memorial to men and women who served in World War 11 was suggested. The De-
partment of Agriculture is willing to assist where possible. 

Generally speaking teachers are serving their communities faithfullY. 
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Two nurses engaged are going to help strengthen the health program, but much 
needs to be done so far as vaccination and innoculation are concerned. People have 
not grown health conscious but a great improvement has been noticed in County 
schools. Three items that should be considered for schools are increased use of radio 
for teaching, better heatir.g facilities, and installation of proper sanitation facilities. 

George Sutherland, Inspector of Industrial Arts, addressed Council briefly on 
the merits of the Shopmobile designed to take groundwork in industrial work to 
rural students of the 9th grades. 

Two such mobile shops had been put into operation in Antigonish and Kings 
Counties in 1942 an I had proved successful. The costs of the initial three years was 
borne by the Department of Education at the end of which time the area concerned 
was given the opportunity of buying the shop and operating it. One unit would 
Probably be placed in Halifax County in the Sheet Harbour area next fall, said 
Mr. Sutherland. 

The only conditions attached to the experimental placing of these shopmobiles 
would be availability of electrical power, good roads, and interest in the system. 

Councillor Lomas inquired if anything was done for the girls. Mr. Sutherland 
said that girls have a greater opportunity to learn domestic arts at home than boys 
have the chance to learn industrial arts. Mr. Silver said something unique would be 
established in Halifax County this fall in that a home economics teacher would be en-
gaged not only to teach the children, but also their families. 

Mr. Silver said that there are 10 zones in the County and asked if the Shop 
mobile would be operated in all the areas. Mr. Sutherland replied that it was not 
the intention of the department to operate in one area for more than two years, and 
that the area would depend on the density of the population. 

Mr. Silver asked about cost of operation. The cost would only be for electricity. 
Councillor Gates inquired how much this would be and he was told not more than the 
average household electric bill. 

• 
Councillor Naugle asked if any allowance would be made for transportation of 

pupils living some distance from the schools where the shop was set up. The inter-
est of the communities where the Shopmobile has worked was so great that trans-
portation presented no problem, said Mr. Sutherland. 

Councillor Naugle suggested that blacksmithing, which he said is becoming a 
lost art, should be taught in the mobile school. The Inspector said chat the rudi-
ments would be taught. 

Warden Dowell suggested plumbing might be included in the teaching, and sug- 
gested that the shop move from one part of the County to another. 

Councillor Gates said that adults as well as children might well profit from the 
experiment. 

Moved by Councillor Gates, seconded by Councillor Lomas, that "a vote of 
thanks be extended to Mr. B. C. Silver and to Mr. Sutherland, for the educative ad-
dresses they delivered to this Council this morning." Carried unanimously. 

• On motion of Councillors Gates and Evans the meeting adjourned until 2 
o'clock. 
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FIFTH DAY — AFTERNOON 

Monday, March 4, 1946 

Council met at 2 o'clock. Roll called. 

Councillor Gates spoke to Council on the possibility of the Kaiser-Frazer Auto-
mobile Corporation locating in Halifax County. He said that the present indication 
is that the company is looking for a place on tide water and that if Council is 
aggressive and makes proper representation through the Canadian Trade Com-
missioner in Washington that Halifax County might be the location. There are 
several desirable sites available. The company has expressed its willingness to 
spend considerable money on building railway sidings, docks and other facilities in 
addition to erecting an assembly plant. He said that his information was direct 
inasmuch as he had been associated with Mr. Frazer in the automobile industry in 
New York. He asked Council to think the matter over seriously. Warden Dowell 
said it would be brought up later in the session. 

H. A. Weir cf the Department of Education, addressed Council at length on 
general education policy and the set-up of rural high schools. 

The next 10 years are important in education policy. He explained the Govern-
ment's willingness to participate in the advancemer-t of education in the Province, 
and stressed the value of public school education as the keynote of citizenly. 

He said there was need of thorough attack on the whole problem of teachers' 
salaries in this province. We should give teachers a chance to take their place with 
other professional people. 

There will be an even greater shortage of teachers next year. If we are going to 
keep schools open we will have to engage teachers without the proper training. 

An announcement regarding the set-up of rural high schools in the province will 
probably be made in the very near future. 

The number of pupils who leave school in the 4th ,5th, 6th and 7th grades is 
greater than the number leaving in the upper grades. The number is shocking, de-
clared Mr. Weir. 

Rural high schools should have a minimum of four rooms and 150 pupils, he 
said. The people will no,: be asked to contribute to the capital expenditure but they 
will be expected to share in some way in the maintenance. They will all have gym-
nasiums and auditoriums which will form a social and cultural centre for the com-
munities in which they are located. 

. Councillor D. A. Hutchinson asked for some idea of the costs. Councillor Gates 
asked how long it would take to put into effect after the policy was formulated. 

Some may be started this summer where districts have been doing much back-
ground research into the matter, but the entire project would stretch over an 8 to 10 
year period, replied Mr. Weir. The provincial costs will be in the neighborhood of 
2% million dollars a year. 

' 	In reply to a question from Councillor Settle, Mr. Weir said that the Federal 
Government did not share in the project. 

Councillor Naugle wanted to know who had the authority• to say how many 
schools there would be and where they would be located. The Government will dr 
termine how many, and the location will be largely a municipal responsibility. 
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The Warden expressed the thanks of Council to Mr. Weir. 

Dr. W. C. Ross addressed Council briefly. Dr. Ross is director of physical fit-
ness. He outlined the physical fitness program being carried on with marked suc-
cess and said that this County was greatly in need of such a program in the schools. 
He suggested Halifax could establish leadership in the matter. 

Hugh Noble, Director of Physical Education, also spoke briefly along the same 
line. He said for every duly qualified supervisor of physical education employed the 
Government would make a grant of $500 and that with a proper teaching certificate 
further assistance in the way of salary. He estimated that it would cost tne County 
from $2,500 to $3,500 per annum for two supervisors. 

Councillor Naugle enquired about difficulties in teaching physical education in 
rural schools where the old-type desks were not movable. The program had been 
designed to overcome that said Mr. Noble. Several schools wishing to take on such 
a program independent of the municipality could do so with a slight change now 
being considered in the act, Mr. Noble told Councillor Gates. 

Warden Dowell expressed the thanks of Council to Dr. Ross and Mr. Noble. 

On motion of Councillors Ferguson and Turner the meeting adjourned until 
10 o'clock Tuesday morning. 

SIXTH DAY — MORNING 

Tuesday, March 5, 1946 

Council met at 10 o'clock. Roll called. 

Minutes of previous day's session were read and on motion of Councillors Brown 
and Anderson were approved. 

The Clerk read a resolution passed by Colchester County Council asking the 
Council of Public Instruction to increase maintenance to rural schools. Consider-

- able discussion ensued. 

The Clerk said the idea was to place all the moneys in a general fund from which 
distribution would be made to the various sections as required. In that way a school 
needing considerable work could go over the $175 limit one year, while another year 
other schools could have the work done. The Council of Public Instruction might 
also consider meeting moneys raised, up to $100 by the school or affiliated organiza-
tions ,dollar for dollar. 

Councillor Ferguson asked if this was limited to rural schools, and Councillor 
Evans suggested that it should not be tied down and village schools should have an 
opportunity. Councillor Naugle said that under the present system where each 
school was receiving $125 some school boards were building up reserves at the ex-
pense of the pupils. 

It was decided to frame a similar motion to the Council of Public Instruction. 
Councillor Gates introduced a delegation from Armdale Ratepayers Associa- 

tion. 

Members of the delegation included R. V. Hart, president, C. S. Creighton, A. 1-1. 
Lamphier, Major T. C. Stevens, James Drake, and Eric Lamphier. W. J. Ward, 
Arm dale resident, also appeared. 

23 
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Councillor Gates said the subject on which the delegation wished to speak had 
been discussed at a very largely attended meeting of the ratepayers, who were inter 
ested in whether they had sufficient representation for the size of the district and the 
number of people involved. The feeling was that they should have greater voice, 
as a great deal of revenue came from the area with a population of 25,000 persons. 
The feeling was that they wanted water, sewage, electricity and other things for 
community living. 

Councillor Gates then protested that there was not sufficent representation on 
important spending committees of Council. It was not a question of ability but who 
you are. Councillor Naugle rose to a point of order. Warden Dowell suggested 
Councillor Gates was not out of or Jer but overstepping bounds and treading on "thin 
ice". 

A minority clique of Council are controlling this Council charged the Councillor. 
He was ruled out of order by Warden Dowell who said he was casting aspersions on 
the nominating committee. Councillor Gates withdrew the word "clique" and used 
"group". 

Mr. Hart said his associatior. strongly endorsed increased representation on 
Council for his district. Population has increased enormously and something will 
have to be done to improve conditions such as water, sewage and lights. The associ-
ation was 100 percent behind Councillor Gates in his effort to gain recognition in 
Council, he said. 

Mr. A. H. Lamphier said there was a feeling the district was being discriminated 
against by the Municipal School Board. He said their school budget ran into seve-
ral thousand dollars and that they had to use $3,000 from capital last year. 

Warden Dowell pointed out the makeup of the Board. There are three mem-
bers of Council and three appointees of the Province. One of the latter is from Arm-
dale. Councillor Naugle said that appointments are made to represent as much of 
the County as possible. 

Mr. Creighton protested they had no representative on important committees. 
They should have better representation on Council or on committees. 

Mr. Drake said he had interviewed 150 residents and they were of the opinion 
the district had been slighted. Warden Dowell said it was not the intention of the 
nominating committee to slight Armdale or any other district. 

Councillor Gates suggested there should be rotation of members. The same 
men serving year after year did not make for continuity. Councillor Naugle said 
that other Counties kept the same committees during the entire session of Council., 
It did not enter his mind that he should cast reflection on any district. Councillor 
Settle said the only changes on committees are those necessitated by death or defeat 
of a member. The Warden said discussion was drifting from the original subject. 

Major Stevens and Eric Lamphier endorsed the previous statements of the del-
egation. Mr. Ward also expressed the same sentiments. Councillor Gates said 
that he hoped the delegation's protest might be noted by future councils. 

Councillor Ferguson asked that Councillor Gates name the men he claimed 
formed the clique. He was not one of it. The Councillor should back his words, he 
said., 

Councillor Gates said that if he had stepped on the toes of anyone he would apol-
ogize for hurting them. Perhaps I should have used the term minority group as I did 

' 

	

	the other day, he said. But he said he coul 1 readthe names of members whc had ap- 
peared on committees year after year. 
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Warden Dowell said that the general set-up an-1 the financial standing ha i never 
been better, and that while it was not entirely due to the councillors, at least they 
could not have much wrong. He thanked the delegation for appearing. 

The Financial Report was resumed. 

On motion of Councillors Ferguson and Lomas the meeting adjourned until 2 
o'clock. 

SIXTH DAY — AFTERNOON 

Tuesday, March 5, 1946 

Council met at 2 o,clock. Roll called. 

Mayor L. J. Isnor of Dartmouth was present and conveyed his greetings to 
Council. 

The Financial Report was studied further. 

V A delegation from Woodside was present, consisting of Arnold J. Whitworth, 
Fred Pettipas, and V. R. Cox, and asked to be heard with respect to creation of a new 
district for that area. 

Mr. Whitworth said that creation of a new district would help towards solving 
their problems. The district is desperately in need of water and sewage facilities. 
They could also play a greater part in County affairs. Other sections of District 14 
were in agreement the said. 

Mr. Pettipas said that the district was too large for one councillor and should 
either be divided or represented by two or three councillors. Annexation to Dart-
mouth might also solve the problem. It would cost $250,000 to provide the neces-
sary water and sewage facilities for the district. An analysis has shown the water in• 
the district to be very bad. 

Mr. Cox said ;hey were going to support any move to get these facilities even if 
it meant secession from the County. 

Warden Dowell suggested that the delegation was straying from the subject and 
read the let•er from the delegation asking to be heard. Mr. Whitworth said they 
were bringing up these matters to show why they wanted a separate district. 

Councillor Settle said that the delegation was the outcome of a public meeting 
held at his request in Woodside a* which he had asked for a fact-finding committee. 
If the County can't give them the facilities they want, the County shouldn't stand 
in the way of the district getting them. He saw the County losing the district. 
However he wanted the rest of District 14 considered in any move by Council. 

Councillor Gates expressed sympathy with the problem and said much the same 
problem faced his district. Discussion centred on whether a plebiscite was necessary 
for the Woodside area to have its request granted or whether it could be done without 
coming to Council. 

Councillor Settle thought there should be a petition from the area to indicate the 
desire of the people. He had to think of his district as a whole and not just of the 
good of one section. The County would lose considerable fixed assessment if that 
district were to leave the County. 
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Warden Dowell thought that the boundaries of any district could be changed by 
vote of Council. Councillor Naugle said that any change must eventually be ap-
proved by the Legislature. 

The Solicitor said that districts in Halifax County are fixed by statute and can 
only be changed by statute. However the Legislature took the attitude last time 
Council wanted a change that they would be guided by the vote of Council. 

Councillor Ferguson said Council viewed the matter favorably and suggested 
that it be given the district without further argument. 

Mr. Whitworth sail he had gathered opinions from other sections of District 14 and 
all were favorable to the request. We realize getting a separate district doesn't guar-
antee that the facilities will come, but that it would help, he said. 

Councillor D. A. Hutchinson moved, seconded by Councillor Naugle, that"the 
request of a delegation of ratepayers from Woodside asking that a separate district 
be set up for that community be granted, and that the matter be referred to a special 
committee to arrange details; and 

"Further resolved that one poor district be set up to include the whole of the pre-
sent District 14". Carried unanimously. 

Councillor Gates asked what solution to their problems could be offered by the 
County. Warden Dowell said that no definite answer could be given now but they 
can be assured that Council will go the limit to help them. He expressed the thanks 
of Council to the delegation. 

Mr. Whitworth thanked Council for the hearing and added that Council's action 
was gratifying. 

On motion of Councillors Bonn and Myers the meeting, adjourned until 10 
o'clock Wednesday morning. 

SEVENTH DAY — MORNING 

Wednesday, March 6, 1946 

The Council met at 10 o'clock. Roll called. 

The minutes of the previous day's sessions were read, and on motion of Coun-
cillors Evars and Naugle were adopted. 

Councillors Turner and R. A. Hutchinson moved that Council adjourn to go 
into committee work until tomorrow morning at 10 o'clock in order that Councillors 
may pay the annual visit to the County Home and Mental Hospital. Carried. 

EIGHTH DAY — MORNING 

Thursday, March 7, 1946 

The Council met at 10 o'clock. Roll called. 

The minutes of the previous day's sessions were read and on motion of Coun-
cillors Cornelius and Turner were adopted. 
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A Petition, signed by ten resident ratepayers of Upper Lakeville regarding the 
establishment of a Pound in that area was read. The Petition was referred to the 
Road and Bridges Committee. 

Councillor Anderson questioned the establishment of Pounds in various sections, 
maintaining that property and crops must be protected. Councillor Webber said in 
reference to the Lakeville Petition that he was well acquainted with the situation 
there, and that a just solution could be reached. 

The Report of the Tenders and Public Property Committee Re the County 
Home and Mental Hospital was read. 

Councillors Naugle and Evans moved that the Report of the Committee be a-
dopted. Councillor Settle urged that the adoption of the report be deferred to give 
Councillors more time to study the various clauses in the report. Councillor Fergu-
son supported Councillor Settle's suggestion. Councillor Naugle, a member of the 
Tenders and Public Property Committee, said that the report was an important one 
and that if Councillors wished time to give it further study before adoption he would 
favor deferring the adoption by Council. 

Councillor Settle suggested that the Financial Statement in connection with the.  
County Home be taken up. 

The Council took up the Financial Statement of the County Home and an in-
formative discussion on various points of the Report ensued. All Councilors partic-
ipated with questions, which were answered by the Warden, Clerk and members of 
the Committee. 

On the request of Warden Dowell ,Councillor Cruikshank presided while the 
Warden was absent from the Council Chamber for a few minutes. 

The Report of Dr. Peter Hebb, County Home medical officer, was read. In his 
report Dr. Hebb submitted his resignation, effective in April. Dr. Hebb said that he 
submitted his resignation because of pressure of work in his own practice. 

Questioned by Councillor Umlah, regarding the recommendations in Dr. Hebb's 
1945 report, which Dr. Hebb said were not carried out, the Clerk read the recom-
mendations in a previous report. 

• 
Mr. Frank Smith, superintendent of the County Home, was invited by the War-

den to speak to Council with reference to these recommendations. Mr. Smith said, 
in reference to Dr. Hebb's recommendation ,that a full time doctor be employed by 
the institution, that he was of the opinion that if Council could secure a doctor to 
make tri-weekly visits and be on call for emergencies that this service would be suf-
ficient for present needs. Regarding more segragation of patients, Mr. Smith said 
that he felt that they were as well separated as present.circumstances and facilities 
would permit. He said that two airing courts would be erected as soon as the mater- 
ials are available. He expected _his work to be completed this summer. Patients 
are not suffering at the present from lack of fresh air. 

Regarding the Doctor's recommendation for a more balanced diet, the superin-
tendent said that during the war years it was not always possible to obtain all the 
qualities and quantities of foods required. But he pointed out that improvements 
had been made in the diet along the lines suggested by Dr. Hebb. - 

On motion of Councillors D. A. Hutchinson and Brown the Council adjourned 
until 2 o'clock. 
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EIGHTH DAY — AFTERNOON 

Thursday, March 7, 1946 

The Council met at 2 o'clock. Roll called. 

A letter was read from Deputy Warden Harnisn in hospital, thanking the Coun-
cillors for a gift of flowers and extending wishes for a very successful session. 

A Report of the County Home Visiting Committee, signed by the chairman, the 
Rev. J. A. Willett, was read. 

Councillors Naugle and Evans moved that the Report of the Tenders and Public 
Property Committee be adopted. Carried. 

Councillors R. A. Hutchinson and Cornelius moved that the Report of Dr. P. 0. 
Hebb be adopted. Carried. 

Councillor Naugle suggested that the Warden appoint the County Home Visit-
' ing Committee. Councillor Settle suggested that the Committee be left as it is at 
the present time. 

Councillor Umlah and Bonn moved that the Report of the Visiting Committee 
be adopted. Carried. 

Councillors Cornelius and Brown moved that the Financial Statement of the 
Halifax County Home and Mental Hospital be adopted and the various schedules 
filed. Carried. 

A letter from the Herring Cove Ratepayers' Association and Improvement 
League was read. Councillor Brown asked if there was any possible action that . 
Council could take to improve the bus service in his District. Councillor Gates sug-
gested that Councillor Brown and Herring Cove ratepayers take the matter up with 
the bus company concerned. Councillor Naugle declared that the question of keep-
ing the road open for bus service was a matter for the Department of Highways. 
Councillor Webber asked if Council could take any action to help provide a bus serv-
ice where no such service existed at present. Councillor Lomas was of the opinion 
that this matter was the concern of the government, the ratepayers of that District, 
and the bus company, and not the County Council. 

The clause re "dogs" in the Herring Cove Ratepayers' letter was referred to the 
Assessment Committee. The balance of the letter was referred to Councillor Brown. 

Warden Dowell said that he would be appointing a Special Committee to inter-
view the Department of Highways on snow removal, and suggested a discussion by 
Council to guide the Committee in their interview with the Minister of Highways. 

Councillor Gates said that it was his understanding that under the new arrange- 
/ 	ment the Department of Highways would plow all main and secondary highways. 

Councillor Naugle was of the opinion that the Department should "take over" all 
responsibility for roads. Councillor Webber suggested that the Committee urge 
the Minister of Highways to take over snow removal on all roads. Councillor 
Brown expressed the opinion that the Department would eventually take over 
all roads. 

Councillor Myers said that if the grant was lost the Council would be back in 
the same position it was years ago on the snow removal issue. He declared that at 
least a portion of the annual grant should be made by the provincial government. 
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Warden Dowell said that the majority of ratepayers in his District were of the 
opinion that the new project is "progressive and a definite improvement". Coun-
cillor Evans said that if the County lost the $7,500 snow removal grant that some-
body is going to have the responsibility of getting secondary roads open before the 
government plow is able to plow the roads. He suggested that $5,000 of the $7,500 
grant be retained. 

Warden Dowell suggested the appointment of a committee to interview the De-
partment of Highways, and that the Committee report back to Council the results 
of that interview. 

Councillor Gates said that he didn't think the Minister of Highways would go 
as far as the proposals of Councillor Evans. 

Councillor Ferguson declared that the new Highways snow removal plan would 
place hardships on the people of tha County because the new equipment along with 
the old will not get all the roads open. Council must take a definite stand on the 
matter and the Committee should have definite proposals to make when it interviews 
the Minister on this important matter. 

Councillor R. A. Hutchinson suggested that Council vote on the question. He 
declared that government officials who were paid for the maintenance of the road 
should also be responsible for snow removal. Councillor Hutchinson said that Coun-
cillors should not have to appoint road overseers to do tnis work. 

Councillor King said that she had 208 miles of roads in her district, and that the 
Council allowed only enough to plow 70 miles. Her snow removal grant totalled 
$350 but in December alone she spent $395 for snow removal. She said that she 
was definitely in favor of the government taking over and abolishing the grant. 
Councillors D. A. Hutchinson and Cornelius agreed with Councillors King and 
R. A. Hutchinson. 

Councillor Umlah said that he wouldn't favor a 50-50 proposition, and would 
agree with the 100 percent proposition of Councillor Hutchinson's. Councillor An-
derson said that he had r.o fault to find with the proposal or new plan as long as the 
roads were kept open for County people. He expressed dissatisfaction with the work 
of the plow in his District last year. 

Councillor Brown said that with present machinery it Was impossible to plow all 
the roads in the County. Councillor Turner expressed himself as being 100 percent 
in favor of a complete take-over by the Department of Highways. 

Councillors R. A. Hutchinson and Webber moved that a Committee be appoint-
ed to interview the Department of Highways to urge upon the Department that the 
present law re appointing road overseers be repealed and that snow removal be the 
responsibility of the Department of Highways. ' Carried unanimously. 

Warden Dowell appointed the following as members of the Special Committee 
to Interview the Minister of Highways on the problem of snow removal: Councillors 
R. A. Hutchinson, King, Anderson, Gates and Umlah. 

Councillor Gates urged Council to take some action to keep gasoline service 
stations in the province open longer hours as a public service, as a convenience and as 
an encouragement to the tourist industry. Councillor Gates deplored present"clos-
ing" regulations and praised the recent letter in the press by F. W. Annand of the 
Nova Scotia Motor League. During the war, service station hours were curtailed 
due to war conditions and gas rationing. Now the operators of these stations want 
ed to keep closed on all holidays, Sundays, and close in the early evening. Council-
lor Gates maintained that this was a public utility and a service that the people must 
have. He urged Council to take a -appropriate action in the matter. 
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Councillor Myers said that he agreed with the remarks of Councillor Gates, and 
as a Councillor, citizen and gas station operator he was in favor of going back to the 
system that prevailed before the war. Before 1940 station operators could sell gas 
when they liked after hours and could keep open as long as they wished. 

Councillor Naugle was strongly in favor of a better service to the public. He 
declared thet the present service was entirely inadequate. He suggested that a Com-
mittee of Council wait on the Board of Public Utilities on this impbrtant matter or 
that a strong resolution be forwarded to that body, protesting the present service. 

Councillor Lomas said that he favored Councillor Myers suggestion that the pro-
vince should go back to the pre-war regulations. Councillor Umlah agreed. Coun-
cillor Ferguson spoke in favor of Councillor Gates proposal, and said that service sta-
tions should be open longer hours as a service to the public and to the tourist trade. 

Although he felt that many people could fill up their cars on Sarurdays without 
demanding that stations be open on Sundays, Councillor Hutchinson said that gaso-
line was an important commodity which should be available at all hours. He sup-
ported the suggestion of Councillor Naugle. 

Councillors Evans and Cornelius were apposed to gas stations being open on 
Sundays. 

Councillor D. A. Hutchinson suggested that an appropriate resolution be draft-
ed and presented to Council for approval and then forwarded to the Board of Public 
Utilities. 

The Report of the Finance Committee on Sinking Funds was read. 

Councillors Cornelius and Gates moved that the Report of the Finance Commit-
tee re Sinking Funds be adopted. Carried. 

Copies of a number of exnibits in connection with the Financial Statement were 
distributed to Councillors. 

Warden Dowell said that a delegation wished to appear before Council on the 
proposed Hospital for Sheet Harbor. The Warden said that Council would hear the 
delegation on Monday morning at 10:30 o'clock. 

Councillors D. A. Hutchinson reported to Council that the Musquoloboits were 
planning to build a cottage hospital, and asked that the question of the proposed 
Musquodoboit Harbor hospital, which was before the Council at the last session be 
reviewed. The matter was reviewed by the Clerk, who said that before a govern-
ment grant to support the hospital could be obtained it was necessary to get support, 
from the County. 

On motion of Councillors Cornelius and Ferguson the Council adjourned until 
10 o'clock tomorrow morning. 

NINTH DAY—MORNING 

Friday, March 8, 1946 

The Council met ac 10 o'clock. Roll called. 

The minutes of the previous days sessions were read and on motion of Councillors 
MacMichael and Evans were adopted. 

1 j 
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Councillor Gates reported to Council that a very dangerous traffic situation ex-
isted in his District, particularly on the St. Margaret's Bay Road, the Herring Cove 
Road, and the Dutch Village Road. He asked Council to consider his proposal that 
steps be taken in an effort to determine the policy of the Attorney General's Depart-
ment regarding the employment of R. C. M. P. on highway patrols. Councillor 
Gates said that no definite policy seems to exist at the present time, and that the peo-
ple of his District were very much concerned over speeding and reckless driving. 

Councillor Cornelius expressed approval of the remarks of Councillor Gates, con-
tending that traffic without any control was a serious menace to life and limb of the 
people, especially residents of the Dutch Village Road, the St. Margaret's Bay 
Road and the Arm Hill. 

Councillor Ferguson suggested that the Solicitor give some advice on this im-
portant matter. Mr. Fielding gave Council an outline of the R. C. M. P. organiza-
tion and its duties as it exists in the province today. He also outlined briefly the 
history of highway patrols in the province. 

Councillor Naugle declared that the Council should go on recor I as being in favor 
of a more efficient system of patrolling highways. 

Councillor Settle said that all highways through built up areas should be of suf-
ficient width to permit the building of sidewalks. He said that he was not opposed to 
the suggestion that the Municipality bear some of the cost of such sidewalks where 
the need was urgent. 

Warden Dowell sail that the sidewalk situation was acute in Bedford, and that 
many accidents in the past on the main Bedford Highway would have been prevent-
ed by highway patrols. 

Councillor Anderson expressed himself as being wholeheartedly in favor of the 
proposal of Councillor Gates in an effort to obtain greater safety for pedestrians. 
Sidewalks should also be built in larger villages where the traffic is heavy. 

On motion of Councillors Ferguson and Cornelius the Council adjourned to go 
into Committee work. 

NINTH DAY — AFTERNOON 

Friday, March 8, 1946 

The Council met at 2 o'clock. Roll called. 

f 	Councillors MacMichael and Naugle moved that the Union of Nova Scotia Mu- 
nicipalities be requested to propose to the Government of Nova Scotia a policy of 
sidewalk construction where needed, upon a contributory basis between the abbut-
ters, the Municipality and the Provincial Department of Highways and to urge upon 
the Government the pressing need of early action and the hazard to life on the high-
ways occasioned by the increased motor vehicle traffic. Carried. 

A letter from Gerald B. Ternan on behalf of Mrs. Charlotte Atwood offering $200 
for four lots of land on the eastern shore of Bedford Basin was read. 

Councillors Naugle and Webber moved that the offer of G. B. Ternan for four 
lots on the eastern side of Bedford Basin be not accepted. Carried. 

The Report of the Auditors was read. Councillors Cornelius and R. A. Hutch- 
inson moved that the Report of the Auditors be adopted. Carried. 
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Councillors Naugle and Fergusor. moved that the Financial Statement of the 
Municipality for the year 1945 including Revenue Fund Balance Sheets, Consoli-
dated Fund Balance Sheet, Adjustment of Current and Capital Surplus. Revenue 
and Expenditure Statements, Revenue and Expenditure (Joint Expenditure 
Board) be adopted. Carried. 

Councillor Gates and Turner moved that the Financial Statement of the Mu-
nicipal School Board together with the various schedules of details of municipal data 
as prepared by the Treasurer be filed. Carried. 

Councillors Gates and King moved that this Council endorse the principal of a 
Vocational School as outlined in a Memorandum re establishment of a Technical 
Institute in Halifax County, attached hereto, and agrees to pay the proportion pay. 
able specified in the Petition for the Establishment of a Technical Institute as per 
Petition attached hereto, our proportion not to exceed the sum of six thousand dol-
lars ($6,000.00) per year. Further resolved that after the original costs have been 
paid off the annual payment he reduced to provide for maintenance only. Carried 
unanimously. 

Warden Dowell reported to Council on a recent meeting in City Hall in connect-
ion with the Children's Hospital, and read a Report of the Board of Management of 
the Hospital. The Warden said that the Hospital was appealing for financial assist-
ance to the City of Halifax, the Town of Dartmouth, and the Municipality of Halifax 
County. It was the hope of the Board of Management to receive $2,500 from the 
County and an annual grant of $2,500 for maintenance. 

Councillor Gates said that the financial costs of maintaining the institution was 
a surprise to him. He was convinced that the Children's Hospital was accomplishirg 
fine work, and suggested the request be given close consideration. 

Councillor Naugle said that the request of the Hospital for an increase should 
be considered as the cause was worthy. He felt that $2,500.00 a year from the Coun-
ty was not"out of the way" for an institution of this type, which was contributing 
much to the welfare and health of the children of the County. 

Warden Dowell said that he felt sure that if the Board carried its appeal to the 
public the debt would be wiped out, but suggested that Council consider the $2,500 
grant very carefully before turning it down. 	 • 

Councillor Ferguson said that the Children's Hospital was doing a magnificent 
work for the children of the County ,and suggested that when children were consider 
ed all district borders should be forgotten. He urged that Council do everything 
possible to support this worthy institution as its value could not be estimated in dol-
lars and cents. 

The Report of the Children's Hospital Board of Management was referred to the 
Finance Committee. 

Warden Hill of Colchester County on the request of Warden Dowell addressed 
the Council briefly conveying the best wishes of Colchester. 

Warden Dowell said that Council should take some action regarding the propos-
al to approach the Kaiser - Frazer.  Company to 'encourage the establishment of the 
automotive industry in Halifax County. If anything definite could be accomplished 

/ 	it would be necessary to call a special meeting of Council. He suggested that a Spe- 
cial Committee be appointed to deal with this important matter. 

Councillor Settle suggested a small working committee. Councillor Naugle 
agreed that the proper approach was to name a committee. If anything definite 
could be accomplished, then the Committee along with the Warden, could call Coun-
cil together.

Councillor Gates said that the proper approach to the automobile company was 
by letter through the Canadian Trade Commissioner Washington. The Committee 
could meet a representative of the company, and could suggest that the Council would 
be willing to talk tax concessions providing the new industry was set up here. The 
whole matter would have to be ratified by a special meeting of Council. 

Councillors Settle and Cornelius moved that a Committee be appointed to deal 
with the possibility of having the Kaiser - Frazer Company locate a plant in this 
Municipality. Carried. 

Councillors King and Umlah moved that a letter be sent to the Kaiser - Frazer 
Company suggesting the establishment of a plant in this Municipality through the 
Canadian Trade Commissioner at Washington. Carried. 

Warden Dowell named members of the Finance Committee, along with Council-
lors Settle, Myers, and Gates as a Special Committee to deal with the matter. 

The question of the appointment of a Chief County Constable was deferred un-
til a Report by the Special Committee re Constables was heard. 

On motion of Councillors Gates and R. A.-Hutchinson the Council adjourned 
until 10 o'clock tomorrow morning. 

TENTH DAY — MORNING 

Saturday, March 9, 1946 

The Council met at 10 o'clock. Roll called. 

The minutes of the previous day's sessions were read and on motion of Council. 
lors Anderson and Turner were adopted. 

Warden Dowell named a special committee to establish the new district in Dis-
trict 14. The committee named follows: Councillors, Naugle, Gates, Cornelius, 
Evans, and Settle. The committee will report back at the present session of Council. 

Councillor Naugle urged that the Council giVe its attention to proposed legisla-
tion that the City of Halifax will introduce at this year's session of the Nova Scotia 
Legislature. He suggested the appointment of a committee to watch this legislation, 
and referred to the fact that the City proposed to levy a poll tax on every non-resi-
dent, who worked in the City, in addition there was other matters to be watched 
closely 

• Councillor Gates said that Councillor Naugle's suggestion was wise. He pointed ' 
out that the City of Halifax was a:tempting to introduce this poll tax and establish 
a "check off" system. 

Councillor R. A. Hutchinson asked permission of the Warden to retire with his 
committee to interview the Department of Highways regarding the question of snow 
removal. Permission was granted and the Committee retired. 

Regarding the proposal of Councillor Naugle to watch proposed City of Halifax 
legislation, the Warden said that he felt this was a duty of the Law Amendments 
Committee, and urged that this committee keep a close watch over legislation to pro-
tect the interests of the people of the County. 

On motion of Councillors Cornelius and Evans the Council adjourned to go into 
committee work. 
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ELEVENTH DAY — MORNING 

Monday, March 11, 1946 

The Council met at 10 o'clock. Roll called. 

The minutes of the previous day's sessions were read and on motion of Coun-
cillors MacMichael and Myers were adopted. 

Councillor Bonn and Myers moved. 

That Whereas by Deed dated the 13th day of July, A.D., 1945 and recorded in 
the Registry of Deeds at Halifax, in Book 883, at page 769, Eli Conrod lid convey 
certain lands and premises at East Chezzetcook and vicinity unto Overseers of Poor 
for District No. 17, County of Halifax. 

And whereas, James Warner, John B. Lapierre and Welsford Conrod are the 
Overseers of the Poor for the Poor District of Dis'aict No. 17 of the Municipality of 
the County of Halifax, in which District said lands are situated and have asked au-
thority to sell the lands in the aforesaid Deed, described for the benefit of such Poor 
District. 

Therefore Be It Resalved that the Council of the Municipality of the County do 
hereby authorize said Overseers to sell and convey said lands to the said Overseers 
unto Herbert Reaouf of Dartmouth, for the sum of Eight hundred dollars and to ex-
ecute a conveyance thereof to said Herbert Renouf. Carried. 

Councillor Settle told Council of an arrangement that was made by the Munici-
pality, in agreement with the Army, to house refugees of the Bedford Magazine ex-
plosion in army barracks at Burnside. He said that the arrangement was necessary 
due to the emergency and that it was never intended to be of a permanent nature. 
Councillor Settle said that the matter was not a Municipal or District responsibility 
but rightfully belonged to the federal government. He suggested that the Warden, 
Clerk and Solicitor take this matter up with Army authority and have a definite 
understanding that the Municipality assumes no responsibility for the use of the 
army barracks. 

In reply to a questior. by Councillor Naugle, the Warden sail that be hoped that 
the Committee appointed to deal with the setting up of a new District in District 14 
would report on the matter at the present session. The Clerk stated that a descrip-
tion of the old 14F boundaries was available. Councillor Settle said that he had 
three complaints about the proposed new District, and said that the complaintants 
felt that they should have a full opportunity to discuss the matter fully. Councillor 
Gates felt that the Committee should deal with the. matter, and that if serious objec-
tion was raised that any ratepayers could protest when it came before the Nova Scotia 
Legislature. 

The Report of the Committee re Snow Removal was read. 

Councillors Naugle and Cornelius moved that the Report of the Committee re 
Snow Removal be adopted. Carried. 

Councillors D. A. Hutchinson and Webber moved that the Provincial Govern-
ment be requested to amend the Highways Act to provide that the office of road 
overseers for mow removal be abolished so far as Halifax County is concerned- 

" 	Councillor Gates said that be was of the opinion that this was a matter that C012- 
cerned other municipalities in Nova Scotia and that the matter should go to the Union 
of Nova Scotia Municipalities. 
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Councillors Naugle and Settle dig not agree. They were of the opinion that a 
more direct route to obtain repeal of the "overseers" clause in the Highway Act 
could be taken. And they suggested approaching the Provincial Legislature. 

The Warden was of the opinion that it should go before the Union. Councillor 
Ferguson commended the report of the Snow Removal Committee and agreed with 
Councillor Naugle on the method of having the Act amended insofar as Halifax Coun- 
ty was concerned. 	 .  

Warden Dowell put the motion and declared it carried. 

Councillors Cornelius and Lomas moved that a Committee interview the Minis-
ter of Highways in connection with the resolution previously adopted and endeavour 
to have the Highways Act amended re road overseers for snow removal. 

Councillor Cornelius favored the approach to the HighWays Minister in an effort 
to ascertain if it was possible for Halifax County to have the ac: amended. If the 
Minister did not agree then the Council would still have time to refer the matter to 
the Union at the present session. Councillor King agreed with Councillor Cornelius. 

Councillor Naugle suggested that the opinion of the Solicitor be obtained. Mr. 
Fielding said that the practise has be!n, wee a province wide statute was concern-
ed, that it should go before the Union of Nova Scotia Municipalities 

The motion was put to Council by the Warden and a standing vote was taken. 
In favor of the motion, 8; Against the motion, 11. The Warden declared the mo-
tion defeated. 

Mr. E. F. Cragg addressed the Council on the steps that had been taken to estab-
lish a hospital in Musquodoboit Harbor. He said that the hospital was now incor-
porated and eligible for provincial assistance as soon as the County Council passed a 
resolution which would include an annual grant of not less than $500. He said that 
at present $14,099 had been raised in cash and pledges and the hospital committee 
was confident that the total would reach approximately $40,000 before the canvass 
was complete. The Red Cross will equip and completely operate the hospital. 

Mr. Cragg said that a resolution was necessary by Council, (1) declaring the hos 
pital to be a "public hospital", (2) donating $500 annually, (3) appointing a member 
to the Board of Governors. 

The Warden assured Mr. Cragg that the Finance Committee would give his re-
quest its closest attention and consideration. 

On motion of Councillors Evans and Turner the Council adjourned until 2 
o'clock. 

ELEVENTH DAY — AFTERNOON 

Monday, March 11, 1946 

The Council met at 2 o'clock. Roll called. 

Councillors Evans and MacMichael moved that the thanks of Councillors be ter.-
dered the Kiwanis Club of Halifax for its hospitality today. Carried. 

A delegation,comprising Mr. Stewart Kinlay,County agricultural representative, 
and Mr. L. R. Rose, president of the Farmers' Association for the County. appeared 
before Council and spoke on the importance of the services of a veterinary surgeon 
for various sections of the County. The proposal is that a competent veterinary be 
appointed to serve a zone and that the Provincial Government will contribute $1,000 
and the sections concerned $1,000 to his salary. 
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Mr. Kinlay said that one veterinary could serve Upper Musquo ioboit, Middle 
Musquodoboit, Elderbank, Gays River, Sackville, and Cole Harbor. 

Mr. Rose addressed Council briefly stating that the health of the animals was im-
portant, and that this matter had a direct bearing on the health of the people. 

Councillor Settle questioned whether tax assessment could be made by sections 
' or zones under present legislation, and said that he was in favor of the whole County 

contributing to the employment of a veterinary. He felt that the same principal as 
in the case of hospitals, should be applied, and that the charge would be small to the 
great benefits derived. 

Councillor Naugle said that he was in favor of a veterinary service, but felt that 
the services of a veterinary should not be classed as more important than a doctor, 
who was serving human needs. He said that many sections in the County were with-
out the services of a doctor. This problem should be tackled first. Councillor 
Cornelius agreed with Councillor Naugle. 

Councillor Gates declared that the sections or zones concerned should pay for the 
services of the veterinary, not the whole municipality. He said that he would en-
dorse subsidizing doctors or building hospitals. 

Councillor D. A. Hutchinson said that it was not the intention of the delegation 
to ask the wriole County to bear the cost, only the sections concerned. 

Councillor Ferguson said that his District needed the services of a veterinary and 
favored the matter being given study by a special committee. 

Warden Dowell pointed out that it was proposed that zones be set up by legisla-
tion. These zones would not necessarily be in one District or one County, but in 
some cases will disregard County boundaries. 

Asked for an expression of opinion from Councillors of the Districts directly'con-
cerned, Councillors MacMichael, Settle, Cruikshank, D. A. Hutchinson and R. A. 
Hutchinson said that they were in favor of the establishment of a veterinary service. 

 Councillor King said that the question was a new one to her but that she was in 
favorof the general principle, but would like more time to study the matter. 

• 
The matter was deferred for the present, and an opinion will be obtained from 

the Solicitor on the matter. 

Rev. Father Johnston and Rev. G. S. Tanton of Sheet Harbor and Tangier re-
spectively appeared as a delegation and spoke to Council on the building of a 20 bed 
hospital at Sheet Harbor. Both stressed the great need for a Hospital along the 
Eastern Shore. 

Mr. Tanton read a brief on the proposed hospital and outlined the progress 
to date. He said that the people had contributed $22,000 to date, and that the com-
mittee had reason to hope that $50,000 would be raised. He urged. that Council give 
its financial assistance. Under present conditions i was difficult to retain the serv-
ices of a doctor in County districts because of the lack of proper and necessary facili-
ties. Mr. Tanton said that the hospital would be a great encouragement to the med-
ical profession, and would be a great benefit to the health of the people along the East-
ern Shore from East Ship Harbor to Marie Joseph. • 

Father Johnston heartily endorsed the brief and the remarks of Mr. Tanton. He 
hoped to see the construction begin in the spring. Material evidence that the people 
wanted a hospital was the fact that they themselves had contributed $22,000 to date.

Councillor Ferguson spoke strongly in favor of the hospital and urged Council to 
give the Sheet Harbor Hospital wholehearted and generous support. He related a 
personal story of death in his family. He declared that the life might have been saved 
by a hospital. 

Councillors Naugle, Anderson, Turner and Gates urged support for the Sheet 
Harbor Hospital. 

Councillors D. A. Hutchinson and King moved that the application for a grant 
to the Hospital at Sheet Harbor be approve i and a grant of $500 paid when the hos-
pital has been opened with the approval of the Provincial Authorities, and that upon 
such hospital being opened for the reception of patients it is declared that it shall be 
a Public Hospital within the meaning of Chapter 54 RS NS 1923 and that Councillor 
H. 13. Anderson shall be a representative upon the governing board of such hospital. 
Carried. 

Councillors Ferguson and Gates moved that the application for a grant to the 
hospital at Musquodoboit Harbor be approved and a grant of $500 paid when the 
hospital has been opened with the approval of the Provincial Authorities, and that 
upon such hospital being opened for the reception of patients it is hereby declared 
that it shall be a Public Hospital within the meaning of Chapter 54 RS NS 1923 
and that Councillor Lomas shall be a representative upon the governing board of such 
hospital. Carried. 

Councillors Naugle and Brown moved that the application for a grant to the 
hospital at Middle Musquodoboit be approved and a grant of $500 paid when 
the Hospital has been opened with the approval of Provincial Authorities, and that 
upon such Hospital being opened for the reception of patients it is hereby declared 
that it shall be a Public Hospital within the meaning of Chapter 54 RS NS 1923 and 
that Councillor D. A. Hutchinson shall be a representative upon the governing board 
of such hospital. Carried. 

On motion of Councillors Settle and Lomas Council adjourned until 10 o'clock 
tomorrow morning. 

TWELFTH DAY — MORNING 

Tuesday, March 12,‘ 1946 

The Council met at 10 o'clock. Roll called. 

The minutes of the previous day's sessions were read and on motion of Council-
lors Cornelius and Turner were adopted. 

Questioned by Councillor Naugle, the Clerk said that the letter to the Minister 
of Highways re Council's attitude toward the appointment of road overseers, had 
been mailed. Councillor Cornelius expressed the hope that if the Minister's react-
ion to the repeal of a section of the Highways Act, which concerned the appointment 
of road overseers in Halifax County was not favorable then Council would have 
time this year to take the matter to the Union of Nova Scotia Municipalities. 

Councillor Settle told Council that he wanted some action taken on the matter he 
spoke of yesterday, the army barracks at Burnside. 

On motion of Councillors MacMichael and Cornelius the Council adjourned un-
til 2 o'clock. 
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Tuesday, March 12, 1946 

The Council met at 2 o'clock. Roll called. 

Councillors Gates and Lomas moved that this Council urge upon the Board of 
Commissioners of Public Utilities of Nova Scotia, the importance of removal or relax-
ation of wartime restriction on the sale of gasoline, so that the traveling public may 
purchase the same on Sundays and holidays at the same hours as on other days and 
that a sufficient number of outlets in each commur ity and along the highways to 
ensure convenier ce of travel. Carried. 

A letter from Adam D. Burris, commending the united stand that Council had 
taken on the question of the establishment of the Halifax County Vocational School, 
*as read. The letter was filed. 

The Report of the Jail Committee was read. 

Councillors Myers and Umlah moved that the Report of the Jail Committee be 
adopted. Carried. 

Councillors Cornelius and Brown moved That "WHEREAS the employment of 
many Municipal employees is considered permanent in character, having regard to 
the normal practice of the employment and may be exempted from the operation of 
the Act under the provisions of Item (1) (i i) of Part 11 of the first schedule to the 
Act, upon certification satisfactory to the Commission, that the employment is hav-
ing regard to the normal practice of the employment permanent in character. 

THEREFORE resolved that this Council desires exemption of its employees set 
out in Schedule A to this resolution on the ground that the employment is permanent 
in character and that the Warden and Clerk be authorized to forward a certificate to 
the Unemployment Insurance Commission accordingly." Carried. 

A letter from Mr. P. G. Deal of the Fairview Machine Works, complimenting 
Council's interest and action taken to secure a new industry for Halifax County, was 
read by Councillor Gates. 

• 
A Report from the building Inspector of District 12, Mr. J. B. Smicer, was read. 

Councillors Gates and Anderson moved that the Report of the Building Inspect-
or for District 12 be adopted. Carried. 

The Report of the Building Inspector for District 8, Mr. M. L. Carmichael,was 
read. 

Councillors Evans and Umlah moved that the Report of the Building Inspector 
for District 8 be adopted. Carried. 

On motion of Councillors Gates and Lomas the Council adjourned to go into 
Committee of the Whole. 

THIRTEENTH DAY—MORNING 

Wednesday, March 13, 1946 

The Council met at 10 o'clock. Roll called. 

The minutes of the previous day's sessions were read and on motion of Council-
lors Anderson and R. A. Hutchinson were adopted. 
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Warden Dowell appointed Councillor Cornelius along with himself as Court 
House Commissioners. 

Councillors Umlah and Evans nominated Dr. Hugh MacKinnon as Jail Surgeon 
and County Health Officer at the same salary as last year. Councillors Bonn and 
MacMichael moved that nominations cease. Warden Dowell declared Dr. Mac-
Kinnon elected to these positions at the same salary as last year. 

Councillor Cornelius and Ferguson nominated Mr. F. E. Smith, C. A., and Mr. 
W. A. Stech,C. A., as auditors at the same salary as last year. Councillors Brown 
and Turner moved that nominations cease. The Warden declared Mr. Smith and 
Mr. Stech elected at the same salary as last year. 

A Report from the Committee on Roads and Bridges was read. 

Councillor Settle asked if it was possible for the Municipality to guarantee a bond 
issue in order to extend water facilities of the Town of Dartmouth to a new sub-divis-
ion at Glenwood Avenue. He said that buil ling up of this area would greatly in-
crease assessments. 

Warden Dowell replied that he didn't like the idea of the County guaranteeing 
bonds in a case of this kind. 

Councillor Gates brought up the section of the report that referred to the Wood-
cock Inn property at Armdale. The wide powers that the City of Halifax assumed 
made it possible for the City to appropriate the property. The result is that a shop-
ping district will be built up in the city. Councillor Gates said that the County was 
entirely ignored in the matter. He said that he was opposed to the city "commande-
ering" property in the County in this manner and felt that the rights of County peo-
ple were being abused. 

Councillor Settle suggested that the solution might be to set up in the districts 
town planning boards apart from the County. Councillor Settle maintained that the 
Metropolitan Planning Act gave the city too much power. Under the act it was pos-
sible for the City of Halifax or the Town of Dartmouth to go into in the County three 
and two miles respectively. He urged that some definite action be taken at this ses-
sion in the matter. 

Warden Dowell said that he believed that the Building Act along with a proper 
Health Act would help to clear up the situation. 

Councillor Umlah was in accord with the remarks of Councillor Gates, stating 
that the rights of the County people were endangered. 

The Report of the Roads and Bridges Committee was taken up clause by clause 
and further discussion on the report was deferred until the Solicitor could be present. 

The Report of the Committee on Assessment was read and taken up clause by 
clause. 

• 
A poll vote was recorded on Clause E of the Report. Voting in favor of the 

clause were, Warden Dowell, Councillors Cornelius, Gates, Settle, Naugle, Lomas, 
Webber, Ferguson, Anderson, R. A. Hutchinson, D. A. Hutchinson, and MacMichael. 
Voting against the clause were Councillors Umlah, Brown, Myers, Evans, Bonn, 
Turner, Cruikshank, and King. 

Councillors MacMichael and Naugle moved that the Report of the Assessment 
Committee be adopted. Carried. 

Councillors Brown and Bonn moved that the Report of the Roads and Bridges 
Committee be adopted. 
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Councillor Gates reviewed for the Solicitor the clause on the Woodcock Inn and 
its serious implications. Councillor Gates asked if it was possible for the City of 
Halifax to commandeer properties in the County under the Metropolitan Planning 
Act. 

Mr. Fielding said that undoubtedly the City of Halifax had wide powers for 
expropriation under its charter. \ 

Councillor Gates said that he and other councillors strongly protested against 
these wide powers which were infringing on the property and personal rights of the 
people of the County. Councillor Naugle agreed that the situation was very serious 
and pointed out that if no protest was made and the matter was not adjusted satis-
factorily that the present situation would be serious in future years to the welfare of 
the County. 

Mr. Fielding suggested Council that it could appoint a committee to deal with 
the City of Halifax and the Town of Dartmouth in revising or amending present legis-
lation before going before the Nova Scotia Legislature. 

The motion to adopt the Report of the Roads and Bridges Committee was put to 
the Council and declared carried. 

On motion of Councillors Evans and Myers the Council adjourned until 2 
o'clock. 

THIRTEENTH DAY — AFTERNOON 

Wednesday, March 13, 1946 

The Council met at 2 o'clock. Roll called. 

The Report of the Committee on Jury Lists was read. 

Councillors Gates an i Evans moved that the Report of the Committee on Jury 
Lists be adopted. Carried. 

The Report of the Committee on Poor was read. 

Councillors King and Bonn moved that the Report of the Committee on Poor 
be adopted. Carried. 

The Report of the Committee on Constables was read. 

Councillors Gates and Cornelius moved that the Report of the Committee on 
Constables be adopted. 

Council took the report up clause by clause. 

Councillor Settle, in reference to the proposed appointment of Lester Umlah as 
Chief County Constable, questioned whether the Council should make an appoint-
ment without advertising for applications in the press. He said that he personally 
was in favor of the appointment as suggested by the Committee, but wondered what 
the reaction would be to people in the County. 

Councillor Gates declared that the Committee had considered several applica-
tions for the position, including two applications from his own District. He said that 
he believed that Councillor Umlah was by far the best man for the job. If applica-
tions were called for at the present time through the press, the Council would not be 
able to deal with the matter at the present session and a whole year would be lost. 
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The matter was important and the County needed the services cf a Chief Constable 
immediately. He pointed out that since the death of the former County Constable 
people realized that an appointment would have to be made. As a result three men 
applied for the job. Councillor Gates said that he felt sure if others were interested 
they would have applied. 

The Clerk and the Warden said that several men had interviewed them on the 
matter. They were advised, if they were interested, to come in later when the Coun-
cil opened its sessions. They did not return to make further inquiries. 

Councillor Naugle complimented the Committee on its report and recommend-
ation that Lester Umlah be appointed. 

Councillor Ferguson said that it did not matter if Councillor Umlah was a mem-
ber of Council or not. He is well qualified for the job and he should be appointed. 
He asked the Clerk to read the names of other applicants. 

Councillor Cornelius said that he believed that the Committee had made a good 
selection. On a standing vote the Council unanimously voted in favor of Lester Urn-
lah as Chief County Constable. 

The motion that the Report of the Committee on Constables be adopted was 
put to the Council, and the Warden declared the motion carried. 

The Solicitor pointed out that the proper procedure for the appointment of the 
Chief County Constable was by nomination, but pointed out that if this procedure 

• was carried out today that it would bar Councillor Umlah from sitting in Council for 
the remainder of the session. The matter was deferred by Council. 

Councillor Gates spoke on the closing of highways to heavy motor traffic, and 
said that some provision should be made to get people to their work in the city. He 
said that in Spryfield alone on the first day that the order came into effect that 500 
people were deprived of transport. He said that he heard many complaints from the 
people of his District and that he was placing the matter before the County Council 
and the member for Halifax West in the Legislature. 

On motion of Councillors Cornelius'and MacMichael the Council adjourned to 
go into Committee of the Whole. 

FOURTEENTH DAY — MORNING 

Thursday, March 14,1946 

The Council met at 10 o'clock. Roll called. 

The minutes of the previous day's sessions were read and on motion of Council-
lors Cornelius and Gates were adopted. 

Councillors Gates and Cornelius moved that the Council extend to Mr. R. M. 
Fielding, K. C., M. L. A. and Mr. Geoffrey Stevens, M. L. A. sincere thanks for their 
kind hospitality of last evening. Carried. 

Councillors Turner and MacMichael moved that the Municipal Clerk and Treas-
urer be authorized to take delivery of paid Coupons and Bonds charged to the ac-
count operated in the name of the Municipality of the County of Halifax, Coupon 
and Bond redemption account in the Royal Bank of Canada, Spring Garden Road 
Branch. Carried. 
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Councillors Naugle and Umlah moved that the Clerk and Treasurer be author 
ized to sign the Royal Bank of Canada's form re Safety Box and that he have ac-
cess to said box. Carried. 

Councillors Evans and Brown moved that the Resolution re Banking, Signing 
Officers be adopted as per printed form. Carried. 

The Joint Estimates were taken up. The Clerk reported to Council that this 
year there was a decrease of $1,275.00, and that the County's share of Joint Expend-
itures totalled $5,599.72. 

Councillors MacMichael and Ferguson moved that the Estimates of County 
Jail, Commissioners of Court House and Joint Estimates for 1946 be adopted. Car-
ried. 

Councillor MacMichael nominated Mr. E. E. MacDonald as a member of the 
Board of Revision and Appeal. Councillor Naugle nominated Mr. Gibson Lloy as 
a member of the Board. Councillor Brown nominated Mr. William Henneberry. 

Councillors Myers and Cornelius moved that nominations cease. Carried. 

Councillors Naugle and Evans moved that the Clerk deposit a ballot in favor of 
Messrs. MacDonald ,Lloy, and Henneberry. Carried. 

The Warden declared Mr. E. E. MacDonald, Mr. Gibson, Lloy, and Mr. William , 
Henneberry elected to the Board of Revision and Appeal. 

On motion of Councillors MacMichael and Bonn the Council adjourned to go 
into committee work. Carried. 

FOURTEENTH DAY — AFTERNOON 

Thursday, March 14, 1946 

Council met at 2 o'clock. Roll called. 

The Clerk reminded Councillors that it was necessary for them to file the Board 
of Health Reports and Lists of District Officers as soon as possible. These would 
have to be completed before the completion of the present session. 

Councillor Myers made strenuous objection to the minutes of yesterday's ses-
sions, stating that there was no mention of the fact that he asked the Solicitor a ques-
tion regarding the voting of Councillor Settle. In the poll vote taken on Clause E 
of the Assessment Committee Report, Councillor Myers said, Councillor Settle was 
recorded as "for" although he only stated that he "was not against" the principle• 

Warden Dowell ruled that a Councillor must vote on a question unless he was 
excused from voting by the Warden. 

Councillor Myers stated further that it was not the first time that his name had 
been ommitted from the minutes although he had something to say on different oc-
casions. He felt that the people of his district would think he was a dud, as in yester-
day's minutes his name only appeared in connection with the motion to adjourn. 

On motion of Councillors MacMichael and Cornelius the Council adjourned to 
go into Committee of the Whole.

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FIFTEENTH DAY — MORNING 

Friday, March 15, 1946 

The Council met at 10 o'clock. Roll called. 

The minutes of the previous day's sessions were read and on motion of Council. 
lors Anderson and Turner were adopted. 

Lists of District Officers were distributed to all Councillors, who were requested 
to scrutinize them closely for errors or omissions. 

Councillors Anderson and R. A. Hutchinson, referring to the appointments of 
District surveyors of logs said that it was necessary for these men to pass an examin-
ation' by a government board. 

The Reports of the Boards of Health for various districts were read. 

Councillors MacMichael and Brown moved that the Reports of the various local 
Boards of Health for 1945 be adopted. Carried. 

Councillors Umlah and Lomas moved that the Council recommend that the War-
den name a Committee to negotiate with the City and Legislature with a view to pro- - 
tecting the rights of the County in regards to property acquired or expropriated by,  
the City within the Municipality. Carried. Warden Dowell appointed the follow-
ing as members of this committee, Councillors Gates, Harnish, and Cornelius. 

Councillors Lomas and Anderson moved that the Board of Public Utilities be 
asked to take the necessary steps to ensure proper and adequate bus transportation 
for the people of the County especially at the time when the roads are closed to heavy 
traffic in the Spring, as many County residents have found it impossible to reach 
their places of employment. Carried. 

Councillors Gates and Cornelius moved. that the Council recommend to the Min-
ister of Highways that an adequate Police Highway Patrol be set up for the Province 
and to be under the jurisdiction and supervision of the Department of Highways. 
Carried. 

Councillors Cornelius and Gates moved that certain polling booths in District 9 
be changed as follows; 9A From Union Hall to St. Paul's Parish hall, French Village; 
9B St. Margaret's Bay Road; 9C from Paces Hall, Hacketts Cove to Mrs. Ruby 
Colp's house; 9E from School House, Peggy's Cove to Granite Hall. Carried. 

Councillors Settle and Ferguson moved that when the proposed legislation re 
creating new Districts in this Municipality, has been ratified by Legislation, that the. 
Polling Booths for the Municipal Elections, approved by, Council March 13, 1945, be 
amended as follows: 14D at or near Prince Albert Hall, Preston Road; 14E at or near 
Frank Harrison's, Cole Harbour Road; 14G at or near G. W. Hockley's, Tufts Cove; 
14H at or near G. Conrad's, Albro Lake; 28A-K at or near Acadia Sugar Refinery 
Club House,Woodside; 28L-Z at or near Acadia Sugar Refinery Club House, Wood-
side. Carried. 

Councillors Cornelius and MacMichael moved that whereas this Council is of 
the opinion that the appointment of Road Overseers for Snow Removal purposes, as 
required by the Highway Act, is antiquated and unnecessary. Resolved that the Un-
ion of Nova Scotia Municipalities be requested to use its good offices in having the 
Act amended in this respect. Carried.

Councillors Evans and Naugle moved that the District and Municipal Officers 
named by Councillors cn the several lists of proposed District and Municipal Offi-
cers, handed to the Clerk, be and they are hereby appointed for the year 1946 to the 
office to which they are named in the lists. 

Questioned by Councillor R. A. Hutchinson regarding the appointment of lum-
ber surveyors, the Solicitor said that the legislation called for the approval of a Board 
of all surveyors appointed by the Municipality. The Solicitor declared that the 
Builders and Scalers Act had not yet been proclaimed. The intention is for the 
Council to continue these appointments, and it is the intention cf the act to have the 
men appointed examined by a competent board. 

The motion to appoint the District and Municipal Officers was put to Council 
and carried. 

Councillors MacMichael and Brown moved that the thanks of the Councillors 
be tendered the management of the Halifax Chronicle and Star for its kindness in 
supplying copies of the newspapers during the Council session. Carried. 

Councillors Cornelius and Lomas moved that the thanks of the Councillorsibe 
tendered the management of the Halifax Herald and Mail for its kindness in supply. 
ing copies of the newspapers during the Council session. Carried. 

Councillors King and Naugle moved that 

"Whereas it is in the interests of the County to foster the construction and oper-
ation of small industries and that whereas the Standard Woodworkers Ltd. have re-
cently established an up to date mill at Windsor Junction, that Guildford's Ltd. are 
now beginning the construction of a rock wool factory there, that there is indication 
of other industries being interested and that whereas Windsor Junction is ideally sit-
uated for small industries in that it is within easy reach of Halifax and being on the 
junction of the Dominion Atlantic Railways with the Canadian National Railways 
main line and its Dartmouth branch, has rail shipping facilities four ways. 

"Be it resolved, that this Council go on record that it desires to encourage the 
construction of such industries and to that end, will on application of any new indus-
try undertaking to locate in Windsor Junction and employing ten or more employees 
grant such relief from Taxation as is within the power of the Municipality under 
Chapter 16 of the Acts of 1945 entitled, "An Act Respecting the Granting of Fixed 
Assessments to New Industries by Municipal Corporations". Carried. 

Councillors King and Settle moved that all that area comprised within former 
District 17C, excepting thereout the area now within Municipal District 14, shall be 
a Building District. Carried. 

Councillors King and Brown moved that the Minister of Highways be requested 
to list on the Public Roads maintained by the Province, the branch road in the Mun-
icipality of the County of Halifax, starting at the Kinsack Corner store and running 
south to the end thereof, a distance of approximately 3(  mile more or less. Carried. 

Councillors King and MacMichael moved that the Minister of Lands and For-
ests be requested to secure an Amendment to the Lands and Forests Act to include 
the County of Halifax in the list of Counties in which persons authorized by license 
may kill or set traps for beaver. Carried. 

Councillors Naugle and Cornelius!moved that the annual poll tax of thirty cents 
for the support of the poor as provided by Section 3 (4) of Chapter 2 of the Acts of 
Nova Scotia, 1938, be not levied for 1946.1. Carried. 

Councillors Evans and Anderson moved that there be no half - yearly meeting 
this year. Carried. 
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Councillors Naugle and D. A. Hutchinson moved that the Board of Revision and 
Appeal do not act as a Board of Revision this year. Carried. 

Councillors Turner and Webber moved that the remuneration of Councillors 
shall be $150.00 together with the usual travelling expenses. Carried. 

Councillors MacMichael and Naugle moved that the Warden and Clerk be au-
thorized to arrange for reporting and printing the proceedings of Council for the next 
session. Carried. 

A letter from the Bureau of Statistics, Ottawa, commending the Council for the 
splendid annual reports and sound financial standing of the Municipality was read 
by Warden Dowell. 

A Report of the Tenders and Public Property was read. 

Councillors MacMichael and Anderson moved that the Report of the Tenders 
and Public Property Committee be adopted. Carried. 

The Report of the Court House Commission was read. 

Councillors Cornelius and Gates moved that the Report of the Commissioners of 
Court House be adopted. Carried. 

A Report of the Committee on Licenses was read. 

Councillors King and Ferguson moved that the Report of the Committee on Li-
censes be adopted. Carried. 

Councillors Ferguson and Turner moved that a Committee consisting of at least 
three Councillors be appointed by the Warden, with power to negotiate a contract 
with the Public Service Commission of Halifax, for the provision of water supply to 
any agreed area within the Municipality at rates to be fixed by the Public Utilities 
Board and that the Municipal Solicitor be instructed to present to the 1946 session of 
Legislature, a bill enabling the Municipality to accept a grant in lieu of taxation in an 
amount not less than $5,000.00 per annum, and that the Warden and Clerk be auth-
orized on behalf of the Municipality to execute such contract as approved by the 
Committee. Carried. 

The Warden named the following members to the committee to act with the 
Warden, Clerk and Solicitor, Councillors Gates, Harnish and Cornelius. 

Councillor D. A. Hutchinson and Councillor Settle told Council that they were 
of the opinion that the east should have some representation on the Committee as the 
matter in future might concern eastern Districts of the County. Councillor Naugle-
supported the opinion of Councillors Settle and Hutchinson. The Warden named 
Councillor Settle as a member of the Committee. 

The Warden drew Council's attention to the County Home Report where it was 
suggested that consideration be given the erection of staff quarters. He asked for 
an expression of opinion on the proposal. 

Councillor D. A. Hutchinson said that he was in favor of the proposal, and asked 
if the Committee had any idea of the cost. In reply to a question by Councillor Set-
tle as well as Councillor Hutchinson the Warden said that staff quarters wouldn't be 
built before the next meeting of Council. But in the meantime the Committee could 
check into plans and costs thoroughly. 

Councillor D. A. Hutchinson and Anderson moved that the Tenders and Public 
Property Committee be requested to make a study of requirements for suitable staff 
quarters for the County Home, securing data as to construction, cost etc and report 
back at the next session of Council. Carried. 
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A section of the last year's County Home Report re the purchase of a bulldozer 
was read. 

Councillor MacMichael told Council that as a farmer-member of the Committee 
he opposed the purchase of a bulldozer, and that he still strongly objected to its pur-
chase. 

The Clerk read the minutes of last year's session regarding the bulldozer discus-
sion in Council. 

Councillors MacMichael and R. A. Hutchinson moved that a bulldozer be not 
purchased for the County Home. The Warden ruled the motion out of order declar-
ing the matter had been settled at last year's session. 

Councillor Evans said that he believed that the advice of the farmer-member of 
the County Home Committee regarding the purchase of a bulldozer to break land was 
sound. He said he opposed the purchase of such equipment. 

Councillor Settle suggested that as a new Council would be elected this year 
that the matter of the bulldozer be held in abeyance. 

Councillor Naugle declared that the Committee had made a study of the subject 
of improving conditions at the County. Home and that the development of the farm 
was very vital to the welfare of the Home. Land must be cleared to increase farming 
activities and the most thorough and modern method as well as the most economical 
was for the Home to purchase a tractor-bulldozer. 

Councillor Evans suggested that the Committee should hire equipment to do 
this work. Councillor Ferguson said that he had confidence in the committee but 
felt that the advice of Councillor MacMichael be accepted. 

Councillor Cornelius was of the opinion if the land breaking job was a big one 
then it might be wise to buy the bulldozer. If the job was small or of a short dura-
tion then the best method to adopt would be to hire the necessary equipment. 

In reply to a question from Councillor D. A. Hutchinson the Warden said that 
the Committee had approached War Assets Corp as to the proper procedure in buy-
ing used government equipment of this kind. Councillor Turner said that War As-
sets equipment was all second hand. Councillor Gates expressed himself as in favor 
of the Committee's decision to buy the equipment. 

Councillor Cruikshank said that as a member of the County Home Committee ' 
he moved the resolution to purchase the equipment. He said that he was surprised 
over the change of opinion of some of the Councillors. He still favored the securing 
of this equipment. 

On motion of Councillors Gates and Cornelius, the Council adjourned until 2 
o'clock. 

FIFTEENTH DAY — AFTERNOON 

Friday, March 15, 1946 

Council met at 2 o'clock. • Roll called. 

As requested by Councillor MacMichael this morning the Clerk read minutes of 
meetings at the County Home in reference to the proposed purchase of a bulldozer. 
Councillor MacMichael stated that the minutes showed he was right when he said 
this morning that there never had been a vote of the Committee on the purchase of 
tractor equipment. 
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Councillor Gates and Cornelius maved that the Clerk be empowered to purchase 
a suitable clock to be installed on the wall of the Council Chamber so we may have a 
record of the correct time. 

A standing vote was taken and the Warden declared the motion carried. Coun-
cillor King asked for a roll call vote but the Warden ruled that the matter was not of 
sufficient importance co record a roll call vote. 

Councillors Naugle and Ferguson moved that Municipal District 8 be declared 
a Building District. Carried. 

Councillor King said that she was very much interested in the proposed Shop-
mobile Service, and was anxious that it be established. 

The Warden appointed the, following as members of the County Home Visiting 
Committee: Rev. G. S. Tanton, Tangier; Rev. J. A. Willett, Eastern Passage; Rev. 
Father Anthony Francis, Woodside; Mrs. A. C. Pettipas, Dartmouth; and Mrs. Frank 
Settle, Cole Harbor. 

Warden Dowell appointed Mr. Thomas Stoddard, Oyster Pond, Mr. John Ho-
man's Clam Harbor, and Mr. Morris Mitchell, Oyster Pond, as members of Pound 
Committees for Upper Lakeville and Lake Charlotte. 

The Report of the Committee On Insane was read. 

Councillors Settle and Ferguson moved that the Report of the Committee On 
Insane be adopted. Carried. 

A collection was taken up among Councillors to pay for the treat for the patients 
of the County Home. Councillor Ferguson urged that the treat be improved in fu-
ture years. He felt that the treat provided this year was inadequate, Councillor 
Gates said that due to present conditions the Committee had difficulty in purchasing 
candy and tobacco. Councillor Cornelius suggested that each Councillor contribute) 
$3.50 more and that a special treat be sent from Councillors to the patients at the 
Home at Christmas. 

Councillors Gates and R. A. Hutchinson moved that: 
Whereas the sum of $175 is provided under the Minimum Programme as a maxi-

mum maintenance allowance for each Rural School; 

"And whereas in many areas that amount is sufficier.t but in some instances, due 
to local conditions, a larger amount is needed; 

"And whereas an allowance of $175 for each school in the Municipality, without 
restriction in the amount to be alloted to any one school, would provide a sufficient 
sum for the schools of this Municipality; 

"Therefore be it resolved that the Council of Public Instruction be requested to 
allow a discretion to the Municipal School Board to pay a sum greater than $175 for 
a rural school requiring same, provided the total sum expended for rural schools 
shall not exceed the total sum of $175 for each rural school in the Municipality" 

• 
Councillor Settle said that he was of the opinion that the minimum $125 should 

not be disturbed at the present time, but that the balance should be left at the dis-
cretion of the Municipal School Board. 

The motion was put by the Warden and declared carried. 

Warden Dowel named the following, who signified their intention of attending 
the annual meeting of the Nova Scotia Union of Municipalities, as delegates; the War-
den, Clerk, Solicitor, Deputy Warden Harnish, Councillors Naugle, Settle, Myers, 
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Gates, Evans, Turner, D. A. Hutchinson, Cornelius and Bonn. The annual meeting 
will be held in Truro during the week of August 20th. 

Councillor Naugle nominated Lester Umlah as Inspector of Licenses for the 
County. Councillors MacMichael and Anderson moved that nominations cease. 
Carried. Councillors King and Ferguson moved that the Clerk deposit a ballot in 
favor of Mr. Lester Umlah. Carried. The Warden declared him elected as Inspect-
or of Licenses. 

Councillor MacMichael nominated Mr. R. G. Hattie as Clerk of Licenses. 
Councillors Gates and Turner moved that nominations cease. Carried. Council-
lors D. A. Hutchinson and Settle moved that the Clerk deposit a ballot in favor of Mr. 
Hattie. Carried. The Warden declared Mr. R. G. Hattie elected as Clerk of Li-
censes. 

Councillor Gates and Naugle moved that the Committee on Assessment be auth-
orized and empowered to engage a man to make an independent survey of as much of 
the County as possible in accordance with that Committee's Report adopted March 
13th, and that before engaging anyone, the Committee should consult with the De-
partment of Municipal Affairs. 

Councilor Myers called for a roll call vote on the motion. Councillors Bonn 
and Myers voted against the resolution. The Warden declared the motion carried. 

r---  Councillors Settle and King moved that Polling District D and E in Polling Dist-
rict 14 be and is hereby declared a Building District. Carried. 

Councillors Settle and King moved that Polling District F in District 14 be and 
is hereby declared a Building District. Carried. 

Councillor Settle and King moved that Polling District G and H in Polling 
D̀istrict 14 be and is hereby declared a Building District. Carried. 

Councillor Gates raised the question of licensing of taxis in the County. He 
said that the matter was one which would require attention in the future, and suggest-
ed that Council should formulate some policy in view of prospective revenue from 
this source as well as control over the taxis in the interest of the public. 

Councillor Myers asked if at the present time it was possible for anybody to 
operate a taxi in the County. The Warden replied in the affirmative. 

Warden Dowell named Mr. William Rowlings, Mr. E. Warnell, and Mr. Thomas 
Faulkner as members of a Pound Committee for East Petpeswick. 

The Report of the Special Committee re the establishment of a new District 28 
in District 14 was read. 

Councillor Settle stated that as a member of that Committee he would be bring-
ing in a Minority Report, and asked that the report be deferred until tomorrow morn-
ing. 

- On motion of Councillors Brown and Bonn the Council adjourned until 10 
o'clock. 

SIXTEENTH DAY—MORNING 

Saturday, March 16, 1946 

The Council met at 10 o'clock. Roll called. 	• 

The minutes of the previous day's sessions were read and on motion of Council-
lors Gates and Ferguson were adopted. 
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Warden Dowell read a letter from Mr. Malcolm Carmichael, Building and Sani-
tat y Inspector, Bedford, re the Building Act and sanitation, urging steps be taken to 
remedy conditions in the future. 

Councillors representing Districts 14, 23, 24, 25, 26 and 27 retired as a Committee 
to reach some agreement on the question of the proposed appointmeat of a Veterinary 
in these Districts. 

Councillors Turner and Anderson moved that this Council expresses strong oppo-
sition to any amendments to the law which would enable the City of Halifax to impose 
a poll tax on County residents. Carried unanimously. 

Councillor Cruikshank reported to Council that the Committee re Veterinary 
Service had failed to reach an agreement on the matter and as' one of the Councillors 
concerned was absent the only course seemed to be to allow the matter to stand for 
the present year. 

• 
Councillor Settle said that he approved the appointment of a Veterinary. He 

was willing that his whole District be "rated" to pay its share of the $1,000 charge on 
the basis of assessment, but was against the suggestion that the money be taken from 
present District Funds. 

Councillor Gates suggested that Councillor Settle increase his District Rate for 
this year. Councillor Settle replied that he was opposed to this method. Councillor 
Ferguson was of the opinion that as the councillors concerned had failed to agree that 
the matter be deferred. 

Several clauses of the Report of the Law Amendments Committee was read. 
Regarding the purchase of snow removal equipment and fire fighting equipment 

for Districts, the Solicitor questioned by Councillors, said that actually the control of 
such equipment and how District Funds were spent was controlled by the Municipal-
ity. 

Councillors Gates, Umlah, Anderson and D. A. Hutchinson were of the opinion 
that Districts should have more control over such matters that only concerned the 
Districts. Mr. Fielding was of the opinion that any changes would have to be refer-
red to the Legislature. Councillor Naugle suggested that such control of equipment, 
could be passed on to Districts annually by resolution of the Council. 

The Solicitor said that in the past that the Municipality and the Districts had 
worked together on such matters, and expressed doubt that the Municipality would 
exercise any rights on this question which would be detrimental or unjust to the Dist-
ricts concerned. 

Reading of the remainder of the Law Amendments Committee report was defer-
red, while changes were made by the Committee. 

The Majority Report of a Special Committee re the establishment of a new Dist-
rict 28 in District 14 was read. 

The Minority Report of the Special Committee re the establishment of a new 
District 28 in District 14 was read. 

Councillors Evans and Naugle moved that the Majority Report of the Commit-
tee be adopted. 

Councillor Settle moved an amendment that the Minority Report of the Com-
mittee be adopted. There was no seconder. 
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Councillor Settle said that the wishes of the Council of last year that a Petition 
be presented by those L.terested in the establishment of a new District had not been 
complied with. He agreed that persons opposed to the new District could make 
an appearance at the Nova Scotia Legislature. 

The Warden put the motion that the Majority Report of the Committee be a-
dopted. Carried. 

Warden Dowell suggested that Council had not taken the proper action regard-
ing the proposed establishment of a Veterinary Service, and that Councillors 
might reconsider the question. 

Councillor R. A. Hutchinson said that he was willing to pay $175 from District 
Funds to the veterinary cost of $1,000 and suggested that Districts concerned could 
bear their share of the cost. Councillor King was of the opinion that the matter was 
brought into the present session too late, and that the Committee had agreed to defer 
the matter for the present year. Councillor D. A. Hutchinson said that he was wil-
ling that his District pay its share from the District Fund. Councillor Cornelius op-
posed the suggestion that the Municipality pay the cost for the first year on the 
ground that some Districts would be paying for a veterinary service for other Dist-
ricts when they couldn't obtain the services of a doctor for themselves. 

Councillors R. A. Hutchinson and Evans moved that there be established a Vet-
erinary Assistance Board for the Municipality of the County of Halifax and that 
George S. Dickey of Middle Musquodoboit and L. R. Rose of Oakfield be appointed 
as members of such Board.

We recommend that a Poll Tax of $5.00 shall be levied for Municipal pur- 
poses upon every male person, whose age is more than 21 years but not more than 60, 
and who is a resident of the Municipality at any time after the 15th lay of September, 
1945, up to the 1st day of August, 1946, and who is not assessed in the Municipality 
on Real or Personal Property or Income to an amount of $200.00 or more.

ANNUAL REPORT OF JAILOR OF THE COUNTY OF HALIFAX 
FOR THE YEAR ENDING DECEMBER 31, 1945. 

To His Honor the Warden and Councillors of the Municipality of Halifax. 
Councillors:- 

I beg herewith to submit my report of the County Jail for the year ending Dec-
ember 31. 1945- 

During the year there were committed to the Jail 857 Criminals and 11 Debtors; 
showing an increase of 59 Criminals and the same number of Debtors as the year 
1944; the total being 59 more than the previous year. 

On December 310►  there were 11 Male Prisoners in the Jail, no Females or Debt-
Ctrs. 
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The largest number of Prisoners in the Jail at any one time during the year 
was on July 18th - in all 66 Prisoners. 30 of these were brought down from the 
City Prison, as they became unmanageable on account of the explosion at the 
Magazine at Belford Basin. 

The total number of Prisoners committed during the year was 868. They were 
committed as follows:- 

City Court 	  428 
Municipal Court 	  111 
Magistrate's Court 	  278

The sanitary conditions of the Jail are good, considering the old building with 
wooden floors in the upper two corridors. A new closet was installed in the mens 
corridor on the upper floor, as the old one refused to function. In all I think the 
building is in a good sanitary condition, with plenty of heat and fresh air and kept 
whitewashed and free of vermin. 

The health of the Inmates has been good, with the usual amount of cases of sick-
ness, very few of unsound mind and delirium trements cases, all of which were at-
tentively looked after by the Jail Physician and officials. 

There has been considerable serious crimes committed through the City and 
County during the year, particularly from the riot in the City and buglarizing, also 
one charged with murder. 54 were sent to the Penitentiary, 111 served terms at the 
Jail and 48 sent to the City Prison. 

There were only 11 Debtors admitted to the Jail during the year, showing that 
the employment situation must have been good, and able to pay their debts, which 
accounts for so few admissions. 

The conduct of the Prisoners during the year has been good, with but few excep-
tions. They get their usual hour per day in the yard, weather permitting. 

Your Jail Committee visited the Jail and inspected same, seeing all Inmates and 
enquiring for complaints. 

The amount of money received during the year for board of Prisoners under the 
Liquor Control Act and Debtors was $1,021.50. All of which has been paid over to 
the Municipal Clerk. 

You have practially no fence on the south and east sides of yard. A portion of 
it is down and the rest just sticking there in a dilapidated condition. 

A new large washing machine has been installed in the Jail, and is a great im-
provement for washing sheets and blankets. Of course this has to be kept locked up. 
Used only on wash days under my personal supervision, otherwise it would not last 
long. 

There has been considerable damage done to the Jail by the explosion at Bedford 
Basin. Damage to the furnace, started it leaking, also chimneys were cracked, and 
other damage seen and unseen. A report of the damage has been forwarded to the 
proper authorities and inspected by them. 

On the recommendation of the Sheriff and Jail Committee, an additional Turn-
key has been employed at the Jail. In view of the increase of admissions per year,  
and for the safety of Prisoners in the Jail yard, in my opinion it is not safe for one 
Turnkey to be on duty alone. 
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The fire escape platform recommended in my previous report, has r of as yet been 
attended to. However, this matter does not seem to be so pressing, as I have great 
faith in the present escape system, and with the fire alarm box in the Jail, assistance 
would be available in a few minutes. The fence appears to be a more urgent need. 

Annexes hereto are statements showing the various crimes for which Prisoners 
were committed during the year, also the names of the Prisoners in the Jail at this 
date.

It is my pleasure to present to you the report, as Jail Physician, for the year 
1945. 

My duties began on the 15th of March 1945, following my appointment at your 
last annual meeting. 

The wards and jail throughout were well cared for by your efficient Jailor and 
his Assistants. 

The men's wards were well filled at times and particularly for a period following 
the V - E Day rioting in the City of Halifax. 

No serious outbreak of disease occurred during the year. The general health of 
the inmates was good. All surgical cases, which were largely of a minor nature, were 
cared for at the Jail. Only one case nad to be sent fo a hospital and that was a lady 
patient who was admitted to the Grace Maternity Hospital. 

All calls for surgical and medical ail were attended to. During my absence on 
holidays I arranged with Dr. Fogo, the Assistant Medical Health Officer for the City 
of Halifax, to attend any cases that required attention. I plan to make similar ar-
rangement this year if it meets with your approval.

REPORT OF COUNTY HEALTH OFFICER 

To His Honor the Warden and Councillors of the Municipality of Halifax County. 

Gentlemen:- 

- 	In presenting ttis my first report as Medical Health Officer for your County, I 
am pleased to inform you that the health of the people, generally, has been much bet-
ter than in former years. This due, no doubt, to better financial circumstances of the 
people and more attention being given to the prevention of contagious diseases, 
among school and pre-school caildren. 

The admissions to the Infectious Disease Hospital from the County of Halifax 
shows a reduction of 14. Totals for 1944 and 1945 are as follows:-

I regret, gentlemen, to report two deaths at the Infectious Hospital of cases ad-
mitted from tne County. Cause of death in both cases was Diphtheria and neither 
of these cases received previous immunication with Diphtheria Toxoid. 

However, there are urgent problems to be faced if we are to escape serious out-
breaks of diseases. I refer to the large suburban population of twenty to thirty thou-
sand people with inadequate water supply and sewerage disposal. This is the pro- ,  
blem of the Engineer so I need not go into details. 

The housing situation should be carefully considered and only certain types or 
standard of houses built. At present in some districts there does not appear to 
be any restrictions as to the type of building or position. 

I would like, gentlemen, to commend for your careful consideration the 
following: 

(a) Better types of Homes 
(b) More wafer for the Homes 
(c) Strict regulations regarding sewerage disposal 
(d) 100 percent Vaccination against Small Pox and Toxoid inoculation 

against Diphtheria and Whooping Cough throughout the County for all 
school and pre - school children.

REPORT OF DR. J. J. MacRITCHIE 

To His Honor the Warden, and the Councillors of the Municipality of Halifax 
County. 

Miss King and Gentlemen:- 

I believe you will agree with me that in making successive yearly reports on pub-
lic health work it is rather difficult to avoid duplication of general context inasmuch 
as public health work is a slowly moving picture and is not accelerated into a quickly 
moving series of changes. The tempo of progressive changes is shorn of dazzle and is 
not breath taking in its motion. However, in recording the summary of the year's 
events we retrace our steps for a time, giving us an opportunity to review and evaluate 
our twelve months' efforts, before they enter the shadows of things done and things 
left undone; an opportunity to scan our achievements and, also, our failures, that 
inescapable human quality. 
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While being optimistic, we must bear in mind that there will be serious difficul-
ties to overcome. 

As has been stated on more than one occasion, heart, cancer, pneumonia and 
tuberculosis are still our major causes of death. Over the first three we have, so far, 
little or no control. It is gratifying however, to view the drop in the pneumonia 
death rate due undoubtedly at least in part, to the use of the Sulfa family drugs in 
treatment of the disease. Tuberculosis presents our greatest economic responsibility 
and control' of the disease is in an unfixed ratio to expenditure. 

Our efforts in the field of tuberculosis control have been attended by a reasonable 
amount of satisfaction and optimism. We all realize this is a wide field and any pro-
gress noted is not marked by rapid strides. Nova Scotia has now the lowest tuber-
culosis death rate in its history, a rate which has been reached only through patient 
and persistent effort on the part of all concerned in tne campaign for control. This 
rate based on population shows a drop from 238 deaths per 100,000 in 1908 to 58 per 
100,000 in 1944. This drop in provincial rate is reflected proportionately in each 
municipality. For the fiscal year ending November 30th, 1945 Halifax County 
deaths from tuberculosis were as follows:

These figures give the total number of deaths from Tuberculosis as being 15, a 
decrease of seven from the previous year, showirg a rate of 36.3, the lowest in the 
history of the County. In two years there has been a drop of sixteen in the totals. 

During the year approximeely 1682 persons in the Municipality were examined 
by X - ray. In this group, twenty - five new cases were discovered, these being in 
various stages of disease. 

The number instutionalized you can get from the records of the clerk and trea-
surer. There has been a great deal of difficulty in the past year in getting institution-
al beds, but the prospects of earlier admissions in the future are much brighter. A 
good many cases that were sent from the Armed Services to the Nova Scotia Sana-
torium have been transferred or will be transferred, and again there is the recent 
opening if a new hospital in Shelbutne of 100 beds for the Tuberculosis sick. This 
will also relieve the situation. In addition, the new wing at the Halifax City Tuber-
culosis will soon be open, so the accommodations will be greatly increased and 
improved in the near future. 

In looking over tie health picture of the Municipality on the whole, I must say 
that it has been quite satisfactory and the position of the people rather comfortable 
insofar as sickness was concerned. As in the past few years, no great epidemics were 
encountered - nothing more than the usual diseases which ,are seasonal in character. 
It has been said before and I will repeat again that difteases of the communicable type 
do not take the toll they did in the past. Smallpox isn't heard of and typhoid fever 
is at a low ebb. Last year there were five cases in the typhoid group reported, four 
children and one adult, these being all in one district. This year up to the present 
time only one case has been reported. Cancer and heart disease are still continuing 
to be our greatest obstacles and it seems that we cannot do much insofar as control 
is concerned. 
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The Public Health Nursing Service carried out in Halifax County has been car-
ried out in the usual effective way by Miss C. E. Wade, R. N. Public Health Nurse. 
Since last September her burdens have been lessened to a considerable extent by the 
addition of another nurse, Miss M. J. MacDonald, R. N. to the staff. Miss MacDon-
ald is statione 1 in Dartmouth and the territory from Dartmouth east from the 
County Line is in her jurisdiction. 

In concluding this short report I wish to extend to you, Mr. Warden, and all the 
Councillors of the Municipality my hearty appreciation of your splendid co-operation 
during the past year. To Mr. Archibald, the Clerk - Treasurer, I wish to pay spec-
ial tribute. His never failing kindness and assistance has been appreciated jmore 
than words can express.

sessment in 1945 was $150 and was reduced by the Assessor to $100, and we confirm 
this assessment.

Appeals from her assessment. Mrs. Westhaver has two properties• one of which 

is assessed $500 Real and the second property is assessed $350 Real and $100 Personal, 
making a total assessment of $950. For 1945 the total assessment was $1,050 and 
after going into the matter with the Assessor, we nave confirmed the assessment. 

District No. 12 Michael Sorachan 
Appeals from an assessment on property at Kline Heights, $900 Real and $200

confirmed the assessment.

Appeals from assessment of $450 Real, $100 Personal, less $400 exemption, net 

assessment $150. For 1945 the net assessment was $300, so that there has been a re-
duction of $150, and after discussing the matter with the Assessor, we have confirmed 
the assessment made by him. 

District No. 14D - Starr Manufacturing Works Limited 
Appeals from an assessment of $1,600 upon the grounds that it had sold all its 

Real Estate prior to the making of the assessment. Mr. J. E. Rutledge, K. C., ap-
peared for the Company and stated that the Company had sold all of its Real Estate 
in the District, reserving only a right - of - way to the stream between Third and 
Second Dartmouth Lakes for the purpose of going to the dam at the foot of the Third 
Lake and that all the Company owns is the said dam, plus a right - of - way to it. 
After going into tt e matter, we have transferred $1,000 of this assessment to William 
Cassavechia; the purchaser of the Real Estate, leaving an assessment of $600 against 
the appellent. 

District No. 14G - Harvey T. Williams 
Appeals on behalf of himself, George H. Young and George H. Day, from an 

assessment of $1,600 on property-in the Tufts Cove District. After hearing the As-
sessor for the District, we have reduced this assessment to $1,000. 

District No. 14G - Thomas Elliott 
Appeals from an assessment of $100 Real and $50 Personal at Albro Lake. 

After hearing the Assessor, it was ascertained that he had already reduced the total 
assessment of $300 for 1945 to $150 for 1946 and we confirm this assessment. 

District No. 15 - Mrs. Lyla Slauenwhite 
Appeals from an assessment of $350 on bungalows and beach at West Lawrence-

town. After hearing the Assessor, we have confirmed the assessment of $350. 

District No. 17 -Victor L. Bellefontaine 
Appeals from an assessment of $275 on Real Estate at West Chezzetcook. From 

information received from the Assessor, we are of the opinion tl-at this assessment is 
justified and we confirm same. 

District No. 17 Mrs. Jessie Ferguson 
Appeals froni her assessment of $175, claiming exemption as a widow. From 

information received from the Assessor, we are of the opinion tt at she is not entitled 
to such exemption and we confirm the assessment made by toe Assessor. 

District No. 19 - Norman D. Murray 
Appeals from assessment of $200 on the ground that his only holdings in the 

District are Mining Leases. Mr. Murray was formerly the owner of a camp, wt ich, 
however, was removed last year and. we have granted. the appeal and cancelled 
the assessment. 

District No. 21 -T. J. Perry 
Appeals from his assessment of $220. Mr. Perry is the owner of over 200 acres 

of woodland, in addition to a few acres of cleared land, on which there are some build-
ings, and we have confirmed the assessment made by the Assessor. 

District No. 23 - Hollingsworth and Whitney Limited 
Appeals from assessment in District No. 23, Upper Musquodoboit, of $118,500, 

which was an increase of $40,000 over 1945. The Manager and the Solicitor of the 
Company held a Conference with the members of the Assessment Committee, when 
the holdings of the Company, throughout the Municipality, were discussed ,and after 
considering the matter from all standpoints, the Company withdrew its appeal. We, 
therefore confirm the assessment made by the Assessor:

all of whom appealed on the grounds of over - assessment. In the first case we found 
that the assessment has been reduced, by the Assessor, from last year and in the other 
two cases we consulted with the Assessors for the Districts and do not consider the 
appeals justified and we have, therefore, confirmed these assessments as made by the 
Assessors. 

The majority of the appeals were for over - assessment in comparison with other 
assessments in the same District and we should like to stress the inequality of the 
valuations on property not only in the same District but all over the County, and 
after examiming a number of the Assessment Books and comparing valuations, we 
have come to the conclusion that there is something radically wrong with the present 
system and we strongly urge the Council to take steps to remedy the situation. 

While examining the Books we were particularly impressed by the manner in 
which Personal Property is being assessed and in our opinion there is too little con-
sideration given to Personal Property and we feel that the Municipality is losing a 
large revenue from this source. 

We have given serious consideration to the wnole assessment situation. In 
our survey of the Books, it seems to us that there is entirely too much copying from 
one year to another. We recommend that a competent man be engaged to make a 
check on the assessments in several of the Districts and to report back to the Assess-
ment Committee within two months from his appointment and that if his report 
when received, shows a material difference from the present Assessment List, we 
would recommend that a similar survey be made of the whole Municipality. 

Subject to the changes made in red ink in the Assessment Rolls, the assessments 
fixed by the Assessors have been passed by the Board.

ENDED JULY 31st, 1946.

Dear Sirs: 

I have the honour of presenting the third Annual Report of the Municipal School 
Board for the year which ended July 31st, 1945.

I think you will be in full agreement when I say that this report should begin with 
an expression of reverent thankfulness - thankfulness that the fighting in two vast 
theatres of war has ceased and for the victory that has been won. For those of our 
youth who will not return, we shall never be able to express nor suitably record the 
full measure of our sympathy to the bereaved parents and relatives. 

For all of us these have been busy years crowded with seemingly endless tasks, 
directly or indirectly related to the war effort. With the ending of hostilities have 
come many new responsibilities, some of them bearing no less heavily upon us than 
did those of war; but even with the later burdens, coming as they do when we are all 
a bit weary, there is a feeling of deep relief that the carnage and the waste of war is 
over and that some day and somehow the symbols of peace will replace the attributes 
of war throughout the world. 

Having completed the first three - year period as a Municipal School Board, I 
venture the opinion that it would be not only wise but profitable to turn our thoughts 
in retrospect to 1942 when this School Board was established; briefly review the con-
ditions existing when we took office and consider the intervening events in a spirit 
of appraisal as to the progress made to determine as well as we can, the course in 
which we should direct our efforts for the future. 

As a nation 1942 found us intensely engaged in every form of preparation for a 
long war - our people entering the armed services and war industries, our normal 
activities hedged about with many irksome but necessary restrictions, supplies of 
many things we thought essential to our well - being cut off - not a particularly en-
couraging background from which to launch a new enterprise as vital to the well -
being of the community as the one with which we had been entrusted. 

It soon was realized that notwithstanding the growing scarcity of building mater-
ials, coupled with a quickly shrinking supply of teachers, the most pressing need was 
for improvement in the conditions under which the pupils and teachers were working 
and the provision of more school equipment. In this respect definite progress can 
be reported. New school buildings have been erected at:

additional accomodation has geen or is being provided. That is not intended to be 
an exhaustive list. There were many others equally important in their effect on 
school conditions as those listed. 

Substantial structural repairs and repainting have been carried out in many other 
schools, heating plants have been put in working order, and much interior decorating 
carried out. Sanitary conditions too have not been neglected. Much new school 
equipment of various kinds has been acquired. In short, a great deal has been ac-
complished under difficult circumstances towards making our schools comfortable 
and healthful, but there yet remains a good deal more to be overtaken in this respect 
because of overcrowing and for other good reasons. Here I would like to comment 
on the spirit of co-operation shown by trustees and ratepayers generally. This 
augers well for the future. 

In the period under review a substantial upward revision in the scale of teachers' 
salaries has come about by Governmental action, chiefly in the cases of senior teach-
ers who had a varying term of years service at their credit. This revision - welcome 
though it was - did not help the junior licensed teacher to any great extent to meet 
the higher costs of living. Still less did it help the inexperienced and permissive 
teacher who, in a good many schools, was doing her best W carry on under difficult 
economic conditions. 

I would like to pay tribute to the wisdom of your Council in placing at the dis-
posal of the Board for the assistance of the teachers in the low salary brackets, a sum. 
on a flexible basis, sufficient in amount to meet the emergency for the current year. 
I am encouraged to hope that the Council may again see its way clear to take simi-
lar action for the present year so that the School Board may be in a position to extend 
similar assistance in the event that sufficient funds are not provided by the Provin-
cial Government through a further upward revision of the scale of salaries. 

The opinion had been held in the Board from a fairly early date that it could bet-
ter serve its purpose by holding some of its meetings at convenient centres in the 
County. Wartime restrictions prevented our doing so until the present.year when 
we were happy to be able to hold two meetings, one at Upper Musquodoboit and the 
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other at Sheet Harbour. These meetings afforded excellent opportunities of meeting 
with trustees from neighboring school sections as well as a number of interested rate-
payers, and we hope with profit to them and to us. 

At Sheet Harbour Mr. Sutherland, Superintendent of Industrial Arts, addressed 
the meeting on the subject of the shopmobile. These trucks are machine shops on 
wheels equipped to give instruction in wood working, metals, leather, blacksmithing 
and similar work likely to be of interest to a rural community. It is hoped to lave 
one of these units operating in tne County as soon as it can be built and equipped. 
Other than a small amount for materials, the entire cost of operaticn is met by the 
Department of Education. 

One of the problems frequently before the Board is the difficulty experienced by 
a number of rural sections in keeping within the $125.00 limit allowed by the Govern-
ent for maintenance. This is particularly true where rural school sections are lo-
cated close to large centres or in remote areas involving long hauls for fuel. The 
Board has the power to approve expenditures in excess of the $125.00 allowance in 
special cases, but only to such an amount as may be necessary not exceeding $50.00. 
The Board has made representations to the Government requesting that the allow-
ance for maintenance for rural schools be a lump sum, the equivalent of $175.00 per 
school section and to be allocated at the discretion of the Board. Such an arrange-
ment would have the great advantage of enabling the Board to deal promptly with 
emergencies as they arise, and at the same time to raise the standard of efficiency in 
such sections more effectively by furnishing more teaching supplies tl-  an is possible _ 
at present. 

It was also submitted tl at the Government match moneys raised by school sec-
tions for improvements on a dollar - to - dollar basis, with a ceiling so far as the 
Government is concerned. At this date, we have had no decision from tl e Govern-
ment but are following the matter up in the hope that sometting can be done along 
the lines suggested. 

It may be of interest to you to know that luring the three years under review 
the cost of education for the County as disbursed through the Municipal School 
Boarl was as follows:

It will be seen that while the contribution of the Municipality has remained fair-
ly constant at $150,000.00 in round figures, the cost to the Provincial Government 
has grown from $21,000.00 to a prospective $144,000.00 or nearly as much as is pro-
vided by Municipal taxation. These figures, of course, do not ircluie the amounts 
paid by the Government as Provincial Aid directly to the teachers. 

In previous reports I have laid some stress on the need for engaging high grade 
teachers if we are to expect improvement in the qualily of instruction. Halifax 
County provides but a small percentage of its own needs in this respect, at present 
lower than ever because wartime opportunities in other fields offer substantially high-
er renumeration than teaching. This condition basically is, in turn, a direct result 
of lack of District High Schools throughout the County where essential preparation 
for the teaching profession must begin. Far too many of our young people leave 
school at or below the level of Grades 7 and 8 and largely for the same reason. I 
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venture to bring the situation again before you because it operates unfavorably to 
our boys and girls. An announcement by the Provincial Government of their policy 
,rega,-cling construction and maintenance of rural high schools is one that should be 
eagerly awaited by all who are really interested in improving educational opportuni-
ties within our boundaries. 

Reference to District High Schools brings up another and no less important 
question and one for which happily an answer can be found at an early date. I refer 
of course, to the Vocational High School, regarding which you already have some in-
formation as to the scope of the scheme and the means proposed to finance it, Such 
information has been sent to you un ler the authority of tne Regional Committee hav-
ing to do with the project and it may be of interest to you to know that your Warden 
and I are both members of the Committee. The Vocational High Sc! 001 Scheme 
has already received the unanimous endorsement of the Board of School Commission-
ers of the City of Halifax and of the Town of Dartmouth and the approval of the City 
Council of Halifax and of the Town Council of Dartmouth. Our School Board also 
gives its full approval and its recommendation to the Municipal Council in the strong 
belief that the adoption of the scheme is in the best interests of the County as a posi-
tive step towards giving the young people in the rural areas the same opportunity for 
a technical education as will be enjoyed by those of the City of Halifax andtheTown 
of Dartmouth, and at a cost that is well within our power to meet. Mr. E. K. Ford 
of the Nova Scotia Technical College has addressed you on this important subject, 
and I am sure you enjoyed hearing him. For that reason, I shall make no further 
comment here. 

This has been a long report, but I cannot close without expressing my personal 
appreciation of the hearty co-operation received from my colleagues on the Board; 
for the tireless efforts of Mr. Silver and Mr. Weir, our Inspectors; and also for the 
high standard of efficiency consistently maintained by Mr. Archibald and his staff.

To His Honour the Warden and Members of the Halifax County Council. 

Councillors:- 

I take pleasure in submitting the annual report of the Medical Officer of the 
Halifax County Home and Mental Hospital. 

Periodic visits were male throughout the year to the Home, during which time 
the patients were visited, various departments inspected and the necessary treat-
ments carried out. Shock treatments, which have been carried out for the past two 
years, were still continued with several patients being discharged, cured, on this ac-
count. 
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New patients had blood examinations and on two occasions the patients have 
undergone a general survey by chest X-ray. 

In my report of last year I made four recommendations in the form of suggest-
ions to the County Home Committee and the Councillors. These suggestions have 
not yet been carried out. May I bring them again to your attention. 

Finally, I have submitted my resignation to the County Home Committee in 
August, 1945, to be effective April 1st., 1946. I have resigned because I am unable 
to devote as much time to the work as I think is necessary.

Dear Sirs:- 

Purposely have I put off making interim reports to your committee that I may 
get a fuller understanding of the conditions at the Home, which were so criticized at 
your last Annual Council Meeting. 

I am writing this as Chairman from the group visit and discussion and from my 
various visits during tne year. If you desire further opinion on the matter I would 
suggest that you get in touch with Rev. Father Francis, Woodside. 

We made a thorough examination of the whole building in our group visit and 
we found everything in good condition, although in much need of certain items of 
bed linens (which we were given to understand were in short supply and every effort 
was being made to get as could be obtained). • 

In my opinion as Chairman, the visitors committee should be made up mostly 
of men and women who have had experience in Hospitals or Institutions, such as 
Doe-ors, Nurses, Clergy, Salvation Army or Hotel men. These would have more 
experience both from the patients comfort and from the Dining Room side of the 
Home. 

In my frequent visits there I have found a condition, which I do not think 
should exist, that is placing in one institution of three seperate classes of people, 
namely, the insane, the aged and the sick. With the shortage of trained help for 
this kiwi of work, and the diversity of the work called upon for the nurses and ward-
help to do the Home is not getting the best of help. Perhaps it is not included in our 
visiting committee to comment on such as this, but I feel that something should be 
done to alleviate that circumstance. The aged and the insane of necessity must be 
kept there, but cannot we do something in regard to the County patients who are 
only bodily sick. An addition for their benefit, or the looking after them in anotner 
institution. 
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The need for entertainment is readily acknowledged by the Staff, and we hope 
that the Council can see their way clear to provide such things as can be of use to 
such an institution. Moving pictures would be helpful. The contacting of various 
societies for variety concerts, etc., with the approval of the Staff. The contacting of 
various merchants in the City, Town and especially in the country villages for treats 
at different times during the year. Remember many of *hese people are as children 
and enjoy little gifts. Easter, Valentine's Day, Hallowe'en besides Christmas could 
be times for such touches of mercy. 

We have examined the Diet Sheet and have visited the pa*ients at their meals, 
and have inspected the sick trays, besides the preparing of the meals in their kitchen, 
and the storage places for the food; and we have no comment to make on the way 
these were handled, as they did not seem to be out of the way in any place. 

We humbly submit this report of our visitations and our few recommendations.

REPORT OF THE TENDERS AND PUBLIC PROPERTY COMMITTEE 
RE COUNTY HOME AND MENTAL HOSPITAL 

To His Honor the Warden and Members of the Municipal Council. 

Councillors:- 

Your Committee on Tenders and Public Property has pleasure in submitting a 
report on the opreations and activities of the Halifax County Home and Mental Hos-
pital for the twelve months, ending December 31, 1945. 

The monthly meetings were held. regularly, and in addition, sub - committees 
met at various times in connection witn special activities. 

To enumerate everything that was accomplished would be tedious and possibly 
uninteresting to many, but the following items seem to be worthy of your consider-
ation. On the farm, five acres of new land under crop; seven acres of land have been 
cleared and prepared for crop this spring and nine acres have been cleared of bush 
and made ready for a bulldozer. The hen house has been enlarged to accommodate 
three hundred additional chickens and the machine shop has been completed. A 
large cesspool, in connection with the new laundry equipment, was constructed, and 
improvements were made to the pipe supplying water from the lake an I land was 
cleared for Airing Courts. In the building, adequate laundry machinery was pur-
chased and installed; hospital wards and diet kitchens were completed, although, not 
as yet, fully equipped. The doors in the hospital wards, leading to the verandas, 
were widened to permit easy access to the verandas for sick patients on their beds, 
giving them the benefit of the sun and fresh air; the strong rooms, halls and dining 
room, as well as the workmen's recreation room an 1 sleeping quarters on Ml, and the 
day room and dormitory on M3 were decorated. 

For the hospital, a sterilizer, operating table, instrument cabinet, stretcher, 
wheel carriage, beside tables and a reasonable supply of surgical instruments were 
procured, as well as furniture for the private rooms: 
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The automobile, wl- ich had outlived its usefulness, was soli and a new Dodge 
Sedan purchased. The purchase of a bulldozer is in the hands of a sub-committee 
and we hope that one may be available in the near future. 

Our livestock is gradually increasing. In addition to 27 pigs, which are pur-
chased young and raised for table use, and tne hens which are killed off as tney cease 
to produce, we now have one horse - 9 years old, a mare - 7 years old, nine cows, 
2 heifers - 2 years old, and one bull - 6 months old. 

The farm operations were very gratifying, producing:-

Pork 
and 127 Hens as supplies. 

Probably the outstanding feature of the year, so far as our patients at least are 
concerned, was the Christmas treat. As usual, the whole staff entered whplehearted-
ly in the arrangement, and a most enjoyable day was spent by all. Useful gifts were 
purchased with the money contributed by the Districts and other interested friends 
and a turkey dinner with all the "fixings" was supplied. The following donations

We received many small personal gifts to individual patients from their relatives 
and friends. 

• 
On the recommendation of the Superintendent, the donation from Halifax Chap-

ter Order Eastern Star was set aside as a nucleus of a fund with which to install a 
system of radios through the wards and three members of your Committee have also 
donated $25.00 each for this worthy object. It is our hope that other contributions 
may be forthcoming and that this system will soon become a reality an I become a 
source of real enjoyment to our patients. 

In addition to the above, the Town of Dartmouth contributed a sufficient a-
mount to provide for all of the Dartmouth patients and the thanks of the Committee 
have already been extended these generous donors. The various Districts of the 
Municipality also contributed $5.00 per District towards the treat. 

We again record our appreciation of tne co-operation of the Kiwanis Club of 
Dartmouth in providing entertainment at the Institution. Members of this Club 
have provided e ltertainment monthly during the year with the exception of two or 
three months in the summer time, and at times have brought down as many as thirty-
five in their cast. The programe consisted of singing, dancing and pictures, and in 
addition, they always provided a special treat for our patients. 

We have given serious consideration to our staff quarters, which are totally in-
adequate. Conditions everywhere in this respect Lave changed this last few years 
and continue to change, and in our opinion it will be necessary to. improve this con-
dition. We have made enquiries and have interviewed different Institutions, where 
adequate quarters are already in existence or where provision is being made for same. 
We have also discussed the matter with an Architect and we feel that one or more 
buildings should be erected, capable of accommodating the greater part of our staff. 
It is not necessary in this report to review all of the arguments in favour of this, as 
they will be discussed in detail by Council, but we strongly urge Council to give 
serious consideration to the advisability of providing such quarters, at as early a 
date as possible. 

Since our last Annual Session, your Committee, and in fact all the people of the • 
Municipality, particularly those who are or have been patients at our Institution dur-
ing the past six years, have suffered a grevious loss in the passing of the late Mrs. 
Frank Smith, our beloved Matron. Her sudden and totally unexpected death came 
as a great shock, not only to our Superintendent, but to all who knew her. Mrs. 
Smith was specially adapted for the position she occupied and had a thorough know-
ledge of the treatment of mental cases and with an indescribable charm of manner, 
she endeared herself, not only to those under 1- er charge but to all with whom she 
came in contact. The sincere sympathy of tl e whole Municipality goes out to Mr. 
Smith in his great loss. 

We were, however, singularly fortunate in having, as our Supervisor, Mrs. Vera 
Smith, who, in addition to having all of the nursing qualifications, has also had the 
advantage of being associai ed with our late Matron, and your Committee had no 
hesitation in appointing Mrs. Vera Smith as. Matron, and in her new office she has 
accomplished splendid work. ' 

During the year there have been many changes in our staff and at times we were 
operating at a great disadvantage, being very short - staffed and we thoroughly ap-

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REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON ASSESSMENTS 

Your Committee on Assessments sugmits the following fcr your consideration. 

In accordance witn the wish of Council one Assessor from each District was to 
attend a conference of Assessors at the Law Courts last Septemger and Assessors from 
sixteen Districts attended. 

The Assessment Committee together with Warden Dowell were in attendance 
and Councillors Harnisb, Cornelius, Settle and Turner were also present during the 
day and took part in the deliberations. The Solicitor and Clerk were also present. 

Various provisions of the Assessment Act were discussed as well as matters re-
lating to Assessment in general and on motion of two of the Assessors a schedule was 
drawn up as a basis of assessing livestock in the rural areas and all Assessors present 
agreed to base their assessment according to the schedule. The schedule was for-
warded to each Assessor following the meeting. 

Early in January your Committee met to ascertain the results cf the Conference 
and found that in a majority of districts a marked improvement was evident. We 
feel that tnese Conferences have accomplished some good but they have not solved 
the problem of equalizing assessments. 

Your Committee also had the opportunity of meeting the Board of Appeal when 
appeals from assessments for the present year were under consideration. Among 
the appeals was me from a Company owning large areas of timber - lands and the 
General Manager and Solicitor of the Company were in attendance to press the ap-
peal, their assessment in one district having been substantially increased. After 
discussing the situation informally the Company withdrew its appeal. 

A number of letters have been submitted to your Committee, as follows: 

(a) With respect to resolution of the Herring Cove Ratepayers Association and 
Improvement League requesting that all dogs be promptly taxed by the As-
sessor in accordance with the regulations governing same; we recommend 
that the Section of the Act relating to this matter be again drawn to the at-
tention of all Assessors with instructions that the Act, be followed. 

(b) With respect to the request of Ralph Morris for a refund of Poll Tax paid 
by him although he is 65 years of age, we recommend that the said Poll Tax be 
refunded on production of evidence as to leis age. 

(c) With respect to a request from Austin Brinicombe for a refund of Poll Taxs 
for the years 1940 - 1945 on the ground that he was in the Active Service 
during this period. We recommend that the said Poll Taxes be refunded 
on the production of satisfactory evidence that he was not residing in the 
Municipality during these years. 	, 

(d) With respect to a petition signed by a number of Ratepayers for part of 
District No 12, we find that according to the Statutes we have no author-
ity to alter the valuations placed by the Assesscr for the year 1945. In 
connection with this petition we find that the Assessor in this particular 
area made an attempt to improve assessments in accordance with the de-
cision arrived at gy the Assessors at a conference prior to commencing his 
work but, unfortunately, other Assessors did not increase assessments in 
the same proportion. After examining the Assessment Rolls we feel that 
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even with the increased Assessments in this area, the assessments are still 
far below value. We also find that the petitioners represent a very small 
percentage of the total ratepayers of the whole District. 

In addition to the above items several complaints were received regarding as-
sessment in Districts but we have no recommendation to make in respect to these. 

Several years ago a previous Assessment Committee recommended that copies 
of all transfers of property in the County be obtained from the Registrar of Deeds and 
we feel that this would be a step in the right direction in order to obtain correct de-
scriptions and identity of properties and we strongly recommend that arrangements 
be made with the Registrar Of Deeds to supply ti e Municipality with copies of all 
such transfers. 

We have studied the report of the Board of Appeal and find that the majority 
of assessments were confirmed by the Board. We understand that many of the ap-
peals really objected to assessment on the ground that they were over - assessed in 
comparison with similar properties and this again raises the whole question of equal-
izing assessments throughout the entire Municipality. Previous recommendations 
have been male in this connection by different Assessment Commit tees during the 
past years. The same situation had been studied by the Department cf Municipal 
Affairs as well as a number of Municipal Councils through the Province and in our 
opinion the time has now arrived when we should take a forward step in the matter 
of asses'ing. The Board of Appeal has recommended that a competent man be en-
gaged to make a check of the assessments in several of the Districts and to report 
back to the Assessment Committee within two months of his appointment and that 
if his report, when received, shows a material difference frcm the present list they 
recommended that a similar survey be made of the whole Municipality. 

We are in hearty accord with this recommendation but would go a step farther 
and believe that a competent man should be engaged for the present year to make an 
independent survey of as much of the County as possible and to take his directions 
from the Assessment Committee, to whom he will report monthly or as often as the 
Assessment Committee require. 

We would also urge that only one Assessor be appointed for each District and 
the independent man, if appointed, can co-operate with the Local Assessors during 
the year. In this connection, it is to be understood that the in dependent man's sur-
vey is not to be acted upon for the year 1947 but his report will be of valuable inform-
ation to the Council and can be a guide for future assessments. 

We also recommend that the Assessors ge instructed to deliver to every:Rate-
payer, resident or non - resident, either personally or by mail, a Notice of his assess-
ment for the following year.

5. Witlr respect to a Petition from Ratepayers at East Petpeswick to extend the 
closed Section on the East Petpeswick Road, we recommend that in accordance with 
our By-laws, a Committee of three be appointed to enquire into and report upon the 
propriety and expediency of creating such additional Section. 
6. With respect to a Petition from a number of Ratepayers at Clam Bay, against 
allowing sl eep to roam at large, we find that under our By-laws, we have no power 
to recommend a Closed Section for Sheep, as the Section at present is open to other 
animals running at large. 

7. With respect to a letter from the Rockwood Community Association Limited, in 
connection with the Woodcock Inn Property at the Arm Bridge, we find that since 
the letter was written, this property has been acquired by the City of Halifax and 
the Government of Nova Scotia for a Highway and Park Purposes, with the partic-
ular view of preserving the esthetic beauty of the North West Arm. We feel, there-
fore, :hat no action is necessary at this time.

To His Honor the Warden and Members of the Municipal Council. 

Councillors:- 

Your Committee, appointed to consider the matter of Constables, has given 
serious consideration to the matter and is strongly of the opinion that a drastic 
change is necessary, if conditions generally are to be improved. 

We feel that the fees allowed Constables for executing Warrants are still too low 
and recommend that the schedule be again revised, if possible. 

In our opinion, the time has arrived to revamp the entire Constable situation in 
this Municipality, as the present set-up is not at all satisfactory. We believe that a 
Chief County Constable should be appointed, who would be able to supervise, in- 
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struct and assist other Constables throughout the County and that a part of such 
Chief Constable's duties would be to execute Warrants for taxes and collect Hospital 
and other Institutional Accounts. In this connection, he would naturally seek the 
co-operation of Local Constables. 

We therefore, recommend that Mr. Lester Umlah be appointed Chief County 
Constable at a yearly salary of $2,000. In addition he would be entitled to the fees 
allowed under Warrants and also a Commission on Accounts collected, at a percent-
age to be fixed by this Council. 

We also recommend that the Chief Constable report to the Assessment Commit-
tee every three months or more often, if required, giving a detailed report of his 
activities, especially in connection with the collection of Institutional Accounts and 
Taxes. 

We recommend that the Chief Constable and other Police Constables, who are 
paid by respective Districts, be bonded in an amount to be decided by the Council; 
the bonding fee of the Chief to be paid by the Municipality; the others to be paid by 
the Districts which employ them. 

We recommend that all Police Constables, appointed by the Council, be sup-
plied with a suitable badge and that they have on their person, at all times when per-
forming their duties, some form of written identification. 

We recommend that the Districts requiring the services of Police Constables be 
empowered to employ same; they to be recommended by the Councillor for the re- 
spective Districts and paid by the District. 	 • 

We recommend that E. A. Walsh be appointed a Constable to be on call at the 
county Court House to serve Summonses and Warrants under the direction of the 
Chief Constable and the Treasurer.

REPORT OF COMMITTEE RE WOODSIDE DISTRICT 

To His Hon& the Warden and Members of the County Council 

Councillors:- 

Your Committee, appointed to arrange details in connection with the fotmation 
of a new District at Woodside, have studied the matter and make the following re-
commendations:. 
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1. That the Municipal Solicitor be authorized and empowered to present a bill to 
the present session of the Nova Scotia Legislature, amending Chapter 89 of the 
Acts of Nova Scotia, 1939, by substituting a new schedule containing a new de-
scription of District No. 14, eliminating therefrom the area of Woodside and 
Imperoyal, as described it the following description and by adding to said sched-
ule a new District No. 28, comprising the area described as follows:- 

"Beginning at toe overnead railroad bridge and bearing westerly to the shore of 
Halifax Harbour; thence northerly along said shore to a point where a line in ex- , 
tension of the northern side of Boundary Street would intersect Halifax Harbour; 
thence in an easterly direction along the northern side cf Boundary Street to 
Pleasant Street and across Pleasant Street along the northern side of Johnson 
Avenue to the intersection of Johnson Avenue and Essen Road; thence along the 
northern side of Essen Road and across the Nova Scotia Hospital Farm to a 
brook; thence in a south easterly direction to the western shore of McDonald 
Lake at a stake just north of Acadia Sugar Refinery Pump House; thence south-
erly along the western shore of McDonald Lake to where the brook crosses the 
Colwell Road; thence in a westerly direction to the place of beginning". 

2. The Legislation should come into effect on and after the first day of January, 
1947, except for election purposes, and should further provide that the list of 
Voters, as prepared for District No. 14F, shall be the list of Voters for use in 
election of Councillor for District No. 28 and accordingly omitted from the list 
of Voters for District No. 14. 

3. Inasmuch as the remaining portion of District No. 14, and the District to be form-
ed, are to constitute one Poor District, it will not be necessary to make any change 
in respect to the Poor Funds. 

4. It is further recommended, under the provisions of the Poor Relief Act, that the 
District now comprised in District No. 14, and after the creation of new Dist-
ricts by the proposed Legislation, to be comprised of District No. 14 an 1 28, shall 
be one Poor District, tinder the name of the Poor District of Districts No. 14 and 
28 of the Municipality of the County of Halifax. 

5. It is further recommended that the Fund rated for District purposes, other than 
Poor, up to and including the period ending December 31, 1946, in District No. 
14, be apportioned between Districts No. 14 and 28, as these Districts will be cor..-
stituted under the proposed Legislation on the basis of their respective assess-
ments on the 1946 assessment. 

6. It is further recommended that the Snow Removal Fund, apportioned for Dist-
rict No. 14 purposes, shall be made available on the recommendation of the Coun-
cillors in proportion to the mileage in the two new Districts to be created.

the separation of this territory from the rest of District 14, and because of the oppo- 
sition developing among these Ratepayers and Residents, as they become aware of 
what Council has done, and because the proposed measure, as approved by Council, 
accentuates rather than relieves the condition I sought to remedy, and which remedy 
could only be attained by increased representation for the District, in line with the 
intentions when redistribution was affected in 1938. 

Because of conditions peculiar to District 14, such increased representation can 
only be had on an equitable basis by increasing the number of Councillors in the Dist-
rict as a whole and until such can be done I recommend that no other change be made 
in District 14.

Under the Act the Municipality must appoint two members to this Board and rate 
a thousand dollars on the zones set up. 

The Councillor from one of the Districts in this Municipality, appeared before 
your Committee in regard to the purchase of equipmen4-  for use of ratepayers in his 
District, for useful purposes, under proper supervision, and for a proper remunera-
tion equipment to ge paid for from District Funds - if provision could be made to 
the vest the ownership of such equipment in the District concerned, instead of in 
whole of the Municipality as at present. We would suggest that this is a matter 
thats hould have serious consideration, as we feel that many Districts would benefit 
by having use of equipment, otherwise unobtainable. 
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• We have also been advised that some City or other Legislation might have some 
bearing or effect on Municipal Affairs and these should be watched. 

We recommend that the Solicitor advise us of any such, and dates of hearings.
