Mayor Ball said Mrs. Martin had_ requested an opportunity to speak. He said from his 
understanding the public did not have an opportunity to have a fonnal dialogue with the 
committee. He said he is suggesting that the application be sent back to PAC asking them to hold 
a public patticipation session in the community and as a result all the parties involved would have 
an opportunity to give their input. After a recommendation council could then make a decision.

He 
said the community Planning Advisory Committee held a meeting and said they did not want to 
introduce these provisions and the community council concurred. He said the community PAC 
could be directed to hold a public participation session it‘ that was council’s wish. 

Mayor Ball said stafi‘ is saying they do not recommend putting forward the amendments to amend 
the planning strategy to consider a development agreement for this purpose. He said the question

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is whether or not, at this stage, does council take staff’ s recommendation or go back to PAC 
bringing forward amendments to a public participation session in order to ascertain the public 
view and, at that point. council can either make the decision of putting it forward to a public 
hearing or not. He said this would give an opportunity for some public input. He said if council 
did approve the amendments to the strategy for the purpose of having a development agreement 
then the Martin’s would have to apply for a development agreement that would be negotiated 
with staff and which would ultimately come back to PAC and council on that specific site and 
development agreement. 

Mr. Morgan said whichever way this is dealt with either with zone provisions or development 
agreement, there will have to be an amendment to the policy document. He said the staff report 
suggested that a kennel in a residential subdivision such as this is not an appropriate use and did 
not feel a development agreement could address some of the issues. He said the report did say 
that if council did not agree with this they would prepare policy amendments that would allow for 
consideration of this by development agreement.

Kelly Denty made the staff presentation. She said a request had been received from Garry 
Dobson to allow for the construction of a storage building on his property in Upper Lakeville. 
The building is to be three feet from the road boundary of the Upper Lakeville Road and the 
setback is 30 feet. The property itself is long and narrow and is bounded by the Upper Lakeville 
Road on the West and Lake Charlotte on the East. It is approximately I2, 000 square feet in area 
and is directly opposite Mr. Dobsons’ residence on the western side of the Upper Lakeville Road. 
The storage building is to be used for equipment storage and is presently under construction. 

She said it came to stafl"s'attention a couple of months ago when the By-law Enforcement Oflicer 
for the area noticed it. At the time, it was determined that it was too close to the road and Mr. 
Dobson was informed that if he wanted to stay in this location he would need a lesser setback 
from council. She said since the initial discussions with Mr. Dobson no further work has 
proceeded on the project. She said consideration would have to be given whether the

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development would adversely effect neighbouring properties. She said the building was placed in 
the present location because the configuration of the lot does not allow the building to be located 
within the necessary setbacks. She said the only setback that isn’t being maintained is the front 
yard, all the other setbacks meet the municipal requirements. 

She said the Department of Transportation has visited the site and recommended approval of the 
proposal. She said they can see no objection to it. The area building inspector is somewhat 
reluctant because he perceives the building, at sometime in the future, being converted to a 
cottage where is has a concrete footing. She said he is also concerned with the traffic on the 
road causing damage to the building. She said municipal requirements would not allow the 
building to be converted to a house because it is too small and would not meet the minimum living 
area. She said consideration has to be based on the intended use of the building not what might 
happen at some time in the fiiture. She said the Department of Transportation is the legislative 
road approval authority and they have confirmed that they have no objection to this placement. 

She said as it is a storage building it is not anticipated that there would be high trafiic to the 
building. She said it is reasonable that neighbouring properties are not going to be affected. 

Councillor Reid confirmed that the recommendation was for approval of the application. Ms. 
Denty confinned this. 

Councillor Dooks said he is familiar with the property and he has not had any indication that there 
is objection to this. He said he would request council’s approval of the application. 

Mr. Dobson spoke in favour of the application. He said the building is intended to be a 

boathouse. He said the building is intended for storage. He said he cannot foresee. since he lives 
on the opposite side of the road, this building becoming a cottage. He said he needs a place to 
store boats, motor, equipment, etc. 

No speakers in opposition.

Mayor Ball said this is to bring service up to Tucker Lake Road and at that point no other 
extensions will take place in any subdivision or anywhere else until the Mill Cove upgrade is done 
and whether or not sufficient capacity is identified.

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impact on the county’s ability to do other work. 

Mr. McLellan said in the last Executive meeting this was related to the capital budget as to 
whether or not it was appropriate. He said this in this years’ capital budget this project was 
shown as having two separate components. He said it was items c, d, and e for $3.5 million 
represents what is being discussed. He said anything beyond Tucker Lake was for another phase. 
He said it was agreed that as per the capital budget that was the project. He said the question was 
raised if this would impair the ability to act elsewhere and the answer to that is no.

Mr. Miller said the county was collecting the money. He said those petitions were circulated and 
collected during the months of June, July and part of August. 

Mayor Ball asked if the petitioning had come through Halifax County. Mr. Miller confirmed that 
they had. 

Councillor Peters said it was her understanding when the first petition went in was as soon as 
Department of Transportation said we are now ready to pave your streets then you obtained the

1?
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second petition. She said those streets that have been on the list since the late 1980's should be 
given the opportunity to have that second petition put forward in the order that it is prioritized. 
She said had she known the procedure in the early spring she could have gone out and had the 
streets petitioned. She said if staff can get a petition to her she will have it done as quickly as 
possible. She said she would suggest a deadline of September 30th. 

Mayor Ball said there are a number of streets on that list that do not require petitioning and fall 
under the fifteen year paving program. He said if a road had been existence for fifieen years plus, 
the province paid the complete amount without the requirement for a petition. 

Deputy Mayor Cooper referenced the streets that were being tendered and asked what list they 
were on. Mr. Miller said they are not on any of the lists. they are prior to that listing. 

Mayor Bail confirmed that the streets being paved in Hammonds Plains and Windsor Junction are 
being paved but only one of the those being paved is on the list that council formally approved. 

Deputy Mayor Cooper said when the list came to the Executive committee the question was 
asked if there was a carry over. He said if the Province is going to spend it’s money now there is 
obviously no carry over. He said it had been suggested that the list provided by the County, it‘ 

there was no carry ever, would go to those that had been petitioned successfully. He said if there 
was carry over then the list would be followed. He said it is now being said that the lists are out 
the window. He said it is a SOISO agreement with the Department of Transportation making all 
the decisions. 

Mayor Ball said the Department had made decisions on those being tendered without County 
input. 

Mr. McLellan said the Province is doing what it wants without doing any of the priorities that 
Halifax County Council set. He said it seems to him that those who got were those who did not 
wait for staff. He said a lot of councillors waited for staff to give them infomtation and it may be 
too late in the season before it is sorted out. He said at Executive discussion was held of allowing 
three or four weeks for that initial set of priorities. 

Deputy Mayor Cooper asked if the County had enough time to call the tenders or would the 
County ask the Province call the tenders spending County money. 

Mayor Ball said it is municipal money therefore the municipality calls it's own tenders. 

Deputy Mayor Cooper asked if there was enough time to get the petitions done for those on the 
A list to be done this year. 

Mayor Ball said if September 30th is set as the deadline then on September 30th if the list, as 
council has it, is being approved if those streets have not been petitioned by September 30th then
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there are certain other streets that will be moved on the list. He said the Municipality could 
encourage the Department of Transportation to have a tender called by the end of October for 
paving in the spring. 

Mr. Miller confirmed that this could be done. He said, in his opinion, this would be the best 
course of action.
