SIR,—I beg leave to submit for your information a report of the
work performed by me during the last year. In connection with the
plumbing work in the new houses erected during the past year, I
have been asked to test but four, which were tested with the smoke
test, only one of them standing the test, in two of them the traps
syphoned, and there were other defects ; in the other one the traps

- were lett out altogether under the basm &c. Both of these places

were fitted up under the supervision of an architect, and s there
were quite a number of houses built during the past year that have
not been tested or examined, it is evident that there has been a
great deal of work done and paid for under the impression that it
has been done as called for by the Rules and Regulations of the
City Health Board, at one time in force. In regard to the houses
tested at request of owners or tenants there has been little or no
difficulty in getting them to make the necessary alterations which
it not done exactly as recommended greatly improves the sanitary
condition of the premises. Having been employed for the tirst five
months in the annual house to house sanitary inspection I have
noticed in connection therewith a large number of privy vaults that
could be done away with and W. C’s put up in place of them, as
there are a number of houses having good drains to them and con-
nected with the main sewer in the street. There are also a large
number of houses where the plumbing work is poorly connected or
not connected at all to the drain. I would also like to call your
attention to the fact of builders and contractors having the water
turned on in new houses for building purposes and not having it
turned off when through, thus preventing a return of them bemu-
made to the City Oollector

Dear Sir,—I beg to submit statements of various works carried
out by me under your directions for the season of 1894

The statements are arranged as the jobs were executed. Com-
mencing with the widening of Cogswell Street, which was a rather
tedious job, the curbstones being moved to a position right over a
sewer that was so near the surface for a long way up the street that
the eurbstones had to be cut until the sewer rose so near the sur-
face we had to fill it up and divert it This unforseen circumstance
added considerably to the expense of widening the street.

On the completion of Cogswell Street we commenced work at
the Lower Chain Lake excavating for and building concrete core
wall and waste weir for new dam. Being there nearly all summer
there was no work done by me in the city until about the end of
* August, when we commenced the concrete sidewalk south side of
' Sackville Street, between Water and Hollis Street. Three other
' blocks were done, two on Barrington Street and one on Hollis
| Street, in all 1213} yards. I am glad to report that we have been
: able to still further reduce the cost of concrete sidewalks, the aver-
| age cost this year per superficial yard is $1.83 ; last year’s average
¢ price was $1.93, a saving of 10 cts. per vard. The lowest cost
' reached yet, $1.69 per yard, was the block on west side of Barring-

ton Street, between Prince and Sackville Streets; the highest for
. the year, $1.94 per yard, was also on Barrington Street east side,
! between Prince and George Streets. Here we had disadvantages to
* contend with, some property owners delaying to arrange about their
. hatches, the Gas Company delaying to move their poles, putting in
sewer connections, also the grooving of the sidewalk at Cragg’s
Corner; all these add a little to the cost. I think the grooving is a
great improvement, giving a good foothold in turaing a steep corner,

. and was well worth the extra labor. '
There was very little general work done by me this season, the
whole amounting to $219.63, including labor, superintending, cartage
and materials.
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158 CITY ENGINEER'S REPORT.

The portion of the concrete core wall at dam, Lower Chain Lake,
built by me, cost as per statements herewith, $5869.97, being $4.56
per cubic yard, which I think a very moderate cost, compared with
other work of a similar kind done here. I think the dry dock cost
$7.00 or $7.50 per yard, and all the materials dumped right on the
works, whereas the materials had to be carted to the lakes and
double sheeting used, while only single sheeting was required at
dry dock.

The other works done by me at the lakes will be reported to
you from another source.

Granite curb and gutter was laid on two blocks on Gottingen
Street, one on east side between Prince William and Gerrish Streets,
the other on the west side between Cornwallis and Cunard Streets.
The cost for labor, superintending and cartage in the first block was
57 cts. per lineal foot, the lowest price we have reached yet for this
kind of work. The block on west side, between Cornwallis and
Cunard Streets, cost 82 cents per lineal foot. The higher cost ean
be accounted for in several ways. In the first; we had very unfav-
orable weather, hard frost a few days, then rain, the thaw causing
our stones to tilt, and in a great many instances we had to go over
our work again ; also we had a large sewer to fill up on the line of
curbstones for the whole length of street, and two eateh-pits had to
be moved back to the line of curb, the sidewalk being narrowed
two feet.

Trusting these statements and this report will be satisfactory to
you, the Mayor, and the Council generally,

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CHARITIES COMMITTEE REPORT.

Lo the Mayor and City Council :

Your Committee on Charities beg to report that, notwith-
standing the fact that the numiber of inmates in the Home for the
Poor during the past year was the largest in the history of the
present building, the expenditure has been kept within the income.
Last year the expenses exceeded the income by $1100. This year,
for the first time in the history of the institution under eivie man-
agement, so far as the records show, there is a small surplus.

On the 1st May, 1894, there were 307 inmates. During the
past year 260 were admitted, 34 born, 241 discharged and 41 died,
leaving 319 in the institution on April 30th, 1895, an increase of
12 over the same d..te last year. During the winter months the
number of inmates reached the unusual number of 386. and averaged
360. The sexes were divided as follows —

Of these 319, 97 were patients in the insane wards.

In addition to the above number of insane in the Poors’ Asylum,
there was an average of 41 inmates in Mount Hope Asylum charge-
able to the City of Halifax. ;
