protected in this portion of Peninsula North. 

Mr. Bob Daley, Chairman of the Planning Advisory 
Committee, also spoke briefly in support of the staff 
recommendation. 

Mr . Peter Lavelle, a resident of 2628 Belle Aire 
Terrace, addressed Council to emphasize that the proposed 
rezoning/reqesignation will only serve to create another inroad 
by commercial uses into the small residential portion of Area 
5. He therefore urged members of Council support the staff 
recommendation in order that residential uses in this portion 
of the City will be protected. 

Referring to the petition previously submitted to 
Council regarding this matter, Alderman Pottie expressed the 
opinion that the proposed rezoning/redesignation was intended 
only to impact on those properties fronting on Almon Street 
between Agricola and Isleville Streets.
