The Special Committee appointed to confer with the Committee of
Merchants, of the Halif.ux Merchants’ Tax Reform Association, after a
joint conference have decided to make the following recommendations
in reference to changes in the Assessment Act.

It will be seen out of the S4400.00 appropriation. S3356.62
was required to pay =alaries of officers, not one of whom were
appointed by the present Board of Health, this only left a trifle over
S1000 for all other sanitary purposes, and out of this comparatively
small amount qunite a number of accounts left unpaid from last year
were paid out of the year’s appropriation, most of them were p'ud
without the knowledge of the Board, or being certitied by the Chair-
man ; other accounts not justly chargeable to the Sanatarv Account
were paid out of the fund without the knowledze or sanction of the
Board. The Sanitary Police were all appointed before the existence
of the present Board costing in 5 months over $1100 and were
discontinued as in the opinion of Board, the value received was not
within the heavy outlay.
