ing report, respecting repairs, alterations and improvements necessary 
at the Hospital for lnfectious Diseases: 
The roof of the barn is in a bad state and needs shlngling, and in 

its present condition is unfit for storing hay or feed. The well should 
be deepened and a pipe laid to the kitchen where a pump should be 
placed, so that a supply of water would be available night arid day. 
It \\"011lt'l also be advisable to put in two water closets, and bath tub 
with an iron tank for supply, fed by force pump and pipes from rain 
water leaders. Down spouts are needed at the corners of the wings. 
A storm door is required at the main entrance, on the north side, and 
the steps should be repaired. A new floor should be put down at 
once in,the cellar. The kitchen sink waste pipe should be trapped 
and vented. and a pantry built adjoining the dining room, as there is 
now no suitable place for this purpose. The walls of the corridors 
and rooms, except the male and female wards. should be painted. 
The ventilators on wings should be closed and the grounds should be 
graded and put in order. A rough estimate places the cost at about 
$1600.00.
