I can add nothing that you one and all are not already familiar with as to his
merits. I was personall - acquainted with the deceased for a great many years.
I knew him as John & D. Thompson, an humble citizen ; T knew him as John 8.
D. Thompson, an Alderman of the City ot Halifax; I knew him as John 8. D.
Thompson, a member of our Provincial Parliament and a member of our Provin-
cial Government ; I knew him as a Judge of our Supreme Court; I knew him as
a1 member of the Dominion Farliament and a member of the Dominion Govern-
ment; and [ knew him as the Prime Minister of Canada, and I am more than
pleased to say, as all who chanced to know him will with me agree, that he was
still only John 8. D. Thompson in cordial greeting whenever his friends met him.
Honors or titles did not turn his head or lead him to forget “ auld acquaintance.”

Now, while we all deplore his untimely end and the country’s loss, a palliative
to our grief is the reflection as death is our common lot he died as a general at
the head of his army, with the honor of his sovereign attached to his breast and
the respect and good will of his fellow countrymen forever attached to his name ;
and this, I bope, will in some degree assuage the grief of his beloved wife and
children in this their hour of tribulation.

Alderman Wallace, after addressing the Council, moved the follow-
ing resolution, which was seconded by Alderman Morrow.

Whereas, 8ir John Thompson, Premier of Canada, and formerly for some years
a valued member of the Couneil, has been stricken by the hand of death just as
he had attained the high honor of admittance to Her Majesty’s Imperial Council.
Resolved, That the City Council of Halifax deeply deplores the tragic event
whereby our city has lost its most talented son, and our country its most
distinguished statesman, a man who from the ranks of the ordinary citizen rose

eminent talents unsparingly to the service of his country.

The City Council desire to express sincere sympathy with Lady Thompson and
her family in the great sorrow that has fallen upon their home.

Whereas, The present system of assessing real estate is based upon an unsound
principal. and is calculated to prevent the erection of a bettér class of luildings

Resolved, That in future, all land in the city with the exception hereinafter
mentioned, be assessed at its full value not including houses or buildings, if any,
upon said land, the assessment of which shall not exceed’ one-half the assessed
value of the said buildings.

Provided that in the case of surburban lands the rate of assessment shall not
exceed that at present levied. Suburban lands are understood to mean all lands
Iying not less than 100 feet outside of the following limits, commencing on the
shore of Halifax Harbor at a point near the north eastern corner of Miller’s
Tields, so called ; thence by the rorth line of Miller's Fields to Tower Koad:

Resolved, That the tax now levied upon goods, stocks of merchandise, machin-
ery and similiar personal properiy be hereafter levied in the form of a business
tax based upon rental. In determining the said rental the assessors shall not be
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bound to accept the amount of rental actually paid, but shall have full power
and discretion to fix a fair rental in each case. Said business tax shall be
imposed asg follows :

On all properties the rental of which is three hundred dollars or under, at the
rate of five per cent. on said rental ; on all properties the rental of which is over
three hundred dollars and under six hundred dollars, at the rate of seven and a
half per cent. on said rental, and on all premises the rental of which is six hun-
dred dollars or upwards, at the rate of ten per cent op said rental. In the case
of furniture or household effects now subject to taxation as personal property,
the household tax to be substituted therefor shall be based upon the value of
the houses occupied, but shall not exceed one-half per cent. on the assessed value
of the buildings. No tax shall be levied where the rental is less than eighty
dollars a year.

In the case of factories (not including breweries or distilleries) the business tax
shall not exceed five per cent. on the rental.

Whereas, a large proportion of the personal property in the City escapes taxation
in whole or in part under the present system of assessment, and whereas, a num-
ber of citizens who are in receipt of large incomes contribute unfairly small
amounts to the City Taxation.

Resolved, That an Income Tax of one per cent. be imposed on all incomes from
five hundred dollars upwards.

Provided, That such tax shall not be in addition to business tax. Where the
income tax exceeds the business tax income alone shall pay.

The Council now proceeds to the consideration of the estimates
for the civic year 1895-6, as submitted by the Committee on
Public Accounts.

Before proceeding to discuss the estimates Alderman Mosher, Chair-
man of the Committee on Public Accounts, said :

It is the usual custom for the chairman of the Committee on Public Accounts’
in submitting the estimates for the ensuing yvear, to make a speech, however, that
I shall not attempt, except to make a few observations and submit a few facts
regarding the City’s liabilities and assets. .

On May Ist, on assuming the position of Chairman of the Commitiee, 1 almost
immediately referred to the laws governing and defining the duties of the several
Committecs of the Council. To my surprise I found no law defining the duties of
the Public Accounts Committee. In my opinion the Act should be amended
defining such duties. Your Commuittee found that the only accounts submitted
for investigation were those passing through the office of City Clerk and one or
two small accounts from the City Collector’s office, in all amounting to $1,431.00
to present date.

It is the expressed opinion of the present Committee that all acconnts from the
several spending Committees, except progress estimates on contracts, should be
submitted to the Public Accounts Committee for investigation including the
accounts for final settlement of coutracts- This proposition may be taken some
exception to on the ground of inconvenience, but there would be none if a proper
system were inaugerated to pay the several accounts monthly. They could be
submitted to the Committee once a month, and if found correct recommended to
the Council for payment.

I am pleased to inform you that, in the opinion of your Committee, the rate
of taxation for the ensning year will not exceed $1.50 and may be less.

Your Committee is also desirous of recommending that the City should cease
borrowing large sums of money, except such as may be considered absolutely
necessary for sanitary purposes or otherwise.

The total indebtedness of the City to date is $2,773,810.

The total assets, exclusive of sewerage and permanent surface street
work, $1,964,695.

CommirTeE RooM Crry Havr, December 27th, 1891,

To His Worship the Mayor and Members of the City Council :

1st. GextLeEMEN,—Having in view the proposal to establish a paid Fire Depart-
ment which will of necessity increase the cost of runmng that service and finding
it utterly impossible out of the limited amount of $110,000.00 to place to the credit
of the different Departments sufficient money to enable them to efficiently carr;
out the various services, and at the same time provide for the increased necessi-
ties of the Fire Department. Your Committee beg to recommend in the event of
the establishment of a paid Fire Department, that application be made to the
Legislature at its next session for authority to in future assess the citizens to the

2nd. Your Committee had before them an application from the Monastery of \
the Good Shepherd for a civic grant for the maintenance of girls committed to
that Institution from the Police Court, and also a protest against the voting of
such subsidy signed by Rev. Dr. Lathern and Rev. Robert Murray. After full
consideration of the same your Committee decided (Alderman Hubley dissenting)

to include in the Estimates a grant of $60.00 per head per annum for each girl i
sentenced from the Police Court to the Monastery, the number of girls to be so \

paid for not to exceed ten in any one year. This provision also to apply to the
civic year 1894-95. Your Committee further recommend that the Council assert
its willingness to provide a similar grant under the like conditions to any other
Institution that has established or may in future establish a Reformatory for
girls, which is in the opinion of the Council is equally deserving of a subsidy as
a Reformatory.
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3rd. Asitis well known that a loan for a large amount of money can be
effected on better terms than a loan for a s'railer sum, your Committee beg to
recomwend that in future 1ssues of debentures be so dated that a large sum may
fall due at any one time whereby a material saving in in'erest will be effected. This
may be done by issuing the bonds for periods of say five years at one fixed date ;
or by shortening the period of each successive issue of debentures, and dating
the bonds at the date of issue.

4th. Your Committee further bez to recommend that the Council apply to the
Legislature at its next session for an Act giving the Conncil the right to retire in
25 years from st Jwnuary, 1895, all City Bonds, Debentures or Stock, having no
fixed date of expiration a list of which will be submitted to the Council at an
early date.)

It is no unprecedent thing to order the expunging of minutes from a record,
although the effect of doing so is to make the record inadequate and in that
sense incorrect. Such motions have carried in the House of Lords and in the
English House of Commons, although the occasions have been rare. I am of
opinion, however, having regard to the purposes for which the minutes of the
City Council are kept, and the mandatary terms in which t e sections relating to
them are drawn, that it is not competent to expunge a truthful record of the
actual proceedings of the council, except in the special case which seems to have
been specially provided for in rule 28-9 of the ordinance in relerence to meetings
and rules of council. I think that “the communication submitted by the Mayor
relative to the action of the council on the amendments of the law relative to
assessment of personal property,” was within the meaning of Section 99 of the

- City Charter, a paper submitted to the Council that the Clerk was legally bound
to enter it on the mionutes in the manner pointed out in the section, and that the
resolution to expunge the entry was irregular snd should not have been accepted

by the chair or put to the meeting.

Sir,—1 have received a letter (a copy of which is enclosed) from the military
authorities asking what the charge would be for proposed new fittings.
