During my term of office it has been my object. as 
well as that of the other members of the Commission. to raise the standard 
of the Force. and only appoint good, reliable and temperate men to the- 
position. It takes 3. great deal.) of my time and imposes very serious (‘as- 
ponsibilities. and I should be glad it the Council would relieve me of the 
Dosition. and I can alter the Act in ac-.'.orda.nce with their views. ; beg It-ax.» 
to hear testimony to the seal and tact displayed by His Worship the Mayor‘ 
and Alderman Lane on the many delicate and important questions which 
have come to the Board from time to time. 

Coimisslonzss or Cams. 
1 was also appointed Commissioner of Hacks and Trucks by the Legis- 

lature, at the request of this Council. I also desire to be relieved from that 
position. and will alter the law in accordance with the wish of the Council. 

Eolnoixri Act‘. 
Last-Session the law was altered and all reports for 1'lola.tion of the 

Act were to be made to me by the Inspector and I am compelled to take 
action under the law. Previous to last Session the reports had to be made 
to the Council and no proceedings were ever taken except on a. resolution of 
the Council.

suit their own convenience. and there is no cram street between Windsor 
‘Street and I-Iarwiood Street—th-e latter being a. short distance east of Oxford 
Street. The distance between crvons streets is too great for the convenience 
of property omnnens and the public generally, and it would be a.-dvisable to 
have at least one street opened through this block. 

The survey or that portion or the City including this block has been com-

Read Report of Committee on Laws and Privileges relative to the 
taxation of_ manufacturing industries. 

CnIlMI"l"J.‘EE Room, Crrr -HALL, February 22nd, 1899. 
To His Worship the Mayor and Members City Council : 

Gent1emen——'I‘he_ Committee on Laws and Privileges beg to report that 
agreeably to the wish of the Council. they have given further consideration to 
their recommendations submitted to the Oouneil in a ‘report dated February 
16th inst. relating to taxes upon manufacturing industries.
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The Committee met on the evenings of the 20th and 21st instants. 
At the first meeting the Committee was waited upon and addressed by James Dempster, George Thompson. and B. C. Moir. and incidentally by '1'. 

E. Kenny. (who appeared before the Committee in connection with another 
matter.) 

At the second meeting Senator Power conferred with the Committee, and 
there We“? 3-150 Dre-sent William Levis. W. H. Cleverdon. H. D. Blacltadar and 
F. C. Clarke. 

Instead of the proposition submitted in the a.l:no\.*e mentioned report, the 
Committee have decided upon a modification thereof which is contained in the 
f:)ilio\ving resolution: for which the concurrence of the Council is recommend- 
e . 

Resolved That all manufacturing establishments not engaged in retail 
business shall be exempt from taxation on all machinery. raw material and 
manufactured goods, but shall pay in lieu thereof a license tax equal to one 
per cent on the assessed value of the real estate occupied by said manufac- 
turing establishments; said exemption to be for a period of ten _ve—a.rs as re- 
gords present manufacturing establishments and as regards those hereafter 
established ten years from the date of such establishment." 

In referring the Committee's former report back for further consideration 
the Council requested the Committee to furnish information as to the total 
amount of assessment involved in the then proposed reduction. the effect 
l.hL‘FL'0f on the assessment and from what source any deficiency would be mmle up. 

So far as existing manufacturing industries are concerned. the proposi- 
U011 I10\\‘ mild‘: hi’ Your Committee will not make a difference of more than 
two hundred dolarls a year in the assessment. while at the same time it of- 
fers and inducement to new enterprises to come to the City of Halifax. 

Your Committee have found it impossible to obtain in the short time at 
their disposal sufficient information to justify them in making any recom- 
mendations. the effect of which would be to disturb the present rate of as- 
sessment. A strong appeal was made for the entire exemption of manufactur- 
ing machinery from taxation and Tvhil-1 the Committee were unanimously of 
the opinion that :1 large measure of relief in that direction is desirable they 
had not sufficient data to enable them to recommend it to the favorable con- 
sideration of the Council. To arrive at at satisfactory determination on this 
D051‘-1. ll lmllld be necessary to make a. special assessment on all machinery 
in the" City in order to find its value. 

It is therefore recomimendeti that the Laws and Priviieses Committee or 
some other .Committee of the Council be immediately authorized to enter into 
an inquiry respecting the whole matter of assessment with the view of being 
in position to report before the next Session of the Legislature on an equitable 
i-it"1'lel'l'it'- of reduced taxation on all manufacturing industries. and placing am’ 
pi-opo.-=e-d reduction in such a way that the burden will not fall upon the citi- 
zens now bearing a just proportion.
