CDl'l'1pl8.l]'l of their cellars being flooded by water on the l?th l)ece|nl)er last. Com- 
plaints were received by telephone and otherwise at this nflice. on the day on which 
the flooding occurred and men were despetcherl at once to investigate. One of the City 
Forcmcn who visited these premises took 05 the manhole covers on the sewer on Rnhie 
Street and across the Common. The sewer in front of the house refern d to was full of 
water ; but the sewer going to the common was only two-thirds full. 'l.‘his matter has 
been reported on fully and is now before the Council. If t-he Council ca.nnot see their 
way clear to carry out all the work recom mended in connection with the common sewer, 
I would recommend that the sewer going down Williains Street be extended direct to 
the Common sewer in line with Williams Street and that the sewer on Quinpool Road 
be extended direct to the Common sewer near the Egg Pond.

to 2'.’ lbs. We made a. thoruugll examination of the whole high service. s_-{stem to dis- 
cover, if possible, a leak in the main or some other cause for the enormous decrease in
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pressure. but fountl the pipe system in good order. After the cold weather moderated 
the gauge rose until it again reached 35 lbs., and has remsinerl at that pressu re until 
the recent cold weather when it has again fallen in a few hours to 22 ll:s. No doubt 
when the weather mode-ra.t.es it will rise again; but in the meantime ma.ny hundreds of 
people are without water, and there is also-_«er of hor water boilers lmrsting and causiiig 
seriuueilztrnage. This has become very a serious matter. In case of fire in these dist-riots 
there would not be a single Llrop of water for the engines to say nntliing of hosc'strra.ms. 
I feel that it is my duty to again urge uprm the Uouncil the necessity of adopting a 
stringent remedy tlmt may he applied without fear or favor to prevent the enormous 
and unnecessary waste of water during these cold snaps.

The injunct inn granted prohibits the (_Iou,ur:il from seek- 
ing to rescind that resolution and from intirnnting the same to Mr. Carnegie or taking 
any further steps in Iaremla of x-(lid renotntim. The notice of motion sets out "there is 
no suitable site the selection of which would be acceptable to the citizens generally and 
it is not anlvisuhle at present to add to the burden of the taxpayels by purchasing 
property for the purpose.” This is practically repuuliating the resolution accepting Mr. 
Carncgie’s nfier aml intimates to him that although the City has undertaken to provide 
ssite the City has no suitable site and that the Council will not assess the taxpayers 
for pun.-hssiug such a. site and is a breach of the resolution passed in April l902. But 
the notice of motion goes further and states that there is a. great diversity of opinion among the rate payers as to me wisdom of guaranteeing the $7,000 to support a public 
library. And then comes the resolution that M r. Carnegie “be requested to allow his 
ofler to remain in u.hcyaut:e until the ratepayers have an opportunity to vote up--n the 
uestion" lst-—whc-ther they are in favor of accepting 375.000; 2nd——whethcr they are in 
uvor of guaranteeing $7.00!) for maintenance of the Library and Yiril-—whsther they are 
in favor of the ljity Coumcil purchasing a site: &.!]ll if Mr. Carnegie consents to this 
legislation is to be obtained. There is no outstanding offer of Mr. Carnegie. The offer 
he maxle has been turned into a contract and if the City Council to-moi-row were to re- 
peal the resnlution accepting his offer it would not afl’ect the contract unless Mr. Carnegie 
agreed to it.

GHN1‘LE\I|-IN‘.-Ulle of the clauses in the lease to Mr. Grant was that he should not 
assign, transfer or set over or utl1el'\|'ise by any’ act or deed procure the said premises or 
any of tllem to be ussignetl. tra.nsferI‘e('l, set over or sulJ—let without the consent of the 
City lioard of ‘Works in writing first had and obtailiell. I understand that the ex- 
ecutor of Hr. Grant has sssiglieti this lease to Mr. Van Buskirk, and he has ed it. 
to his other partners in business, who now hold the lease; and this was done y the
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consent of the late Mayor. This, under the terms of the agreement, if it is proved. 
would forfeit the lease ; but if proceedings were taken in the courts the judges would he 
very averse to forfeiting a person's rights unrler such circumstances, as the law does not 
favor forfeiture: if the loss can be compeosatccl for in another way. The lease is made 
for l\\'ent_v-five years from the first of August, 139$}; but by itnotlier clause in the lease 
the City has the right at any time after the expiration of fifteen years from the date 
thereof. on giving at any time six months"notice, to terminate eairl lease, an-l after the 
expiration of the time mentioned in said notice, all the right, title and interest of
