were familiar whenever a meeting of the Council was held or as meeting of its committee 
was in session. He was always present, ever earnest, and had the best interest of the 
Council always at heart. 

Mr. Barry died at the's.g'e of fifty-—nine years, when life was at its brightest, and 
when the rosy hue of youth had shown the fallacy of its early promises. He had lived 
long enough to sift the real from the unreal ; and could experience an aspect of life only 
felt by those whose mature years could sweep away the froth of life and recognise those 
things of worth which make life worth living. 

To those of us present in middle and later life, and who know Mr. Barry so well. 
his death comes to us as a. shock, as well as to ilnpress on us the uncertainty of life, amp 
sdmonishes us to set. our own houses in order, for none of us know when the " Son of 
Man ” oolneth.
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To each and all of us comes to our minds with unusual force the old words so often 
and so fiI.l_v spoken : 

“ So live that when thy summons comes to join 
The innumerable caravan, which moves 
To that mysterious realm, where each shall'take 
His chaber in the silent ‘ Halls of Death,’ 
Thou go not like the quarry slave, at night 
Scourged to his dungeon ; but, sustained and soothed 
By an unfaltcring trust. approach thy grave 
Like one that wraps the drapery nf his coach 
About him and lies down to pleasant dreams "

special mark of our esteem and respect for our deceased brother that the vote be taken
