Sir,—Some iime ago 1be Council ordered the construction of an asphalt sidewalk on
the north side of Spring Garden Road along the Public Gardens fiom Park St. to
Summer St. The work nas not been performe:d as the weather has been so warm that
it was liable to be cut up oy trafiic and disfigured.

During ihe recent visit to Wesiern cities the silewalk construction was carefully
iu\'es:iga,ted. Nearly everv city follows l.he same kind of construetion for suburban
streets, namely, a five or six foot cement silewaik about one foot from the street line
wi.h a grass plot becween the walk and tie -qeb live v a commbined curb and gutter
of concrete, The appearance of tnese sidewalis is so macn hswndsomer ihan the usual
construc.ion in Bali‘ax snat cur City sud2rs by .omparisaon. Tue dvisability of laying
any more (so-calledj aspizii sidewalks is question:ible, tosay the least. The city is
spending a lavze amount yearly in vepairs and tie work is by no means permanent. It
would be far cheaner wo do less wors and do it becies.  This macler has been discussed
before tue Commitiee on Woiks, and I wonld respeciiully recommend that instead of
laying an asphali sidewaik this year on the whole block that a cement sidewalk five
feet wide and construcied as abeve deseribed be laid this year for five hundred feet from
Park St west. which is half the length of the block.

GENTLEMEN,—Your Committee on Public Accounts beg to report that a meeting of
Committee held this day, there being present Aldermen Johnson (Chairman), Archibald,
Doyle, Cawsey and Hawkins, they had under consideration tenders received from the
chartered banks doing business in this City for the City’s Banking Account for three
{e]zlue from the first day of September next. The tenders of the different banks were as

ollows ;— -

Baxk or MoNTREAL.—The Bank offered to pay 3% per cent. per annum on all credit
balances, calculated on the basis of daily balances, and: charging rate of 5 per cent. per
anpum for all debit balances, also calculated on the basis of daily balances. Every
'l;;l; ll-ee months the interest will be paid on credit balances, and will be charged on debit

ances.

Baxk oF Nova Scoria.—The following were the fignres presented by the Bank of
Nova Secotia :— :

UxrioN Baxk.—The Union offered to allow interest on the daily credit balance and
deposit receipts at the rate of 34 per cent , and will charge on the daily debit balances
at the rate 0F5 per cent. and will provide all special cheques required.

Canapiay Bank or ComMERCE offered io allow 3 per cent. on: deposit, and on daily -
credit balance, and their charge for leans and on daily debit balances will be 44 per
cent. No interest will be charged on the annual loan of $100,000, which the City asks
for, so long as the loan exists merely as a book-keeping entry—that is to say. that while
the balance of credit of the general current is in excess of the amount of the loan, no
interest will be charged on loan, and interest will be allowed only on the credit balance
in excess of amount of loan.

The tender of the Baxk oF BriTise NorTH AMEerICA said :—** This bank will chiar

5 per cent. interest on daily debit balances and allow 5 per cent. interest on daily credit
balances, up to $100,000, arising in connection with the amount specially borrowed,
under cap. 51, sec 4, of 1902—on any amount of credit balance in excessof 3100,000 the
bank will allow 4 per cent. on daily balances. The bank will also allow 4 per cent.
interest on all other accounts (such as superannuation fund, water account, school
account, deposit receipts, ete.) The balance of these accounts are not to be taken as
part of crediv balance affecting the $100,000 special advance. The bank will also pro-
vide special cheques. i

Rovar Baxk.—The bank offered to allow interest on daily credit balances and on
special deposits at the rate of 3% per cent. per annum, and will charge interest on any
daily debit balance at the rate of 4} per cent. per annum.

Your Committee recommend that the tender of the Bank of British North America
be accepted, this being, in the opinion of your Committee, the best offer made, and that
the City’s banking account be transferred to the said bank on the terms of their tender
dated the 27th-day of July, 1905, beginning with September lst, 1905, for three years
from that date.

Your Committee further report that they had under consideration the extract from
Minutes of City Council asking this Committee to report on ways and means to provide
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funds for purchasing the frontage prop-rty of L A. Graves for wideaing of Lower
Water St., as reported on by Committee on Works and City Engiceer.

Your Committee recommend that Mr. Graves be offered $1000.00 for the land
required to widen Lower Water Street in accordance with the plan of City Engineer.
aud if he decides to accept this offer the purchase be completed on a guarantee being
obtained from Local Government to provide the necessary legislation to borrow the
money required on the same basis as was done in the widening of Upper Water St., and
if 511 r. Graves does nut accept this offer that the land required be expropriated according
10 law.

DEAg Sir,—Referring to the report as appearing in our daily papers regarding the
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- tenders of the different banks for the City account. I wish to point out to yon that on
the 27th of June we replied to a circular letter of the City Treasurer asking for tenders,
and on that date sent to his office a letter offering to allow 47, on daily credit balances
and on special deposits and stating that we would charge 5% on all advances. This
letter was returned to us nnopened with a request that the tenders be held back until
called for as the meeting of the Finance Committee to deal with the question had been
postponed. On or about July 25th we were asked to send in our tender. In the mean-
time we had been led to believe that during the next few years the City would be a
borrower instead of a depositor as they had been in the past. and in erder to make our
offer more attractive we wrote out a new letter making the figures 357 and 437 It
now appears that the City is more likely to be.a depo-itor, which fact some of the other
hanks appear to have been acquainted with, and our offer of 347 and 447, was not con-
sidered to be quite so favorable.

I may say that we have had the City’s business for a great many years and our
relations with the City officials have always been most agreeable. We are very anxious
to retain the connection and under the circumstances I would #sk that if possible the
matter be reconsidered and our original tender (a copy of which is enclosed herewith) be
aceepted.

Dear Six,—Under instructions from the Committee on Works, I beg to state the
facts in connection with the selection of competitive plans for the fire station on Bedford
Row, particularly with regard to the cost.

The accompanying conditions are a copy of those which were given to each architect
who submitted a plan.

When the pia,ns were received by the Committee on Works they were referred to a
special Committee composed of the Chairman of the Board of Fire Wards, the Chief of
the Fire Department and the City Engineer.

Attached hereto is an extract from the Minutes of the City Conneil showing the
report of the special Committee and the Committee on Works and the action taken by
the Couneil thereon.

Mr. Gates, architect, in submitting his plan stated that his building would not cost
less than $14,000 00, :

Mr. Johnson made the samne statement

Messrs, Harris & Horton have made a similar statement ; and Mr, Sellon informed
the City Engineer that he and Mr. Busch agreed that the work could not be done for
£10,000.00.

This information was before the Committee when examining the plans and the
selection was made with a full knowiedge of the fact that the building would cost more
than $10,000.00

After the adoption of the design by the City Council I sent Mr. Johnson a letter
notifying him that his design had geen accepted (a copy of which is attached). Subse-
quently, under instructions, I notified Mr. Johnson to cumplete his detailed plans and
specification and an advertisement was inserted in the papers asking for tenders. On
the suggestion of two Aldermen, I asked Mr. Johnson to ask for alternative tenders for
coucrete blocks as well as brick. I also append a copy of the advertisement.

Stir,—The sole point as I understand in this matter is whether the fact that the
plans submitted by Mr. Johnson cannot be built from for $10,000 prevents the accept-
ance of them from being binding on the City.

It is obvious that the amount for which the building could be put up would be more
or less a matter of opinion until tenders were taken. Under conditions 4 and 13 the
Committee had the right to satisfy themselves that the design could be carried out for
$10,000 before acceptance, and when they accepted them unconditionally they must be
taken either to have so satisfied themselves or to have waived that clause in the conditions.
The facts stated in your letter appear to me to show that the latter took place and that
the Committee had satisfied itself that the work could not be completed for: $10,000 and
had admitted the plans to competition and accepted those of Mr. Johnson on that under-
standing. It appears to me clear that Mr. Johnson has a contract with the City under
which he can hold it liable.
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The liability for refusal to accept the plans wonld not be for the whole sum of
$500.00, for part of which Mr. Johnson was to snperintend the construction of the build-
ing, but would be for a fair price for the plans and damages for not permitting him to
earn the balance of £500.00.

CONCRETE BLOCK BUILDINGS.

Crry Excingrr’s OFricE, August 15th, 1905,
His Worship the Mayor :

S1r,— During the recent trip to western cities the use of concrete block buildings
was investigated in each city visited. It is the general opinion of the experts consulted
that the conerete block building, properly constructed, has come to stay. It is being
used all over the west and has given good satisfacticn. In Montreal, Toronto and
western cities to the ordinary observer it Jooks like the gray stone so common in those
cities. In Port Arthur, which has made itself famous recently by its successful opera-
tion of municipally owned public utilities. the building constructed fur storage batteries
and other purposes in connection with the electrie light plant and eity work is con-
structed of concrete blecks. There are also somne large private buildings counstructed in
the same way. In Toronto on the Exhibition grounds where they are now erecting per-
manent buildings, the dairy building. one of recent construetion, is bnilt of concrete
blocks. In these cases the material has been adopted in preference to brick and because
it was cheaper than stene.

In my opinion, if praperly constructed, there is no reason why it shonld not make a
durable structure; and as the blocks will be made by City labor aud laid by Union

masons, and further, a saving of $2000 00 will be cffected, I feel justified in reconimend-
ing the adoption of the material for the Bedford Row engine house.
