SIR,—I beg to report on the accompanying petition from owners of property asking 

for the construction of a pavement on Spring Garden Road. 
The petitioners own more than two-thirds oi the frontage. 
1. The total length of street tobe paved is 1920 feet. 
2. Nature of material most suitable in the opinion of the Engineer to he used for 

the pavement.
