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promised traflic to this port. and to theday, which let us trust is not remote, when a 
satisfactory arrangement will have been made with the C. P. R. for running 
rights over the Intercnlonial to our City, it would seem absolutely indispensable 
that the Peoplv’s Railway between Monctnn and Halifax should be double- 
tracked. In fact the desirability,aye,even the necessity of this has already been 
foreshadowed by the present Minister of Railways. 

Imthis connection the move being made by the Parrsboro Board of Trade 
supported by our own Board of Trade and maily other Boards and individuals: 
raisvsaquestion which should receive the thoughtful consideration of every 
personinterested in the PortofHalifax,in the findingofsomeroutebetweenltloiicton 
and Trurn by which the curves and grades handicaping-: the I. C. R.. as a freight 
carrier in the Cob:-quid Mountains section of the line will be reduced. 

To properly lay this matter before you would make along mess-agein itselfbut 
I desire to call your attention tn a few extracts from Sir Sandford Fleming's 
History of the Intcrcolonial on this subject. Sir Sandford was the Chief Engineer 
in charge of the construction of the I. C. R., and his eminence as an Engineer is. 
of course, admitted on all hands. He uses the following language in speaking 
generally of the portion of the road between Moncton and Truro: — 

“ It has the most crooked alignment, the greatest extent of curvature. the 
"' sharpest curves. the highest bridge, the deepest ernbankment, ‘the steepest " grade, and the second highest summit on the whole railway. It touches tide “ water at four points, and a considerable summit is found I"-etween each two of " the points. It has the longest stretclies of the most level ground ; and l[- pas‘-es “ 

t-Il)irough the roughest country, except at the chief summit on the St. Lawrence “ istrict." - 

In dealing specially with the different divisions of the district he says as to 
the 27 mile division commencing one mile east of Amherst :— 

" The line is much curved, there being fortycurves amounting inthe aggregate “ to nearly 13 miles in length, with more than [600 degrees ofcurvature. One “ curve, almost a mile long, enclosing an arc of :37 degrees; and is followed by " one 1000 yards long, enclosing an arc of 103 degrees. Only a few of the curves " are of short radius. 
" Generally the grades are approximately level. But for 14. miles the " separate grades vary from o.75. in 100 to r in 100, three ascending eastwards, “ divided by level, or easy grades in the same direction; the total height ascended " is 206 feet in 5 miles, gaining the highest point on the division, 24.5 feet above the “ lowest point. The line then decends continuously for I 3 3 feet in 9. length of 31 "' miles.” 

Of the next division 241 miles in length, he writes :— 
" The division for three-fourths of its length is on ordinary rolling land ; 

but " for the remaining distance it lies on steep rocky side-hill, by which it ascendd “ from the valley of the River Wallace, to a high summit at Folly Lake. the “ highest point on the railway between Metapedia and Halifax. The height of “ this summit is 607 feet above the sea, and the height of the lowest point, at “ River Philip, near the west end of the division is 83 feet, so that the total ascent “ 
is 524 lest so that the total accent is 524 feet. On the whole length there are " eleven miles of steep grades var ing from o.8oin I00, to I in loo, I}£milesdecen(l- “ ing, 95 miles ascending, towards T1-uro. 

“ The curves are numerous and some are sharp, one 4 degree curve, 143 3 feet’ “ radius, is nearly 2100 feet long; and another, a. 3 degree so foot curve, radius “ 1619 foot, is over I800 feet long. The total length of curves is above to miles, " and the total curvature amounts to I025 degrees. The tangents are all short 
"' except in one instance, where the length is live miles."
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The next division 24% miles to Truro:-—— ' 

“ As the Railway falls from Folly Lake. 60;: feet above the level of the sea. “ to Truro, only a few feet above the sea. level, many of the grades are extreme. 
“ the greatest ditferetice of level being 578 feet. One continuous grade, “ more than two miles long, decends at the rate of i.2o in 103. There is an 
" aggregate length of 5% miles on grades ilescending at 1'ii.t.es varyiiig between 
“o.Bo and o.9im Ioo. Tlicre are in all ioyé miles of heavy grades on the 
‘_‘ Section.” 

For the same reason. that, owing to its grades and curves the Intercolonial Railway 
wits deemed to be unsuitable through New Brunswick for the l'laIlLl.liEl=‘{ of the promised i 

tratfic of the G T. P. and another line of Railway between Quebec and .\loiirton 
necessary, most the portion of the Intercolonial above referred to be unsuitable in Nova 
Scotia and aiiritner line be necessary. Sir Sandford Fleiiiiiig fonlid and laid clown a 
better route, line "F" of his surrey, than that finally approved by the Llovcrunient of 
the day. No doubt it is still open or perhaps an even better route emi he found. 

If the Government have faith in their statements that the G T. P. is going to bring: 
l 

a. fair portion of its business to Halifax, and if the Railway Dcpartiiierit knows, as of 
i 

course it does know, that Such business ca_nnol: be protitatbly liaiiilled by any 
corporation over such grades and curves as we have to—da.y in the l’0l.‘Ii.-quiil Miiiintain 
Section of the Railway. it then behooves them to prepare for the traffic which they have 
i-oiiiised us and if we are alive to our interests we will j-:i'l'l. with the people of any 

beotion of the Province, if their scllerne is agood one. in pressing upon the Authorities 
at Ottawa such early consideration of this inatter as will find the Iiitefciilflliinl prepared 
and ready to handle profitably and expeditiously the increased tralfic we are all so 
amtiolts to see.

' 

Another very irnpni-taut step in the march of commercial progress is the completion 
and opening of the Halifax and Soutli-Wu-stern Railway between this City and Yurinrnit-h. 
This railway was opened for traflic in 1906, and already our merchants ure capturing a. 
considerable portion of the western trade our province which pi'eviousFy fell into 
other hands. 

Mssuiucrunixc INDUSTRIES. 
During the last three years strenous efforts were made and strong induceinents held 

out to various persons iuterestel in the ea-tnblishnient of nunufactui-_ing ciitei-prise-s to 
establish their works in our midst. This matter entailed a very CGL'l91flBl'il.biU corres- 
pondence, very many conferences and interviews which are not disclosed hy the results 
obtained, but in this connection it is satisfactory to note that we were successful, largely 
due to the efihrts of President Bell, \"ice—Pi-esident Clayton and other gentlemen of the 
Board of Trade, in securing for Halifax the establishment of the Sillikcr Car Works. 
Th-at our people were convinced that a. step in this direction had to be taken was 
evidenced by the manner in which they subscribed for stock in this company. This 
corporation entered into an agreement with the promoters of the company and subse- 
quently with the company itself. which agreement has since been ratified by Act of the 
Legislature. to issue suflicieut of its bonds to realize the sum of .1-.'~1‘2-3.010. and to pay 
that suiii over to the company on certain conditions well known to you all, taking 
in return therefor, and as security for the reileruption thereof. a tirst inortgags on the 
property of the ccnipaiiy. Under this agreenieiit the com pan is required to pay hi: the 
(Jib? .5"3M‘l,v the interest and ii. sum sutlicient for the purpose o providing a sinking fund 
to redeem the City's bonds issued on this account at maturity. This enterprise is 
already well under way, the tirst contract for cars has already been made, and the 
industry gives premise of being successful and of providing employment for a large 
number of men. 

L‘. P. R. Roxxiivc RIGHTS To HA'L1l'-‘AX. 

This has been one of the most important matters which has engaged 11l_\«"'a.LteD tion 
during my ternri of ofiice, and is one in reference to which I believe our citizens are 
united. The desirability of having this corporation run its trains into this port cannot 
be doubted, and no stone should be left unturned to complete arrangements for their 
entrance here. As I have already addressed a message to you on this subject it does

In this connection it is to noted with pleasure that the llnlnnel and 
Uflicers of the Royal Canadian Regiment. perrcritterl their excellent hand to play once a 
week on the Grand Parade during the summer and will continue this courtesy during 
the coming summer. 

The change of the plans of the Admiralty w naturally heard of with keen regret 
by us all because the oflicers and men of His .\1ajest_v’s ships by their genial good fellow- 
ship had made for themselves a. warm place in the affections of our people.

The law at present allows a discount of two per cent., provided the taxes are paid 
before the 31st day of Jul , of each year. That is, any person who pays his taxes 
between May let, 1907 an July 31st, l907, would have a reduction of two per cent. 
Any person paying after the end of September would have to pay six per cent per 
:1 nnum. The above shows that there are citizens who prefer to pay six per cent. per 
zmnu m on the above amount of $290,202.55.
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The bank charges five per cent, for overdrafts so that the (‘ity is not losing 
anything on this transaction. According to the Charter we are entitled to Borrow Hi) 
per cent.. of the uncollected taxes, but not to exceed 30 per cent, of the total. This 
provision is necessary to run the City from the first of January until the first of '.\l:1y as 
the taxes for the previous years come in slowly during these months. Un account of 
the fixed charges which must be paid, namely 1 3150.000 for Schools. and the "interest 
on the debentiires, which together is 55 per cent” of the total taxes, we find that after 
paying off $125,000 that 1906 owed the Bank it will be necessary before the old taxes 
are paid or the new taxes begin to come in to overdraw to the extent of $60,000. and 
I would recommend that the attached resolution be recommended to the Council for 
adoption.
