Street to Brimswicl-‘i Street. At first MI‘ Miinnie proposed to open this street from the 
mirldle of the block on Grafton SL1---et hetween Duke and B-llcl-iingi‘IEl'l'| Streets to 
Brunswick at Huril Street. In i}6uI:ll'|l.X'2l'. 1908. I I'eported that this would be 
unnecessarily expensive and that there would be no advantage over the location shown 
on the oliicial plan except. making the street practically a continustioii of Brunswick 
Street in it straight line. it would cut oil" a long frontage on Briinswicli Street also. 

Since that date. Mr. Munnis has modified his views and approved of the location 
for 8. street cminecling with Brunswick Street at Jacob Street. This propossl_ has been 
before the City Council for years and the advantage of proiridingan ensicr grside for tralfic 
between the centre of the City and the north and should not nred further argument. 

In my opinion, hm-vei.'ei'. if such it street is to be opened it should be from Argyle 
Street to Brunsviiick Street instead of‘ from Grafton .SI;rse‘tI to Briinswick Street; for -two 
reasons. '. 

First and principal resson_—B-eciuiss if it is required to xiccornmodslte traffic from 
the smith end it-is triutzh more important to sceonimodsto traflc from the centre of the 
City in the \i<_:_i_nity_ ,1-if BH»l‘1‘i0gt-0I.1_$t1'eet. If it'w'ére opened from the Corner of Duke .- 

and Aryle Streets. it wonlui easily‘ accessible frdrn,‘Bsrringll:e_g_ Street by_St. Paul St. I‘; 
or Blowers Street. .
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And further, looking down the new street from Brunswick Street or any point fur 
ther down the hill, the tilt); Hell would be at the end of the vista instead of one of the 
old buildings on the east side of Urrnftnn Street. 

The opening of the street from Burnswicl: Street to Grafton Street would be a half 
measure of iiI'lI[Jl'I.'Vt:I]‘IeLll§ only. If the Uity can aflord to open this street at all, there is 
no question that it will be a decided improvement, as the grades will be so much eauier 
than the east and west streets alf.-rd. The estimated cost is $?3i.l$30.Lltl. 

The second proposal is to open a street from the north end of Poplar Grove diagon- 
ally to the intersection of Proctor Street and Barrington Street andtlience in practioaliy 
the same line to \\'ater Street The details of this proposal would have to be altered 
to some extent if they uro carried out. 

The extension of Poplar Grove would have to be sixty feet wide and should be 
carried north wardly in a. practically direct continuation of the west line of Poplar 
Grove, the east line being sixty feel from it. From the north side of Hurd Street to 
Proctinr -Street. the lines should be laid down so that. the least possible Liamage would be 
done to properties intersected. 

From Proctor Street to Water Street, the extra. cost of locating the street through 
property north of the Cunard property would not be jnstifinble. While l.l1t:1'fi would be 
some benefit to be obtained by a small reduction in grade and if widening Water street 
at that point, the extra cost would outweigh the advantages. If this proposal is en ter- . 

taiued favourably, I would recormnelld that the diagonal street from Proctor Street to 
Water Street be confined to the Cunard property. 

The opening of this street would be an improvement and if I were making a design‘ 
anew, I should undoubtedly lay down both streets mentioned. At present, h.-wt.-vor, 
I am unable to see the urgent uecessity for opening the street between Poplar Grove and 
Harrington Street except to shorten the haul for coal from Water street to Grafton. 
Albemarle and Brunswick Streets. 

Messrs S. Cunard & Co. are using approximately my proposed location for a diag- 
nal street through their property from Water Street to Harrington Street, and once a 
team is on Barrington Street it can continue on the pavement with colnparatwrly easy 
grades to St. Paul Street whioli gives an easy grade to Argyle Street, and. Blowers St. 
gives an easy grade to Grafton Street. Going south this route will be quite as conveni- em as a diagonal street from Poplar Grove to Water Street, but for the district between 
Blowers and Jacob Streets. the diagonal street asked for would give a shorter haul. The — 

eslimated cost of opvning this street is 541.000 LIU. 

Mr. hiunuis also asks for the extension of Brunswick Street through the Government '

To His Wors.’n‘_p the Mayor our! Members of the City Uomrn'.’ : 

Gl~:N'1‘I.I-:.\I1-:!~:,—I respectfully wish t-o call your attention to certain matters in 
connection with the fire which destroyed our building, corner Duke and Hollis Sts.. 
on Saturday morning, Feb. 4th. 

I think that all business men must face the fact that we cannot hope for better 
insurance rates while conditions are such that a corner building like ours, \\'l|lt:l1 

took fire at 10 o'clock in the morning on a. perfectly calm day and without any 
serious obstruction on the streets could be complet-el_\_' destroyed when the larger 
portion of the building could have been saved by two or three good streams of water 
at the early part of the fire. I do not wish to pose as an expert, nor do I wish to 
throw bouquets at the Fire Department, but I could not help thinking it was very 
difficult to tight a tire without the necessary water and power. 

There are two facts] would like to bring before you and which I think you 
should investigate : I saw sir streams promptly laid from hydrants, but they would 
not carry over t-he first storey. Two or more fire engines were in the vicinity 
for over half an hour before they could he used. the reason given being that the 
Engineers were call men and not on the permanent force. Now sorely here is proof 
that no matter how good a tire equipment you may give the Department it is no 
good if you do not give them the men to operate the machinery. The loss to the 
City on assessable property in this fire alone would pretty nearly half pay for the 
cost of another permanent Engineer for one year.

a
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The second point I wish to mention is the fact that over an hour elapsed after 
the tire alarm before the water was concentrated on that district. Had our building 
been filled with valuable merchandise the destruction would have been the same. 
Had there been a heavy wind it would hax-‘e been almost impossible to have kept the 
fire from working its way into the other valuable buildings and stocks, and surely 
the business men in the centre of the City who have such large amounts at stake can 
reasonably request that the City authorities give them better protection than 
they appear to have at the present time.

Vi/here the City permits so many hundreds of millions of gallons of water to run

(;'I-:NTLE!lIEN,—--Seeing the many places of cheap vaudeville and moving picture 
shows which have sprung up in our City of late years, and which are not only. 
fl.'tl1':1Ct-iflgllle people with 8. taste for a. low class amusement, but they are being 
filled with molhers with habesin arms, young girls and youths of allages. Attention 
has been called many times to the demoralizing forms of amusement given at some of 
these places. As many of the pictures are depicting that of immorality in various 
\-.'a_\-s. others that of crime, which may account for its great increase of late. The 
v.-mcieville part is mostly made up of vulgar jokes, acts and profanity sucll as might 
be expected to be heard in a Bowery show. This class of entertainment is doing 
great harm and going a long way to destroy the finer sentiment of the people and 
should be stopped. 

In Toronto there has been a. by-law passed to clean out the vulgar vaudeville 
people, also to prohibit pictures of -'l demoralizing nature, also those depicting crime 
in any form, so I think the time is ripe when there should he steps taken to carry ' 

out this rule in Halifax. I understand that there has been some one detailed to look 
after this and prohibit indecent pictures and acts. But by the great amount 
appearing at these shows within the last few years, the duties have not been 
fait.l1fuLl_v carried out. I would suggest that 9. by—l-aw he passed, such as that in 
Toronto, that will prohibit both demoralizing pictures and the indecent vaudeville 
shows. and those who do not adhere to it should have their license revoked. There 
has been much done to beautify the City, but I think it is even more important to 
have these theatres cleansed and to allow nothing to be exhibited but high class and 
instructive form of amusement.
