In Oetober 19480 the City entered ints
an esSent with the Minigter of Nines and Reasources
for Canada to provide for the detmntion in the city
Prieon of slien seamen. At that time this matter
was undar the direction of the Department of
Immigration. Since that time the P.0.order deal ing
with thie matter has been changed, nasely in
April 1941, to extend the application of the order
to all merchant seamen and tranaferred the control
of the matter from the Departoent of lonigration
to the Department of Mational Defencs (Naval
Servicee). We have besn mequested to extend the
existing agresment to cover the changed conditions,
but in my opinion we should have a new agreerment
novering matters as they now exinst,
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October 16, 1941,

I discussed this matter at length with
the Governor of the Prison and he finds the previous
arrangement quite satisfactory and 1s quite agreeable
that a new agreement, in the same terms as the
previous one, be made with the Minister of Natlonal
Defence for Naval Services, providing the conditlons
upon which the City will malntaln the merchant seamen
in the City Frison. There are several detalls to be
finalized and if your committee will approve of the
principle involved and require that any Bew agreement
be in the same terms as the previous agreement and
satisfactory to me, I con proceed with my
negotiations with the Department of National Defence
and have this matter finalized promptly.

For your information the agreement
provides that the Department pays for clothing and
board for the prisoners and it further provides that
if the exlsting accommodation 1s insufficient
to toake care of the merchant seamen that the Department
wlll provide additional accommodation, It 1s a
matter of importance that the City's responsibility
for taking these prisoners 1s limited to the capacity
of 1ts Prison and the City has a prior right to the
facilities of the Priscen for 1ts own prisoners. 1In
the event of the accommodatifn belng insufficient to
acconmodate both the hrisoners of the City and the
gseamen the Minister 18 to provide additional
accommodation for the seamen.

There has been a slight disruption in
the satisfactory manner in which the accounts were
being pald when the matter was under the Jjurisdiction
of the Department of Immigration. Thig, I think,
is due solely to the change from one Department to
another and I think that once the matter is
stralghtened out the payments willl be recelved
rggularly. I have written to the Department to this
effect.

As I have wald before, I have
discussed this matter thoroughly with the Governor
of the Prison and it was agreed that I should make
this recport on this matter to your Committee and,
if approved, carry out the arrangements to a
conclusion.

Last week I had a conference with the
Directors of the Rockefeller Foundation in New
York, and among other matters discussed the situation
with regard fo heahth matters in this City, and your
request made to me last week.

I am very glad to be able to state that
my reception was most cordlal. The Foundation has
promised me that they will, at a very early date, loan
to this Department an expert in public Health
organization, whose services would be made avallable
for the carrying on of & survey in the City of
Halifax,

Further, if a difficult situation should
arise in Halifax during the coming winter, that they
might consider augmenting this with a second man.

Regarding financial aid, this of course
would be contingent on the recommeridation of the
party making the survey, but I was given to understand
that should the City be prepared to develop 1ts Publigé
Health Department, and the party making the survey 8o
reconrmends, the Foundation would be willing to
contribute for a period, until the City is able to
adjust 1ts financing to the new budget.

To me the plcture looks particularly
bright, and I think you and your Council are to be
congratulated on the progresaive manner in which you
are deesling with the whole problem.

Dear Sir:-

The publicity which acconpanles a
dlscussion of salaries of public officials 1s never
desirable. Because I have had some of this publicity
in recent days, (without seeking it or doing anything
which would direct it my way) I have come to the
conclusion that your committee, to further 1its
desire to review impartially the salaries of
department heads, ought to be placed in possession of
certaln facts.

My service with the City extends for a
period of nearly fifteen years. About ten years ago
the City, by unanimous vote, offered me the salary
I am now receiving in order that my services would
be retained, I am, therefore, responsible for
establishing the maximum of the present salary scale.
Had the then circumstances brought about a higher
maximum, this higher maximum probably would be
utilized today as a standard for your ul timate
appraisal, and would be made to serve as a general,
oblective for any persons in whom your comnittee
would wish to 1ndicate its wholehearted confldence.
I have concluded, thereffore, that I should attempt
a brief resume of certain beneficlial plans, for
which I am responsible, that have brought hundreds.
of thousands of dollars of tax rellef in past years
and which will have a like influence on the future.

The first!

The shifting ¢f the date for tax
payments in 1929 from July to May, thus permitting
the application of $500,000,00 to @sbe to the civic
tax rates of the past ten years, Thls shift will
agsure an annual credit of at least $50,000, in
future to the civic estimates,

The second:

The sinking fund investment policy,
lnitiated after England abanboned the gold standard
severdl years ago, has saved the Clity all costs f6r
American exchange since the outbreak of war., The.
external Funded Debt of the City, would at 11%
require $18,000,00 annually for premiunm servicing,
The principal of $3,481,000.00 might require any
premium which was current at maturity. This whole
sltuation has been fully protected by coverage of
Trustee investments payable in two markets, and
no cost, but only proflt, will accrue to the tax-
payers as a result.,. As a matter of faect a substantilal
profit 1s now in hand from this operation., 8o far as
I know there was no general emphasis on this plan
elsewhere where the same problem prevalled,notwith-
standing that, in many cases the ppportunity to
apprehend the need for action ought to have been
apparent.
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They are stronély held., There 1s no avallable supply
The prices the City obtains when it sells its bonds,
are excellent.

I would call your particular
attention to the fact that under the re-organizatlon,
developed by the Brittain report, has made the
Comnissioner of Finance responsible for four large
divisions - Accounting, Collecting, Internal
Auditing and Treasury. Is 1t not a falr question
to ask why should not the assumption of added
regponsibilities be reflected, as it 1s to bhe
reflected in other departmentz, by a favorable
ad justment of salary?

With the much larger City of Ottawa,
were I should imagine, the financial problems are
no more and perhapa not as dlfficult as our own
(because of the more favroable economic '
circumstances there) the relative position of its
chlef financial officer among the other department
heads recognizes that the comparison 1s relative
on a basls of 5 to 3.

I have gone to some trouble to seek
an authorative source on the questlion of salarles
paid the chief financial offlcers of important
Canadian clties. I should like to quote from the
reply which I have received. The Chairman has
knowledge of the source of my informatlon.

"I would say that in the larger Cities the
post of chief financlal officer, of

whatever partieular designation, is regarded
with high rahking importance among the
appointed permanent administrative staff.

In several instances he s the highest paild
nunicipal employee, and is deferred to,
although not always recognlized, as holding
the most important administrative post

in the local government",

In conclusion, I wish to express
the hope that the facts in this letter should be
allowed to speak for themnselves,

I have made no personal request of
any nenber of your committee Bo glve consideration
to an adjustment of my salary. I assumed that the
conmittee would extend its inquiry in order to
ascertaln the nature and extent of the duties and
responsiblilitlies of each department head and would
not restrict 1ts program to less than that,

For some time we have been endeavoring
to select the most sultable site on which to erect
a building for the installation of the booster pump..
This site of course would have to be on our 27-inch
supply main, at a low elevation, convenlently situated
for electrlic power and of easy access. -

The site chosen is situated on the
eastern side of the Dutch Village Road, directly
opposite the Robert Simpson building, and owned by
W. Ds Havill. At this point the main is laild through
the Lockwood property Just south of the Havill
property.

A back lot of 1land with a 30 foot right-
of-way, as shown on the accompanying pPlan, can be
purchased from Mr, Havill for %200.00 and another
lot adjacent from Mr. Lockwood for $200,00, which
would be sufficiently large for the 1nsta11ation.
Or, if we purchased the block of land completely to
the eastern houndary of the Dutch Village Road as
shown on the plan, from Mr, Havill, the price would
be #600.,00, and Mr. Lockwood will grant us an
